The effect
would be immeasurably better than is produced at
present by an audience In this city, in European
opera houses full dress la rigidly enforced, and we
¦ee no reason why the same should not be done
ftere. The appearance of the house last evening
waa magnificent.

In the broken recitative that expresses her despair
Nilsson displayed her great power even more than In
an ana, aud the magnificent uesteiiino, the best
concerted vocal piece mat ever the composer wrote
was given with an effect rarely heard within the I
walls of the Academy. But iu the mad scene she
rose to a height of dramatic passion rarely attain-
able by prima donnas nowadays. Even the co¬

.pint of the music bccame in her hands the means
of adding to Hie effect oi tne scone. Itwasiudeed
ft grand triumph lor an artist, and wc shall lo ik lor
her appearance as Uretclien or Marguerite with
much luterest.

Tne song of "Matll-
da," by Mile. P. canissa, was one ot those genuine,whole-souied expositions that l s very seldom under- I
stood. Nothing could be more aflecting than her
rendering of the words "Nur dir vertraut
inelit brust," and her manner and voico
seemed to harmonize so splendidly with
the part. Arnold's reply was also delight-ful. Although gradually led higher aua
higher in the scale until the higher C's were
reached, and with which one might associate the
bursting of a bloodvessel, or ue willing to make
every allowance for any slight defects, the
notes came out clear, fresh and distinct, and appa¬rently without an eilort. When he was returningher plighted love, and had come to the

LORD DUNDREARY AT NIBLO'S.
Mr. Sothern'B appearance at Nlblo'8 laBt evening

was one ol the moat complete ami enthusiastic
dramatic triumphs of the season. The house was
crammed as It used to be In the palmy days of yore
when the leg drama was an exciting novelty. Bat
with what a different audience Instead of
moral countrymen, bent on a city jam-
ooree, and Bmart young dry goods clerks
who thought the demon aance tne fastest
and most disreputable thing they could And in the
road to ruin, the seats were filled wltn the .lUe of
the play-going public. It was strange, too, to find
so experienced an audience hreak out so constantly
and uncontrollably into genuine and hearty
applause. It Is not too much to say that there have
been i>ut few precedents for such thorough and
nearly success In the annals of the New York stage.
As to the play Itself, "uur Amerloau Cousin" Is

too well known to be analyzed at lengtn. Veteran
lovers of the Btage regard It with the contempt
which all pieces of Its class -pleots written for a
oiuKie owl ana depending nu<mj upon A single
part.naturally and unavoidably awaken In every
intelligent mind. The peculiarity about It, how¬
ever, is that "the part" was originally Intended 10
be Asa Trenchard. Joe Jefferson made that rule
Its leading feature, and It das only been by
free changes In the text that Lord Dundreary has
been made to assume the point of central Interest.
There are still a feir scenes.the inrervlew between
Florence and the drunken ex tutor and the burn-
Inn of the will episode in the last act, lor
trwianre which for a moment or two
w ithdraw attent on from tne be whiskered
creature of ccniused luteiiect who film the
Dlace of honor. But these are In themselves abso¬
lutely free from the responsibllliy of the ten years'
success of me plee®. The "g-.ig" sentiment by
whicn they are inspired are coeval with the rise oftVe modern drama; they are stale and trite to the
nolnt of a nauseous wearlsoiueness. llie critic,
therefore, may profitably devote all lus energies to jthe consideration of Lord Dundreary; and how
difficult it is to frankly tell exactly wnat we think
of that wonderful characier. No man can see Mr.
Botliern play it without falling into convulsions of
lauuiuer Kven Sydney Smith's Scotchman, into
wnose head the ordinary ruu of Jokes could enter
only by a surgical operation, would split his sides
with abnormal merriment over such scenes as that
in the bedroom In the first net, or a«aiu at i.iat ex¬
quisitely amusing iit<' between Lord Dun¬
dreary and Mis future bride in the farmyaid.
Tlie mil of the piece is Irresistible. Nor can any

