Nominees for the Legislature and for
ofMces in the county, such as District Attorney,
Connty Juldge, &e., are busy vsitiog the towns and
villages soliciting support from their constituents,
and political matters are discussed after a fashion
In the barrooms of couutry horels.

A Muu Kills His Wile nud Ter Child.
