In the same telegram 1 told you how the
King bad received the desire I hud expressed of
olitalulng n fresh audience, to submit to him once
more, ana ut ueveiop more completely man I had I
been able to do id the morning the considerations
wiiiefi showed the propriety ol our proceedings in I
the mater ot the guarantees Tor the future.

..Every tiling leads me to bolieve, and f cannot joonceal It train you, that the King is firmly decided ]to refuse us this satisfaction. .Notwithstanding the
apparently gracious reception which he Has not
cuasod to accord to my requests, j nave been able to |
perceive clearly that ills Majesty yielded with as
much regret as repugnance beiore our attitude In
uudoing the difficulties winch he had contributed to
produce; aad without any Uouot he doe* not cohceal
from liiin3cU the gravity or the check winch he has
personally met with. Having mis feeling, the King
considers that he would Increase the discontent
which the renunciation of the Prluces or -llohcn/.oi-
lern will provoke tu Germany, and the responsibility
of which will lie less upon this candidate than upon
Hw Majesty himself if he were to subscribe to the
oullgauou which we demand he should accept.
