STOCKS FKVERISH, I'NSKTTLEI) AND STRONG.
The situation la t lie stock market crows iriterest-

tnff. It is said that politics, like poverty, makes
strange combinations, but speculation oltcn reveals

a more curious shifting of the scenes. The conrse
of events in Wall street for the past lew weeks has
been a singular Illustration or the remarkable facility
with which "bulls" become "bears" and "bears"
become "bulls." each iorsweariug and reversing
all previous theories and opinion* of the market.
Just now the lines ure greatly confused, and the
various parties interested In stock speculation are
reforming and reorganizing in curious combina¬
tions. The moro saliont leature, however, IB the
most recent somersault of the «rrea> "bull" clique of
last summer, who have completely reversed their
plans and are now enlisted on the "bear" side of
the market. To go back in our history.'or a record
of matters in Wall street nowadays ts itke a series
of chanters from a novel ; we leit the so-called Van-
derbllt party on Tuesday dispossessed of the last
remnant of tnc numerous stocks which they had
been holding up to the time of the sudden strin¬
gency In the money market and the genera) de¬
moralization produced by the Chicago Ore. At the
same time a portion of the recently orgautzed
"bear-bull" party also sold out their stocks to the
more confiding members of the clique, who were
Ignorant of the treachery oi their confrere* until,
on Monday, they were nonplussed bv the abundant
supply winch met tneir demand. Tue-day was a
day of calm. Trie "bulls" iound themselves In a
puzzling situation. They had been saddled with
an enormous load or stocks and the market was
suspicious of their embarrassment and not disposed
to buy. A council of war was held. The delibera¬
tions resulted in their determination to make a bold
upward movement, convert the sIuk«1h!i market
into a "bull" one and take the chances of the
future. On the other hand, the so-called Vander-
blit party, being out of their stocks, wero anxious
to see prices fall. Accordingly they commenced
the locking up of money. Two of the down-town
banks were creditors at the Clearing House this
morning for over two and a half millions of dollars.
This was the first twist of the screw. Money was
bid up In the open market, and, as above narrated,
was worth at one ttino 1-lfi per cent for one day's
use. To-morrow the government will let out two
millions, but will take it back next day. The two
parties are known as the Broad street clique and
the William street clique respectively, broad
street retorted by making stocks scarce, and the
"shorts" had in some Instances to pay a small con¬
sideration for the use of certificates ui making their
deliveries to-day. This device injured William street
very little, unless the maxim of t!ie Vanderlnlt
party, "Never sell what you haven't got. sonny,"
has been forgotten or ignored. The earlier portion
of to-day was devoted to skirmishing between the
two parties, with varying success; but alter banking
hours the "bulls" went in with a brilliant dash
and carried Pacific Mall up to 49 ana ttie general
market 1 to 1% per cent above the lowest prices of
the morning. Pittsburg as a side Issue was ad.
vanced to 120. Now that the Pennsylvania Kali-
road has swallowed the New Jersey camel It will no
longer strain over the Pittsburg gnat.for that long-
deferred lease Is again on the carpet for the tenth
time, and 1s a sure thing at last. The situation,
summed up in brief. Is as follows:.The "bulls" of
last summer have become "Dears. " The "bears''
ol the same period, enriched by the panic after the
Chicago tire, have turned "bulls." The outsiders
have very little to do with the game; for, as "bulls"
thev were extinguished by the panic, and as
"bears" in the panic they have been slaughtered oy
the recent rise. The Broad street "bull" clique
have all the stocks. The William sireet clique
have the money. If the outsiders wish to sro in
again they have the facts before them, and
can choose sides in what promises to be a

very lively contest t>ctween the two great cliques.

to securo their profits, should take care to deal on a
strictly "cash" basts aud net checks tnut "certify."
By doing so they may t>e saved the annoyance
which followed the collapse or the gold "corner" in
i860, the Rock Island fiasco last spring, ami more
recently (on Tuesday) the mistake of the broker who
bought so liberally the <my before, but wa.-> so

chary of his cash when the stocks were presented
next day.
