COUNTY POLITICS.

Peaiocratlr County Cenveaiisi-Tke Ticket
Nominated Yexierdav.

TUc delegates to the regular Democratic County
.onvention assembled at the headquarters ol the
General committee, No, 9 t'ourt street, shortly j>e .

Ure one o'clock yesterday afternoon. Mr. //evi It.
Faron called the Convention to order, and. with a
lew remarks upon the Importance of the occasion
which called them together and an assurance of
ffloriona victory at the polls on election day, Intro*
dueed the business before the Convention. Mr. W.
J. Donitz ana Mr. John Cassldy were chosen
as Secretaries, and Mr. J. C. Hopkins aa
Chairman. The roll or delegates was then called,
each wan responding to tUe call. The name
ol Winchester Britton was then brought before the
Convention, on motion of a delegate from the Ninth
ward, as the nominee for the oillce of Diatriot At*
torney. A vote was taken, resulting in the unani¬
mous choice of Mr. Britton. Ex-Judge Henry A.
Moore was then nominated, eulogized and voted to
be the choice of the Convention lor the position of
Oouuty Judge. Thomas a. Gardiner was renomi¬
nated for County Treasurer. William J. OBborne
was renominated for Supervisor at Large. The next
vote was for Coroner of the Western District,
and a lengthy petition, signed by prominent
Members of the medical fraternity, endorsing
Dr. J. B. Jones, the present incumbent, for
renomlnation, was read. Joseph H. Strauss
was the choice of a solitary German delegate, but
Jones was renominated. Lawrence E. White bill
was renominated for Coroner of the Eastern Dis¬
trict. Henry Sleler was renominated for the office
of Commissioner of Charities in the Eastern District.
There were four votes against him and In favor of
Robert H. Anderson, but the mover In benair of
Anderson's claims moved, when he found the Con¬
vention united in favor of Sielcr. that the nomina¬
tion of tbe latter be made unanimous, and pledged
the warm support of the defeated nominee to
farther the success of tbe regular democratic nomi¬
nees from now until sundown election day. Cor¬
nelius Ferpnsson, Commissioner yl Churlrlesof tbe
county towns, was renominated. Stephen I. Voor-
hles, Justice of Sessions (irom Gravesend), was also
renominated. Ex-Assemolyman Paddy Burns,waxed eloquent in the praise or this distinguishedlight ot tbe Kings county bar, as a man who hadfought in the iront ranks of his party for thirtyyears, both in its hours of victory as well as of gloomand defeat.
The Convention then resolved Itself Into a meet¬

ing ror the purpose or hearing an expression olopinion from those who were not candidates.Register McLangtilln appeared and was loudly ap-plaudco. He said that there had been doubts ex-

grossed as to the posltiou ol certain democrats who
ad not been nominated, and In order tliatthose doubts might he dismissed ho thoughtthose gentlemen should be Invited to addressthe meenug. He moved, therefore, that Mr. Graytoo appointed a committee to find District AttorneyMorris and ask him to attend. Mr. Gray reined,and shortly afterwards returned with Mr. Morris,wbo was received with applause.Mr. Mokrib addressed the meeting as follows:.Mr. Cnalrman and pentiemen. 1 heartily endorsethe ticket which you have put In nomination hereto-day, and 1 shall work irom now till election ashard as any man can to secure the election ol thatticket by the large majority which we are entitledto in this county, of it* election there can r>e nodovbt; it is simply a question or majority.W hen we recollect the importance of this campaign,that it Is but the forerunner or the great campaignthat is coming off next year for tno Presidency,every democrat must feel the importance of notonly carrying the city and the State, but or carryingboth, with a large majority, because its effect willtoe Important as to tature results. It is not a timewhen democrats can afford, it they have their pres¬ences or have their personal reelings, to elevatethose preferences or tnose feeling* t but at times it

becomes the ciuty ot every democrat, whatever maytoe his preference*, to do all In his power to sustain
the democratic party, the democratic nominees, and
to see to it that we roll up iu tins
county out old-time majority or from 12.000
to 16,000; and any person who at this
particular crisis falls to do his duty to the party
cannot be considered as having the democratic
principles and democratic interests at heart. 1
simply desire to say this much, and not make a
speech (probably, dnrlng the campaign, I shall have
occasion to glvo my views with reference to the
candidates of the opposition, and with rererence to
the principles which they advocate). that you have
nominated a ticket wnich commands the respect,
and 1 believe, will command the support of every
true democrat In the country; and let us give It such

a majority that our opponents may see that we are
united, and mean that the democratic party, not
only In this campaign, but in '72, will march in un¬
broken columns upon Washington.
Speeches were made by tlic candidates nominated,

and the meeting adjourned.

