Robbers sat without <lls<uise at thn
head of the Department of Public Works, in Ihe City snd
County Treasury. In toe administration of the Central Parle,
and their hireling and dependents filled almost every ofDcc.
Kruin these points of power the band of conspirators
exercised a gross in brntal tyranny over Ihe people ot the
cKy, tnore grinding than clvliued men had before submitted
to. far worse (ban "taxation without leprssentalion,"
which all history has declared to be eudicieat cause for revo-

luttoa, it was highway r.H>b< rv under the pre' ease ol Issa-
tioa, with no pretense of representation whaterer, and be¬
fore we knew II *e had be-n literally plundered of twenty
million* of the public money.
