His text was Genesis
xxlL, l."And it cane to pass, after these things,
that Mod ai«l tempt Abraham, and said udio him,
Abraham, and he said, liere am 1." There is an
old legend concerning Abraham, said the Doctor,
which states in efleet that a committee of angels
waited on the Almightv and asked hltn, "What 19
man that Tnon art mindful of him, or the son of
man that Thou vlsitest hlrnv" And God pointed
triumphantly to Abraham, paying that men
like him are the toundatlon upon which the
world stands; that he had sacrificed his
only son to the Lord. And men like Abraham, said
the Doctor, arc the m»blest specimens of creation.
Through tnelr lives more than through all the manl-
testations ol oreatlon beside is Gou glorified. If the
rolling thunder." and the dashing lightnings, the
sweeping tornado or the devastating lire, the asure
sly and the verdant fields speak of God. it Is only
sncn men as Abraham who can attune their ears to
hear tht voice of the Lord m the thunder or the
hurricane, or In tne still, small voice. And hearing
llim thus speaking In and through nature they
are ready to exclaim. Holy, hoi?, holy, Lord
God of hosts ! Tit? Almighty owe said that |>y those
who stand near him He should be glorified. And
who stand so near to Him as tnoy? Who
shall ascend into the . hoi? hill or the
Lora t lie that hath clean hands and a pure
heart, responds the royal bard of Israel. A pure-
minded man alone can staud beiore <iod, and such
was Abraham. Ho was raised up in u time of
heathen darkness and superstition to snow men the
true war of iaub. Last week, said l>r. Vidavur. we
showed you Abraham manifesting his faitU in good
worts; to-day we shall present him manifesting the
same ruitii nndcr severest trials, lie exhibits faith
in Its highest and subllmest degree of perfection.
From Abiabain we shall learn tht! trials and
triumphs of laitb. While it is true
that good actlous may be, and they
are, thu oul growth of religious faith,
nevertheless good deeds alone are not taith, autl a
manly action, however good and noble, caunot re¬
sist Satan without fat Ui. Witnota tne example or
Job. Ue.waa rich and benevolent, but Satan comes to
God and says:."Si retch lorth thine hand now, and
he will curse Thee to Thy face." God stretched forth
ins hand, or allowed Satan to injure job, but did
tne latter curse God or deny Hun ? Not at nil. He
had ftuth in God that liis bread should be given and
water should be sure. And is it any wonder that ho
or that wc cling to our religtou 7 The ox kuowetn
his owner aud the uss his master's crib, and
shall not men seek unto their Godf No wonder
that a man possensed oi such taith should dispense
blessings all around him. Aud thus alone Is true
faith revealed unto us. Faith is the mother of vir¬
tue, and virtue is victory, and victory Implies and
requires conflict, and he who in the conflict with
satan and sin conies off victorious alone deserve*
the tit le of ralthful.

| taith and worship he was exposed to the ai tacks
i ana persecutions or heathenism in bis own house.
I He had to meet its attacks also outside among the

populace, and tradition says that he was thrown
into a f urnace ol ttre because he would not bow
down to Nlmrod's gods, but he came out thence un¬
scathed. And afterward God called 111m to leave
his country and kindred aud his father's house aud
go into a strange land. Hut in Canaan ne vhb
the object or persecution also, still, wherever he
went he.crected altars of praise and gratitude to
God. And every great man who lias since liven on
the earth has had to walk in Abraham's footsteps.
Hut, like the diamond, the more th"v are cnt the
more they sparkle. You ask why it. is that righteous
men suffer, it is only tnrouirli suffering thai 1 tie
trial or their faith appears. The diamond sparkles
brightest in toe darkness. The Lord trleth the
righteous so that their sufferings are not sufferings
at ail, and the man of the world is amazed
tnat the man of faith can be joyful
under circumstances that would overwhelm
hud.

Hitherto the agltatiou has
i>ccu Wcptcbietly to the religious side or theques-
lion. and the reform leaders are as much surprised
h- rejoiced at the declaration of the Bavarian Mia-
Li try, as given by Von l.uU in a two hours' address
to the Boo«e. This declaration verities to a great
extent i tie rumor that lia.-) been current some time
among the reform leaders tllat Lutz intended to
declare war against the ultramontanes. 'Hits he
lias done, and the position of the Bavarian govern- |
ment is now pretty clearly defined. Before ana-

lyzing the long ministerial document it will lie
interesting to summarize the political side of the
Catholic movement, iu oroer to throw light on the
whole question.

Hohenlohe being convinced that
here was an eminent political question, since
the dogmatizing of th<> Ayilabn* attacked t tie fun-
damentai, principle or the constitution, which guar- I
anreed freedom ot the conscience and confessional J
equality. At the same time these very questions i
licgan to be discussed by the educated Catholics of
iiav&rla and uermany. Tue book of "Janus," "The

was a not a free ecuuicnioal one, and renudiates tbe
new dogma as an Innovation. The bishop* were
then pressed to work, baring the autumn vacations
the Archbishop of Munich requested the Munich
Theological Faculty to declare its uosltlou in regard
to tho Council and Its decrees. All the professors of
this faculty subjtcted themselves, except Diilllngcr
and Fnednch. Tho Academical senate contested
the Archbishoo'a right to direct intercourse with the
faculty.
