nated.
Secretary Pish (laughingly)-Oh, yes; I have been

made to resign for about the fiftieth time; but
there is no more ground for this rumor or state¬
ment now than there has been any time these
twelve months. There is one evening paper in this
city has the report regularly every month in its
Washington correspondence. I have nut seen the
journal >ou speak of; but, 1 suppose, there being a
dearth of news in Washington on Sundays, this
paragraph was sent by way of supplying the defi¬
ciency.

As soon as my retirement can
take place without embarrassing the affairs of the
State Department I shallbe giad^t^ resl^ I tyjd
the President about eighteen months' ago^that I do
not want to remain any length of time, and that it
is my wish to retire altogether from public life.
But in the meantime the Joint High Commission
came up, and I remained to facilitate the settlement
of our difficulties with oreat Britain.
Reporter.Strange that your resignation, sir,

Fish, should have been so positively announced and
even a successor hinted at.
secretary Fish.Not at ail. These gentlemen

arc cocksure about everything. 1 am told the
rumor noes that Mr. George William Curtis is said
to be my probable successor. I kuow bow this
rumor originated. 1 have given up housekeeping
in Washington and live at the Arlington Hotel,
where for the last fortnlgut or so Mr. Curtis and I
dined lo^etner almost every day.
