Opinion of tharlea OTeuor.

tan city and county of Mew Yon, and am of opinion
that each person whom any candidate for office mar
design* te, under section 18 of the act of April 6,
1870, to oe present at tiie canvass should be as¬
signed by the lusoectors a place so near to theni as
may enable him freely aud uninterruptedly to see
all acts of tbe inspectors In making such canvass.
The officers attending tbe eleotion are bound bylaw to make lor such person a free passage to the

inspectors tor this purpose.And I am lurtber of opinion that in such right of
passage, and in the free and undisturbed right of
such position, such designated persons have, as to
facilities and accommodations, a preiereuoe oi all
other citizens not officially employed in conductingsucli elections. If, on reasonable demand for such
passage, position or faoiiities, any officer or inspec¬tor shall neglect to comply therewith, he will be
guilty of an indictable misdemeanor, aud may be
puuished therefor by one rear's imprisonment.

The Grand Jury Charged.A
Warning Note Sounded.

The Rights of Honest Voters To Be Protected.
"Repeaters" and Inspectors TO Be

Looked After.

Ai the opening of the Conrt of General Sessions
yesterday morning Judge Hertford delivered tlie fol¬
lowing charge to the Grand Jury touching the elec¬
tions:.
Mb. Foreman and Gentlemen op toe Grand

Jury.Tbe statute makes it incumbent upon me to
direct your attention especially to tbe Excise, Lot¬
tery and Election laws, also to laws against the
taking of illegal lees by public officers, and to an
act passed March a, I860, to prevent irauds m the
sale of tickets upon vessels. It is my duty also to
Inform you that If you find an indictment against a
person for a felony the law does not permit you to
dtsclosc the fact, except to uie Court and District
Attorney, until after such person shall have been
arrested. If you do, remember yon will be guiltyof a misdemeanor. In calling your attention to the

KLBCTION LAWS
it Is unnecessary for me to tell you, gentlemen, that
the iree exercise or the elective franchise is the most
sacred right of American citizenship; it Is guaran¬
teed to us by the constitution and protected bystrong legislative enactment*.
The very foundation stone of our form of govern¬

ment Is the pnrltv of the elective franchise. Let the
people see to it that this high prerogative be ever
guarded, kept untainted and unsullied.then it
must necessarily follow tnat our government will
not only be perpetual, but our country prosperousand her people great

JJVBRY CITIZEN
has an equal rlgnt. irrespective of creed, party or
color, to vote for whom he pleases, without fear or
question, and whoever attempts to, or does, in any
manner whatever, impede, interfere with or defraud
that citizcn of that right, is guilty of a serious crime,bwvWfiuUiA law nrovldes ample punishment. And
