We saw It xeep
the flelo with 200,000 wmen lor tWo months, withoug
remforoements or 8upports, I8 sisler clties having
been induoed to leava It to [t fate, through the
paroit Iymg of the rovalsts, who reported that
Parls mtended to assume the diciatorship of
France, and also through the still blacker perjury
of Thiors, who kept swearing ro Marsellles, Lvons
and Bordeanx thai, If allowed o deal with am-
Dittous Pars as he wished, the republic should be
/held intact, Weo then saw Versailles recruited by
the Prus<iana from the German prisons, and Parls
mardered by tnetr ald. No eooner was this bincg
treachery periormed than Thiers, despising s
oaths, proclaimed monarchy to be his choice.  He at
present adneres to the valn form of a repubilé only
because his sawmbition has Laken & new slant,
