Haiton was the first w show in advance, but afver
o short distance Drommond took up the runolng,
Wwith Betunal Green snd Helmet in bis rear, the most
prominent of the olbers being Cremorne in ihe
centre of the course, and Nuneham aed Halton on
the right. Helmel was speedily done with, and
Drummond retired, after half the journey had been
accomplished. He was speedily foliowed by Beth-
nal Green, and Halton also collapsed as they came
up the crest ol the niil, the course heing tne same

that for the Cawmbridgesiire, AL this polut the
favorite was pulling doub e, and seemed to have
the,race at his mercy, but wnen challenged by Prince
Charlle and called upon by Maiiment he shut up
in the most cowardly iashion, and refused to make
ancther effort. Tne contest now lay belween
Prince Charlie and Nuneham, but it was never in
doubt; for the former won very easily vy a length,
while Cremorne finished thrée lengths In rear of
Nuneham.

11 will be remembered that a fortnight
ago he won the Middle Park Plate, in wnich Cre-
morpe was not engaged, In as gallant a styie as he
now did the Criterion, and as he 18 a very iarge and
extramely powerful colt the Derby would only seem
to be & question of health for him.
