Turin, Oct. 19, 1871.
At Pcsth, In tbe latter part or September, I

became acquainted with some of tbe leading Hun¬
garian patriots who (ought so nobly in 1848, and
from one oi them obtained a letter to ex-Governor
Louis Kossuth, whom the American peopl^ knoy
bo well as an orator, a statesman and oiic of the few
loyal republicans In Europe.one or the few faithful
to an Idea whicn is neither fashionable nor proflta-
ble. This morning I presented my letter at bis
bouse in this city.a house of tbe class best de¬
scribed as unprotendlng. 1 was conducted to tbe
second floor; a Hungarian servant received my
card and credentials, and In a few moments 1 was
Bbown into the study or the famous orator.

LOUIS KOSSUTII
was seated at a round tabio, upon which lay strewn
about portions of manuscript, several books, and
among them an open volume on botany, which
be appeared to be studying. Tbe fittings and
decorations of the apartment were as sim¬
ple and unostentatious as possible. A plain

' divan, a few chairs, a lire size bust of Kossuth, as
be appeared at the height or nis career when be
bad i hat peculiar trim ot whiskers and contour of
face which have been assigned to his traditional
greatness; several steel prints or historical scenes.
these were about all the noticeable features of the
room.
As I entered the orator rose, extended bis hand

and begged ine to be seated. A great change has
come over this once handsome and brilliant face;
this was ray first thought, though 1 had never seen
him in middle life. Uls whiskers are now white
and full grown, and his mustache is naturally
whitened by the same years; his lorm is slightly
bent, but otherwise apDarcutiy vigorous. His voice
Is strong, his eye quick and sympathetic, and bis
nervous action when speaking as emphatic and ex-
oresslve as when he addressed great gatherings In
America. In tine, age becomes Kossuth, and does
not dim even the classical beauty of bis reatures.
There is to-day the same irresistible twist to
bis mustache, the same merry smile on his
face, as there must have been years earlier,
when he was a royal piece among tho political
pawns. He Is simply whitened by years and not by
disappointment or chagrin; and 1 venture to say
here that if the time ever comes In Europe when his
counsel or co-operailon shan be needed, the young
Ideas will be fouud In that old hcaa as vigorous, as
fresh and as fruitful as In aoy gone by. Both Victor
Uugo and Garibaldi aro suggested by Kossuth's
present appearunce; and did the reader ever re¬
mark how close is tho phrenological resemblance
among

THE WEI.L-BAL ANC'ED REPUBLICANS
* of the Old World ? Their faces, their heads, their

figures, their modes of life, their oratorical powers,
their ultimate voluntary exile, are all points of
similitude: and m their llxenesses they all gravitate
toward lxniis ko^uth, who had, dnring his active
Ufe, by rar the quickest, keenest mteiloct, and who
in bis old age has become iuibucd with a conserva¬
tism which, without impairing nis love lor human
liberty, the better speeds it to a practical realiza¬
tion. Kossuth may be taken, I believe, as the ablest
republican of the century. He is a man of brains,
and the possessor of mental forces which can
scarcely be found elsewhere on tbe continent
The majority of people who partake, after a long

course of close culture, In the Idea that all orators
are cburiatans, are mistaken In Kossutn. He may
have, in fervid moments, overdrawn the wrongs of
Hungary. He may nave, in his love lor bis native
land and in a declamatory climax, bave used pas¬
sion more than reason; but, if be did, time has
changed him. Retirement has brought bim conser¬

vatism, and what, aitcr all, is conservatism but re¬

publicanism? Thus, during
nis TEN YEARS OF LIFE IN TURIN,

be has been a student not of books so much as of
tbe world'B affairs. He receives ail the journals;
be corresponds with many of the most eminent men
In Europo, and from his conversation I discovered
that he knew dally events well.
Situated, therefore, as ho Is In Turin, away from

Intrigue, and living In close retirement; no longer
with any political Interests at stake, 1 believe thut
Kossuth's opinions, expressed as he expressed
tbcm to me tills morning, are those of a man who
has woven Europe's social fabric with finer threads
and closer texture than the immediate actors or tbe
day, whether they be Bismarck, Ueust or Thiers,

