FEARFUL RAILR0AD DiSASTER.

Two Cars on th: Northern Missouri Railroad
Thrown from the Track—Three MNen
Killed and Over Thirty Wounded.

&m. Louvis, Mo, Nov. 11, 1871
As a passepger train of the Northern Missour]
Raltroad, which left here yesterday worning, baving
two coutnining mnecy-five recriits 'rom New
Alnauy ficiached, wasapproaching Wellsville, ninety
milles north of this city, about noon. and rannlog on
o down grade at a high rate of speed, & rall broke,
and the two rear cars contalmng the recruits flew
the track and roled down an embankment, torning
two or three times, Two of the soldlers wore killed
outrignt and between twenty and ihirty wonnded,
several of thom, 1615 feared, latally, Edwin Calvin,
a brakeman, son of Judge Calvin, of this cily, waa
also killed,

All the injnred wera taken to Wellsville and
promptiy cared {or by ihe rallroad company. Boih
cars were hadly smasned. Buat for the platform of
the ladies’ ecar preceding the soldiers' car pulling
out the remuinder of the train would bave been
dragied from the track, and the magnitude of the
disaster increased.