m 111 of culture fall to admire the wonderlul finish
and ease and polished care or Mr. Sothern's acting,
ill-natured people may sav, perhaps wltn truth, that
this is his only pare. Hut it is a great deul to be able
10 play even one part with such exquisitely perfect
skill. Sometimes, ludeed, there is a faint sen e of
study and effort, but the lecllug Is Heeling as a
fair wcutner ciQlid in a summer sky. \oice and
featurcs are tiniter absolute control; there Is not an
lnfit ctloti7not a movement of muscle or eyebrow
and more especially of eyeglass.but adds another
touch to the portrait auu strengthens ltsufeit.
Every Utile detail of dress-evon tne glar-
lnsr bad taste which so naturally clings to
an imbecile use puu.jroary.luw beeu worked up
wlih conscientious care. But wnen.the curtain haa
at leiwth fallen and we subside into otir normal
state ol thoughtful dnluess, the admiration by which
wo have been carried away Is tempered by several
rather serious reflections. Looking back at the
stuttering creature, at whose likeness we
have been laughlpg, we feel that we
outfit t6 1)6 ashamed of our merriment. For
wliftt has been the awakening cause of our
merriment? Hie most "funny" feature of Dun¬
dreary is that no Is the victim ol the maUcc of
nature-that ne is a stammering lunatic ol ft harm¬
less, but melancholy type, it would be neither
kind nor well bred to break out into exuberant
lauahter at a irlend or acquaintance who stuttered.
And a man would hardly gain the reputation of
beinn a kind-hearted ueutlenian by openly exploding
into convulsive merriment at the pitiable speciac e of
a lunatic at large, is It any the jess shamei ul to
amuse oneself tt th<5 ex^n^ of aaW stammerer |
or a btage idiot? The better sense of every humane
mind revolts at the presentation behind tlio foot-
imhis of human infirmity for the mere purpose of
exciilrta laughter. Without making any pretence
of nurism, we protest agftlDBt such an outrage upon
the civilized stage.

MISS CITJSHMAH AS MEG MEB&ILIES AT
BOOTH'S.

WUeu Miss Cusbman reappeared on the American
stage aa Queen Katharine, after a lengthened ab¬
sence, the public and the critics were pleasantly
surprised to notice with what gentleness
time bad dealt with powers which had
been the wonder of a past generation. The
character of Queen Katbanne was supposed
to have been chosen for the actress' ren'r&e because
It called for far leas physical exertion than other and
more popular rotes In wbicn Miss Oushman's reputa-
tion had been made. Whether she felt misgiving!
of her own power.or, rather, force.or that she
deliberately chose the most trying part to challenge
adverse criticism, it Is certain that Queen Katha¬
rine, bold and original as was the oonceptlon of the
character, showed traces of the advance of age
which are entirely absent from the representations
of Lady Macbeth and Meg Merrllles. The abruptness
which sometimes characterizes Miss Oushman's act¬
ing was less in keeping with the popular Idea of Queen
Katharine, a gentle, sensible woman, than with our
notions about the bold and unscrupulous Lady Mac-
beth, or the wild gypsy Meg Merrllles. In
fact, the quality which peeps out from
time to time in Miss Oushman's acting la a ten-
dency to pronounced action which sometimes
is open to a suspicion of vulgarism. This detect
was moat noticeable in her Queen Katharine, soft¬
ened In Lady Macbeth, and Anally disappears in
Meg Merrllles; for here the masculine vigor which
vulgarized in Katharine became an absolute quality
melted naturally into the character. Whatever
fears were begotten by the drat appearance of Miss
CusiiQian had tailed before the freshness and force of
her Lady Macbeth, and were finally put to flight
last nignt by her appearance as Meg Merrlliee, dis¬
playing all tne weird power which twenty years
ago was wont to charm and appall. Age, which in
other cnaracters was a clog and an encumbrance.
In Meg Merrllles proved rather an advantage, xho
actress represented so vividly the weird hag that
one almost forgot it was a play, and Baw the old
gypsy queen as a physical apparition. ,
The story of "Guy Man tiering'' Is undoubtedly ex¬