Tbf> Democratic City Convention.
The City Convention of the regular democracy

Wan called to order at about balf-past four o'clock
yesterday afternoon, at the same place where the
county nominations were held, lieury D. Birdsall
was chosen temporary Chairman. On motion of
George Herman Thomas Carroll was chosen perma¬
nent Chairman. Fred Backus and Tom Farrell
were appointed secretaries of the Convention. Con¬
gressman Thomas Kinsella came forward upon the
platform and made a lengthy speech in defence of
the democratic party, its honesty, fealty and faith-
Ail adhorence to the form of government which is
best adapted to the well being of the people, lie
alluded to the venality disclosed among false mem¬
bers of the party in New York, and dwelt upon the
fact tbat men of untarnished honor were now en¬
gaged in prosecuting the delinquent official*, lie
referred to the false and malicious aspersions
sought to be cast upon the fair fame of Brook¬
lyn by fratricidal citizens assembled at the Rink
meeting the other evening, and regretted the silence
of Mayor Kalbfl6lscli,who had not raised his voice to
pnt down these vile libels upon the city's honor and
credit. The present Mayor, ho said, had been nine
times before the people as a candidate for highoffices of trnst at the hands of the democratic con¬
ventions, extending over a period of seventeen
years, and bnd three times i>een elected Mayor ot
the city. Tne speaker concluded by a glowing
euloglum of Hamuel S. Powell, whom he moved as
the nominee tor the office of Mayor of Brooklyn.
Mr. Evan M. .lohnson was renominated to the

office of Comptroller; Cortland A. Spraguo was re¬
nominated as City Treasurer; City Anmtor .lames
O'Bneu was chosen lor anotler term of Ills office;
Jacob I. Bergen (Alderman of the lonth ward) was
nominated tor Collector of Taxes, In place or Isaac
Baocau, the present incumbent. The following
justices of the peace were then nominated:.Third
district, Thomas M. Kielv; Fourth district. Charles
B. Klilott (Alderman Seventeen tu ward); Fifth dis¬
trict, Thomas Kamos; sixth district, James Cassidy,
at present Captain ol Police, Ninth precinct, Riely
and Eames are at oresent Justices of their re¬
spective districts. A committee was appointed to
wait upon ex-Mayor Powell and Inform aim ot hi*
nomination. Mr. Morris being called upon, said
that the ticket was such as no good citizen could
ob.ect to, and he pledged his support to it. ft was
only a question whether the county would give
12,000 or ir>,ooo democratic majority.
Mr. Towell, on making his appearance, was re¬

ceived with the greatest enthusiasm, and ou its suit-
Riding returned ills thanks for the great honor con¬
ferred upon htm in their selection of him as their
standard bearer in the battle for ascendancy in tne
great democratic campaign upon which wo nave
entered. The groat improvements made within the
past few tears increased the rate of taxation, but
the buroen was reduced nearly one-fourth tills vear.

THMIl COUNTY POLITIC*.

Fifth! lor County J«J*e mart Nurrounte.
An Independent Candidate.tic in Snp-
perted by the Demorrnm. IIId Election
Very Probable.Clooe Content for Aaaem-
blyinnn.The Kettult I'licrrrulu.The lie-
pnblicaii State Senator Sure of Hi* Flcr.
lion.A Majority of Six Hundred or Seven
Hundred for the Republican Stale Ticket.

Oweho, Tioga comity, ocr. 24, 1871.
The republicans ot Tioj?a county are dlvidea in