AS UK APPEARED.
Kossuth was dressed lu u suit or black and wore

a velvet smoking cap on his head. Believing, with
Bulwer, that there Is diplomacy in dress, 1 had not
netrtected buying a Kossuih hat hall an hour before
vlsitiug tno patriot's home, ami ttiis, of course,
I had lu my hand as 1 took my seat in his study.
But ills genial and pleasant manners, his apology
lor the humblo character of tbe apartment and tno
suuseuuent earnestness and even warmth of his
manner told me how mistaken 1 liad been In any
estimate 1 had placed upon nis vanity. The Kos¬
suth hat might as well havo boon a chaprau A a-

j ioiewi. Tourists who visit Garibaldi sometimes put
on ied shirts, 1 have heard, or carry other insignia
to flatter the Italian hero, indeed, u weakness in
this direction ui by tho pop lar voice ascribed to
men who bave risen because they have been the
julyocates of some grand idea. It Is a popular fal¬
lacy. I explained to Kossuth that 1 came to see
bUn, as, Indeed, was indicated In the letter, as a
correspondent oi the Herald and to pay my per¬
sonal respects.
Our conversation, rambling a little, touched as Its

first point of Interest the condition of Egypt, and
the possibility oi a contest with tuo Saltan.

EGYPT.
Kossuth.If there is a war It will not be confined

to Turkey ami Egypt. They tell me trie Khedive is a
go-ahead kind of a man; that he has inaugurated a
parliamentary form or government; tnat is so?
Correspondent.In a measure, \c*. He tried to

get up an opposition, but the opposition would not
vote against his measures.

Now you are
40,000,ouo orinhaintauts; in fifty, sixty or one hun¬
dred years you will number 20o,ouu,oou of people.
What a power such an aggregated republicanism
will represent; what an Influence it will dKsetnlnato
over the earth iauu here Kossuth became declama¬
tory and really eloquent, and 1 could well measure
tbe character of Ills matchless oratory of 1S48).

Now there is no reason for it. Italian republicans
are free to speak, their minds; they can deliver
public addresses; there is tne largest liberty oi the
pre<8, and Italy to-uay is as repuolican as a nation
can be under a monarchical lorm of government.

Kossuth is a purist in
English and speaks marvellously well, choosing
his words to the closest nicety of meaning. His
other attainments are known to the world, and in
no country better than lu America. What he lias
suffered for ma convictions deserves a place here.
While Dean and Andrassv are living in luxury and
plenteous power in Hungary Kossuth resides In
Turin with his two sons, in modest quarters, almost
unwept, unhonored and unsung. He might have
had any position In the Austrian empire, and, by
holding it, could have had a large share in European
politics. Instead, he has preierred the solitude of
his own reflections and the Uio of a quiet phtloso-

{ titer, In which I have t>een one ol the lew to disturb
itm. Worldly influeiioe would nave made him rich
and infamous, out his better judgment has made
lilm a man.

The Two Mem To Be Connected by a Canal.
78,380,001) Cubit* of Earth To Be Uu« Out
and 32(000 Men Employed.Cost of the fli>

It was ever the favorite idea of I'etcr the Great to

connect the Black and Caspian Sean, whioii are ho

important for the consolidation of the Russian em¬

pire in the southeast, science was not, however,
sufficiently advanced at that period to enable the
crcator o! the Russian empire to carry his idea into
execution. After his death several uselul plans
were found in the imperial archives.among
others tliu plan ot connecting the two
seas, which, undoubtedly, once formed one
whole. It was only In the year 1868 that
a Mr. Bergstresser undertook in a small
bark a voyage from the Caspian Sea into
the Sea of Azof. This event directed the general
attention to the long-forgotten plan, and a scientific
commission was sent to explore the plains of Kumo-
Matiltz. This commission did not, however, go far
enough to reacn the Caspian sea. The merit of suc-
cessiui expiora Ion belongs to Edward lilum, a
German toi ograpuer in tiu Knssian service. Ac¬
cording to Hie him conviction or (His man the plain
of Mauitz iormed in prehistoric times merely a
branch of the two seas in question. This pialu
has, in the course ot centuries, been
considerably elevated through the collection
of surf from the Kiver Kaiatis. Now the valley in
divided bv a deep line into two parts. By digging
out this soil a connection bettveeu the Caspian hea
and the Sea ol asow could at first be re-established.
The union or the Euxine with the Caspian Sea Is in
two respects of infinite importance to Russia, in
the first place, the natural line of defence of her
southern territory will be enormously strengthened.
In a verv short time the fleets ot the Azot and the
Kuxlne will he enabled to run through uie Kuiuo-
jMamtz Canal into the Caspian Sea, and there unite,
whether It be lor a common attack or delence. In
the second place, Russia will gain a new and for¬
midable point iVapimi in central Asia.