ceedingly interesting, but in preparing it tor the
stage the mistake has been committed ot making
the first act a sort of dull prelude, while the whole
Interest of the play centres in the latter acts. Open¬
ing with a chorus which has nothing particular to
do with the p:ay, and is not even scotch in its
characteristics, "Guy Mannering" drags its dull
way to the point near the close of tne second
act, where Bertram appears in the gypsy
camp. Indeed, if It were not for the
knowledge that good things are in store for
us, we could scarcely support the dulness of
tne opening scenes. It would be a great improve¬
ment if the first aot were compressed into oue good
scene and the superfluous chorusing entirely left
out, neither the character of the music nor the
manner or its rendering making its retention de-
slrable. lint from the moment Meg Merriles bursts
on the stage In all the weird lorce of her genius the
attention is rlvetted, and until the scene diops we
cannot take our thoughts irom the drama pass¬
ing belore us. Some of this interest is
due to the story; bnt it is essentially to the intense
dramatic power of the actress that we owe its so
vivid realization. The recognition or young Bertram
as he sits in the gypsy camp displayed alt Miss Cusb-
man's power, and so intense a representation or the
mingled feelings ot joy, hope and surprise, struggling
witn the memories of wrongs done and suffered, we
have never seen. Her acting in this scene was
truly tragic, and without any forced ef-
fects revealed a depth of passion which
lroze the very soul, uoth elocution and action
were perlect, and gave evidence of mature study.lr some ol the abrupt force which belonged to the
earlier representations of the character was absent,finished action, strong and appropriate, advantage-ously replaced It. Her Interview wuh umiuile
Sampson and her promise to revisit the c.ien of
Spirits, were allowed to return good scope for emu-
tlonal acting, which was seized upon and turned to
splendid account. But it was in the closing scene
where she meets her death that she reassembled
all her powers, and acted with a force that
could not be expected from her years;
but Miss Cusbinan seems to defy the envious
approach or time, and by rorce or iier genius to puss
over obstacles that to lesser spirits would be insur¬
mountable.
Of the other personages we have not much to say.The piece affords scaroeiy any 6cope to the sec¬

ondary characters. Mr. D. C. Anderson made a very
good Dominie Sampson, entering completely into the
soirltof the character. Mr. Arthur Matt nison nad
an ungrateful part, but succeeded in matting tne
most ot it. Ills acting was natural, and
his rendering of tne character dlsrnltlod. We re¬
gret we cannot say much tor tne ladies. We should
uke very much to be complimentary, but truth
won't permit us. This same excuse may be made
for the ladies which we have already oirered for the

Sam Nlggins, and was supported by Mr. Stod¬
dard and Miss EiTie Germon. The piece in it*
self, like most of Mr. Mathews' own prodno*
lions, is the slightest of farces. It can boast
very little in the way of dialogue. It depends for
success entirely upon Mr. Mathews' finished .acting
and unceasing Mow ol animal spirits. Thanks to
his constitutional gaiety, the audience were main¬
tained at a high degree of amused enthusiasm.
Iu the "Nervcus Man" Mr. John Gilbert
assumed the role of the itritabie and
sensitive Mr. Aspen, while Mr. Brougham
took the pari of Mcshanc, the man of nerve. Mr.
Brougham played wltn characteristic ease and free¬
dom, an rreiiueutly brought down the house.

THE SHEINE OP OPEEA BOUFFE AND THE
PBiESIESS THEBEOF.

When opera txntfe first forcibly footed Itself Into
favor In this country some few years ago, and for a

lung period subsequently. It was regarded with a
certain species of horror; the theatrical Mrs. Grnmly
gazed at the ceiling In mute despair, and all sorts of
evils were predicted ad the certain accompaniments
of its possible success. It felt competent, however,
to bravely laugh New York out of Its scruples, and it
has literal^ "faced the music" with a perseverance
worthy of any cause. Success has crowned Its dating
so far that it has now come to be a regulur the¬
atrical institution among us, and promises to re¬
main with us permanently In that capacity, its
headquarters at present are established at Llna
Kdwin s Iheatre, uud its supreme divinity there is
Mile.