their choice for county Judge and Surrogate, just
as are those of Broome for member of Assembly.
Tnis local issue is the absorbing subject among
politicians here. Its importance seems to over¬
shadow that or every other. There is so much feel¬
ing on the subject that the independent
republican candidate, who has been accepted
"J the democrats, is almost sure of his election.
The "local wipers of both political panics are
Ailed with personalities and statements,
charges and countercharges, reflecting injuriously
against the respective canditate*. The regular
Republican County Convention nominated Charles
A. Clark, and the democratic Charles D. Nixon for
County Judge and .Surrogate. Both are young men,
and both were admitted at the same time and in
the same ciass, four years ago* to practice as attor-
neys and counsellors at law. it was known that
several democrats whose names had been in ques¬
tion would not accept the nomination, probably
became there was no hope of the %ueoes* of any one
ol them, for the majority In the connty has for many
years remained considerably repnblican. Mr. Nixon
formally declined the nomination, assigning as uis
reason that he believed his experience with criminal
courts and practice as a criminal lawyer nad
not been sufficient to enable bim to discharge
the duties of the office with honor to himself and
full Justice to tho people. This left but one candi¬
date in the fleld, for the democrats did not seem
disposed to make another nomiuation. Their pur¬
pose was better served, however, by the appear,
ance on the scene of a disaffected republican who is
running as an ''independent'' candidate. This indi¬
vidual is Delos o. Hancock, it is asserted by those
who claun to be honest people that regular repub¬
licans In Tioga county coustttutc a ring whose
object is to run the political atTalrs of the county for
personal ana peculiar purposes, and that the in*
terests of electors arc involved in the destruc¬
tion of th« ring. With the avowed object of
eifectlng this result seventy-live prominent
republicans addressed a letter to Mr,
llancock urging him to accept an lnde*
pendent nomination and pledglug him their
assistance and support. For the reasons assigned
by them llancock signified his acceptance, and in
the long letter announcing it he exposes the seliisU
objects and purposes of the ring. He has
been for ten years District Attorney for the county,and his experience in cnmiuai cases is cited as
one of his qualifications tor the bench, on tho
other hand it is urged against him that he has been

a chronic candidate lor office, was never very popu¬lar, always ran behind his ticket, and ought to giveplace to some ottier aspirant. When Nixon declined
the democratic nomination the democrats unani¬
mously agreed to put Hancock on their ticket, and
tho main charge against luni by the reeuiar republi¬
cans is that ho is a political turncoat, and is not a re-
bublicau but a democrat. Although Hancock is an
avowed republican now, as he has been, It is said, to
his disparagement, that if lie is successful in this
canvass his election will be claimed as a democratic
victory. And so stands tnls Judicial jumble iu Tioga
county. The contest over County Judge will be
very bitter, aud It would seem that the voto will bo
very close. Efforts will be made on both sides to
call out as large a representation of electors as pos¬sible. At present both sides claim the eleetlon for
their candidate. The indications aro that Hancock
will be eleoted by a small majority, considering all
the circumstances, it will not be difficult to so re¬
duce the regular republican majority and turn the
balance in his favor that he will come out triumph¬
ant. His friends on the republican side and all the
democrats have a common cause in supportinghim, and even now they feci quite confident of his
election.
Although this county Is republican there seems to

be some dyubt about the election ol a republican
Assemblyman. There is no serious split in the
party with reference to the regular nomination, but
there Is some dissatisfaction among some of its
members with the conduct ot its c&ndluatc. And
this arises out ox the trouble concerning the CountyJudge and Surrogate. The republican nominee Is
William Smyth, editor of the republican weekly
organ hero. Hu was secretary of the County Con¬
vention, ana it is said he managed it in the interestof Conning, while the majority of the republicansIn the connty favor Fenton. But the present opposl*Won to him comes not so much from that fact as thathe, an is allowed, _ .. pub¬
lish in his paper the correspondence relating to
Hancock's nomination. This has put a portion of
the republicans uown on him, and it is likely that
many or those who go for Hancock will go agalust
him. The democratic candidate is Gideon O. chase,
who represented tue connty in lormer years before it
became republican. Chaso was democratic member
of Assembly from Tioga county In 1845 and me, and
lie is claimed to be a consistent exponent of demo¬
cratic principles. He is an employe of the Erie
Railroad, In Hie capacity of station agent, ut Smitli-
boro\ some sixtoen miles westward from this place.
Ills association with tne Brie Railroad will un¬
doubtedly give him some votes, and this, taken in
connection with his personal popularity au<l
tho disaffection as to Smyth, makes his chances
ruthcr favorable. At mo last election lor
Assemblvmau the republican majority in this
county, when the party wa< united on their candi¬
date, was only 377, and tho democrats feel quite
sanguine that ihey will be able to elect hi m. At all
events the vote will be pretty evenly divided be-
ween Smyth and Chase, and it is dillicult to deter¬
mine now which will be elected.

But there is no such disagreement concerning the
republican candidate for the Senate. The Senatorial
district comprises Tioga, Broome and Tompkins
counties. The republican nominee, Thomas 1.
Chattlcld. Is a citizen of this place. The light over
the local candidates already mentioned will not
affcct his chances in the leas';. He will get a
reasonable republican majority in this county,
and as both Broome and Tompkins are republican
as well his friends have no fears for his
success. The democratic nominee is Koswell C.
McNeil, also of tnis county; out even his most ar¬
dent adherents have no hopes of his election. They
will vote the ticket, as a matter of course, knowing
well that Chatflelil will receive a majority or per¬
haps three thousand in the district.
There is no special Interest shown on either side

concerning the Stale ticket. All the political ex¬
citement there Is here is confined tu local candi¬
dates. Mr. Bristol, the democratic candidate for
Slate Treasurer, is a resident of tnis county; but
even any little local popularity he might have would
not be noticed on the general ballot. Bristol is now
111 Albany. The republican candidates for State
offices will have from six hundred to seven hun¬
dred majority in the county. Neither side will be
materially afT. ctod by the talk about either the Cus¬
tom House or Tammany.