TliK 0AIN OK COMMKRCK.
Here the interests or commerce go hand In hand

with those or military strategy. With the exception
ol a few Russian vessels mere arc now none but
Persian craft to be found 111 tue Caspian Sea, it being
unconnected Willi any otlier sea. And yet. tno
traillc on it is quite considerable. According to the
last olllclal report S24 vessels, with 6«,#lo tons, ran
into the Caspian harbors uuring the year 181W. T lie
Black Sea, which Is open to all sealaring nations,
shows a similar result within the same period. The
coasting trade on the Caspian Is now already sKty
times as great as that on the Eaxlne. As to the
details of the enterprise M. Ulum has pub¬
lished the following In the Ooloa:.To com¬
plete the whole, an excavation cf 7s,.i80,000
cubits ol earth will tie neces-tar.v, while for about
forty Kugiish miles the caual will run through the
Itivcr Don, wliioh will prooably require an incon¬
siderable deepening. The lengtn or the whole canal
is to be about .170 Kngllsh ;niies. Taking tne num¬
ber or workmen employed at ..2,000, and the rate of
working days at aoo, six years win bo required to
complete this gigantlo work. The cost of the wnolo
enterprise will amount to about (81,000,0 hi -that Is,
$lt',ooo,ooo less than the cost of the Sue/. Caual.
The plan lias been very warmly received bv tue
public, and there is a very lively agitation among
all classes in favor of its prompt realization.

MACOMB'S DAM.

The Olil Bridge Declared Dangerous for
Travel.Ordered to be Closed.

Some time ago the IIehat.d called attention to the
condition of the bridge over Macomb's Dam. It will
be seen from the following communication to the
President of the Department of Parks from the en¬

gineer in charge of the repairs to the bridge that
la its present condition it Is dangerous to travel
upon, and that accordingly the department lias
ordered U to becloseik.

A lovely day 011 tlie water was yesterday. Tlio

surface or the great bay, from the Hook to the
Narrows, lay caliu and uurlppled as glass. mirror
of the vaulted heavens as it was. Out of the great
water gate of Cotbam, over whlcti tho frowning
forts hang like sleeping terrors, the whlte-wluged
ships come lazily, scarcely moving hetore tbe im¬
perceptible breeze. A day of sweet serenity and
dreams as tho sun, long past his midday glorv,
sinks downward to the land. 1 don't Ihlhk sailors
dream much wlien they are awake.I lion't think
they dream much when they are asleep.but I, im¬
prisoned landsman, cannot Help but build a f.ilry
realm beyond the Narrows.au Arcadia in tho
great Bpace beyond.witn all the virtues
gilding Its Innumerable domes and spires,
and lighting up the public and tbe private
places of a city such as the world has never seen in
splendor, intellect and huppluoss. It is hard to
think that my dreaming covered the site ot New
York, and 1 did not care to think so until, with tho
rising of a cloud or two, a fresh breeze from the
nor'wost runted up the waters with its chilly wings
and scattered my Arcadia like a shower of rain
on a country dance. Then 1 chuckled. New
York girding up Its loius lor a struggle with the
powers of evil in itB midst, the evil-doers flinging
their banuers or dog-headed defiance to the breeze
and Right and Wrong calling each other hard names
came down to me in every puff of the nor' wester.

1 dressed my-
sell in tnv own clonics, and remembered with some
coutusion that I nad taken no measures for dispos¬
ing of tne ladies. It was with much gratification I
learned that there were none ou board, and i liavo
not had the heart to asic anything about It; but it is
my private belief and siucere hope mat ilie darling
creatures are allvo ami waning la a state Of sus¬
pended ecstasy lor the arrival of tho sweet young
boy from Muscovy. If, however, there is any re¬
liance to be placed on tho above narrative lie will
turn up somewhere between here and Chiua. This
is a pleasant reflection for General Mialcr and the
Committee of Hcvcuty to take wuu tueir coilue on
elcctlou morning.

STILL NO TIDINGS OF TIIG RUSSIAN FfcBET.