Dear Sir.la your paner you say that your

oolnmns will be open to appeals for the relief for the
sufferers by Are lu the Northwest. I therefore write
this in the bope that it may be the means of giving
some little idea of the needs of this section. You,
who are so Tar removed from the scene or these dis¬
asters, cannot from anything ibat has been or con be
written form anything like an adequate idea oi tbe
extent of the Buffering, as we can who are in the midst
of it I could fill column after column of your Journal
with the accounts of destitution and suilering that
are coming to our notice day after day. While 1
would not If 1 conld do anything to interfere with
the relief of Chicago, 1 can say that I have not a
doubt that the loss of properly In our State,
If it could be arrived at, would exceed that
In Chicago, while tbe loss of life is much larger, and
the suffering can hardly lie compared, for the fol¬
lowing reasons:.Tha news of the calamity in Chi¬
cago came li rat. and all responded nobly to her call
for aid. Besides, Chicago is accessible by rail from
all points, and the rebuilding of the city will tarnish
employment to most If not all or her laborers and
mechanics. With us it is different.
The suffering outside of the villages is among

the pioneers In tho wilderness, men who, durlug
years of toil, have made their little clearings, built
their small houses and burns, in which were stored
all their goods and their loved ones, Isolated en¬
tirely, their nearest neighbors from one to ten miles
distant, and no means of communication except by

a very poor woods road. Every day brings us news oi
families thus situated, where the man and his wne,
after fighting lire to keep it from their buildings,
surrounded by thick smujie, so as to hklo every¬
thing more than a lew yards distant,
would be startled by the cries of their children
ami rush homeward to find their houses In flames
auu tiioir children beyond hope of rescue ; others
where all are Durneo but the husband, and he
scorched and blunted t>y tne fire and smoke, runs
the gauntlet of tire to escape, in many Instances
with Ills clothing burned off and ho bereft cl all that
would make this world desirable. In other in¬
stances families have as a last resort taken refuge
In wells and came out over the ashes of their entire
worldly possessions, having uilics to travel through
the woods to get even a morsel of food.
There are thousands of families in this .state that

have lost every dollar they had lu the world and
think themselves blessed in having escaped with
Mjiir lives. The Detroit and other papers have
given you the accounts of villages on the shores
swept from the earth, Inhabitants driven into the
lake, till the fire had passed, and then cmerglug to re.
main on tne snore without shelter, food or sufficient
clothing until relieved by boats. All these people
must be provided with shelter and clothing imme¬
diately, and must be fed until spring opens ana
they can care tor themselves.
Michigan wants help. Our business men have re¬

sponded uoblv, but nearly all in this section of the
state are themselves sufferers to a greater or less
extent by tbe fires in their timbered lands, ir wo
needed the lesson, it seems to me it has been taught
in the strongest manner possible that wc are de¬
pendent oa each other, and none of us know why
we have been exempt unless to give us the means
of relieving the sufferings of those who two weeks
ago were better off than we; nor do we know that
In the next two weeks we may not be applicants tor
tiBARBft.«8flvW JPt-^fiff^Mflfenftror newT fife
dressed tn II.

THE FUANMHN STATUE,

The (tamer fstene of the Monument J.aid in
Printing House Pqnure Yefiterdny.

Tlie corner stone of me monument which is to be
ereotod next January to the memory or Benjamin
trnnklin, in Printing TIouso .Square, was laid with
appropriate ceremonies yesterday atternoon. The
day was not very ugrceable for ail outdoor demon-
st rat ton or any kind, but notwithstanding all the
drawbacks to the occasion there was quite a num-
ber of persons on nand when the ccrcmoniea begun.
The Fifth regiment band did its musical utmost to
enliven the spirits of the faithful ones wno, despite
the weather, remained steadfastly at their places
while the rain drizzle made everything about wear
an aspect of painful gloominess, and in a measure
succeeded.
The ceremonies were conducted according to the

Masonic formula. The Masons, lica led by Captain
De tlroot, l'eter Cooper and John A. Kennedy, put
themselves Into Hue of the procession about half-
past one and marched around the site of the
monument and ilicn formed in hollow square, the
corner stone being in tno middle.