The members or the HkccuUvo Committee for tho
reception of the Grand lmke Alexis, like most oilier
people in New York just now, are beginning to ex¬

press their astonishment at his dolay, and wonder
when bo will be here. Major Montgomery is daily
deluged with letters asking In many instances the
most singular questions as to tho causo of the delay,
the speed of the Russian ships, aud many other
things with which ho is either altogether unac¬

quainted, or only in so small a dogroo that to
venture upon a remark la reference to them
mignt leave open a door for unpleasant
commcnt. Tho latest advlcos from tho ' fleet
are dated October 0, at Funclial, Madeira, which
have previously been published several times; there
lias been no Information of a positive nature re¬
ceived since then, and hence wo uro only led to as¬
sume that the Russian war ships did leave Funclial
on the uih o( October, as it was stated they would.
Rut It is possible they did not leave there at tliat
time. Home unlorsecn circumstance might have pre¬
vented that.some diltlculLios perhaps with regard
to coaling or obtaining provisions, which would oc¬
casion a delay ol several days. Indeed, no ono
ought to marvel If the fleet has but recently started
for these snores, inasmuch us there may have been
occasion for communication witii 8t. i etersourg be¬
fore starting, aud at that, place It would be more
tliuii a week beiore a reply could be received by tlio
Admiral. As regards tuc voyage across the Atlantic
every one who has crossed that treacherous waste of
waters knows that, especially at this ikusou of the
year, there are a thousand nd one drawbacks,
and dlillcultles Innumerable have to be oucountered
and overcome. The Russian war vessels are slow
steamers aud much slower sailers, and, taking into
consideration tho fact that the captains arc com¬
paratively unacquainted with the atmospheric
currents winch are constantly rushing over Its
boundless surface, me fleet may yet be a very long
distance from tho New World.
The Ainorlcan reception squadron is still lying oft

Gravesend Rav, and it is understood not a little to
the annoyance ol the captains oi some of the ocean

s earners, us they are lying straight across the course
for these vessels up to New York, and very liable to
occasion a collision iu case ol a very dark or foggy
night.

ASTRONOMICAL.

The Annual November Nrtvorit.Iioiik Out
for Tliem on Monday N Ik lit Next#
{From tlie Providence Journal, Nov. 10.J

The annual tall o( November meteor* is to be
looked lor about this tluie. between t lie Uitn ana
I4ili oi tho present luouili. Tnere is no rcasou 10
anticipate any special display, but 11 tlie cleat at-

i inospnere wtuoh h.n made tlie skies beautiful to
behold lor a tew nights past continues to give us
equuUy lavorable conditions wo slni.ll paibably seo

a goodly show or ilio.se sinning visitant from an¬
other spnere. Perhaps 110 Huoject of astronomical
research is invested wltn greater interest at t/ie
present time than mat winch relates to comets and
meteors.
A tew facts see n to be clearly established in the

history of the November meteors. They have a
period of thlriy-threo years, revolving in un exceed¬
ingly eccentric orbit, coming, wiien nearest tlie sun,
within that of the earth, and extending lar out in
space beyond lite pla.uet Uranus, when at the great¬
est distance Irom the sun. Tuls great hoop or /.one
is tilled with the tiny bodies called meteors. It
varies lu depth and compactness In its course, the
stream sometimes measuring a depth Indicated by
hundreds of thousands oi miles and at others dwin¬
dling to dimensions indicated by tein of thousands.
The earth crosses tins stream lu November ot ea<;n
year, aud wo have a display of shotting stars de¬
pending upon Its extent and compactness. once in
thirty-throe years the earth passes througii th«i
ricnest portion of tlie stream, aud we liavo a grand
show. Tho last period occurred in 18<W; the uuxt
will occur in lstw.
Astronomers havo recently discovered that a tele¬

scopic comet is associated with the meteors, moving
1. 1 1 lie same orbit, and corresponding in every par¬
ticular wiiu the ascertained tacts lu their history.
This comet was Introduced into the neighborhood
of the sun more than a thousand years into by the
attraction of the planet Uranus; ever siuco nieieors
and comets have continued to revolve in their new
orbit, aud will continue to revotve till some
more powerful attraction bends itietr course in a
new direction. The velocity with winch these
meteors move has been computod, and It is found
that they penetrate the upper regions of the atmos¬
phere witn the inconceivable speed or forty miles a
sec ond. The depth oi the stream can also be meas¬
ured at any part the earth ma/ cross. In 1st,7 it
was iO.OJO miles; in 1866 it was not less than &oo,uoo
miles. The meteors appear, as we look at lhem, to
radiate from a point la the cousteilation Leo, which
is, therefore, called the "radiant point," and tlie
meteors are named for this reason Leon Ides.
Thus far we are dealing with facts in the nutory

of meteors, but lor the more recent theory of their
identity with comets, shining by concussion, and
reflected by sunshine, we must wait for more Itn lit
be lorn wc look upon tho suoject as anything but au
ingenious hypothesis.

It will be remembered that there was an unusual
exhibition of August meteors. Not many were ob¬
served on American soli, but French observation,
which was systematic and thorough, gave the re¬
corded paths of hundreds aud thousands seen at
different stations, and an aggregate of lo.ooo.
The best time r r observation Is about three

o'clock la tho morning, for the constellation l.eo is
fh. n In the east and In a good position for sight¬
seeing. H'e looked carefully for tho tiny visitants
on the morning of the Oth, but not a solitary de¬
scending star rewarded our watch, though tho at¬
mosphere was superbly clear, and the waning moon
did not give sufficient light to obscure the faintest
straggler of the shining brotherhood.

Highnesses the Urand Duchess Olga b'oodorowua
aud tho Grand Duke Nicolas Mikhadowltz.
The regiment of Erivan carries the name of illa

Majesty, and lie being tlio commander thereof re¬

appeared shortly clad 111 the unliorm of that regi¬
ment, and leaving the tent proceeded to the camp.
Inspected his regiment aud several others, all of
winch subsequently passo.i lu review before hun..
His Majesty expressed himself eutirely saiisiled
with the-condltlon ol the troops, and having per¬
sonally audressed tho men to that e fleet, turned
towards tho city. Immense crowds had again as¬
sembled hero. The inhabitants had turned out to a
man, the roads and surrounding heights were filled
with one compact moss, aud by all His Majesty was
saluted with the greatest enthusiasm. The Marshal
or tlio Nobility, the princes aud nooies ol Georgia,
had formed a guard ot liouor, and, displaying tho
Georgian banner, preceded Ills Aiajesty into tlm
city, where the authorities aud heads or deparu
uients were in waning,

BBKOKH TIIK CIlOSS.
Before passing the huge croAs erected in com-

memoratiou ol the preservation, some years since,
ol ti>o Emperor Nicolas from great danger, h»
made the sign ol the cross, halted, and for several
minutes sceuieu absorbed in deep iiuiunt. A
deputation ot tlio municipality awaited the Kin¬
pcror at tho loo. of the cross to oiler bread and sail
to his Majesty on a plate ol enamelled gold and
ornamented with designs representing (ho anna of
Iheclyaud views of the surrounding nllls ami
villages. Amofiir Hie deputation were several per¬
sons ilccoraied with th<; medal which had been
struck on the occasion of the late Emperor Nicolas'
jouruey to the Cauca uis.

plants were strewn ou the route over which lll.s
Majesty was to pass.
TUB BSTIKK CITY WAS SPLENDIDLY DECORATED

with iiags, imuriers and tapesiry. Transparencies
with the monogram aud portraits of Ills Majesty
were displayed everywhere, while the streets wera
thronged with peoplo mo as to Impede the progress
ot the imperial pa: ty. Under the portal ol the Gym¬
nasium a dcpuiailou of .students awaited
ills Majesty ami presented an address al
tho eniry or the avenue leading irora tho
palace to the Cathedral ol '/.lou. A procession
ol tho clcrny of all denominations tin a met tlio
Euiperor, windows were ilhed, the balconies an i all
the roois or houses literally covered with people.
The acclamations or the people, the ringing oi ihiUj,
salvos of artillery, produced an intense aud a solemn
effect,

ARBIVBD AT THE CATHEDRAL OP ZION,
Ills Majesty was receive! by the Patriarch of
Georgia, suiiportedbv a numerous body of clergy.
Mousiguore Eosebe welcomed tne august monarou
in an eloquent allocation, 'hi Unum being chanted,
the Emperor auulu mounted ills steed and made his
way toward the palace, accompanied oy tiie Urand
Duke Michel McolaiewitK.

A piece of tlte iron broke the iron railing aronn<l
the steps leading into the (ilone saloon, uudcr tho
Liverpool, Louoou and Ulooe building, and struck;
Mi. Morris l.lghi as he was starting up tnu steps.
He was wounded In several places, the severest be¬
ing In the lureliead, which caused a iructure of the
skull, aud Is exceedingly serious. His right arm Is
also broken. Mr. D. W. I'crduu was standing on
the same comer (Central Hank). He was struck
above the knee, but bis whole w»g was crushed to
Ills foot. Ills leg will be amputated this morning,
as that is the only rtiuncc to save tils life. His con¬
dition Is verv critical.
Eddie Walker, a ltrtlo white boy, was wounded,

but we learn not seriously.

Two others are terribly, and one of them it la

feared mortally wouude I. They had nothing to da
with this miserable radical busiues* but were good,
peaceable cltiaens and demounts, aud were quietly
going their way attending to their own business.
