PROBABLE LOSS OF LIFE.

[From the San Francisco Alta, Nov. 8.]
The steamship Muses Taylor, which arrived Here

yesier,lay, brought news iliac a fleet of thirty-three
whaling vessels was wrecked iu the Polar Sea
and abandoned by tie masters, officers and crews.
She had oa board t weuty master.; of the lost vessels,
the other* having remained in Honolulu. We give
very full particulars of tze disaster, taken from the
llauaiian Ga: Urol the 2.th instant, given to that
paper by some or the masters of vessels. The fol¬
lowing additional particulars have beeu obtained
from Captains Kelly aud Owen:.

8l'BNR OK TnB WRHCK.
The scene of tue wreck, as taken from the chart

used by the fleet, is situated as follows:.The most
northerly whaler, the Roinau, sto,>d 70 degrees 50
minutes north and 150 degrees 3o minutes west; the
most southerly stood 70 degrees :U> minutes north
and 160 decrees west. The fleet stood in In a north¬
easterly line, slightly curved, and was anchored be¬
tween Point Heicher norm aud Point Marsh south.
They were 1b some eases Ave abreast, but usually
not more than three. They stoM at anchor In a
strait, bavins to the west the open Polar Sea and
at the cast the shore, between tue fleet aud the
shore was a narrow shoal, running the length of the
strait, aud between this shoal aud the shore was a

Alter experiencing nothing unusual on the voyagethe Ueet, < ouslsuug of forty ships, arrived six miles

south of Icy Cape ou the 0th of augusr. This capeIs situated 70 decrees is miuutus north aud 161
degrees \vo«i longitude. The wind tvus blowingfrom the uoriheasr. bringing down large quantities
ol ice. In Hie latter part oi the day the wiud mode-

Ttie most northern ship,
me Itoraun, when crashed was 2,0
yards from the beach. The wrecked ships had on
board about 1-0 ) persons, in' lu ling four lamtlles,
who were transferred to the balance of the fleet,
whlcu stood between Icy lsay aud Blossom suoal,
about seventy miles south. Their sufferings were
very great., but tney were borne with all the encu-
rancc and Derseverance for which our ttshcrmea are
uote l. When t..ose Ship* were reached a strong
northwest gale sprung up, which drove the ships
and ice on H ioie. one oi the fleet which leit lor
Honolulu, lhe barn Chance, oi sydnef. had not
armed when tiie Moses loylor left Shb had on
board the ciew of the uiiver Crocker and men from
other vessels. She was in si^ht lor two davs, but
before reaching llehriug Surait she disappeared,
lhe men are at a lo>s to account for her absence.

Nearly abreast of Hie fleer, ana not. iar d isrant

rrora Point nelrucr, are several huts and under¬
ground recesses occupied by natives, Esquimaux,
and there arc scveiai little villages along Uio line
occupied by uie lieeu In the imerior the natives
are quite numerous. The masters 01 Hie vessels re¬
port Uiai hey will experience great distress tnis
winter, a-> they spent most of the.r uine visiting tho
fleet to ootain trinkets and other articles. They
hail but little stowen away for the winter supply.
Tliey gave ihe men very usclul assistance in remov¬
ing their provisions and supplies ifoin tuc wrecked
fleet. Captain Kelly says tlic chief's wife made lor
him ;i aleoping-bag ot fox skins, also moccasons and
deerskin mats to sleep on. They gave them all the
assistance in their power, but tuev bad not quite
disappeared iron the scene or the wreck until the
obliging natives had bonrded the ships and coin
nteuccd plundering them. i'iiey w ere seen passing
bone over tite sides or the vessels into tuelr canoes,
and carrying otT every th;nir portable.
When tne fleet lirst arrived in the strait the no-

tlves told the masters iliat they weulJ lare badly ;
that the wind, which was sure to come, would drive
the ice against tiie vessels aud wreck them. No no¬
tice was taken ol this friendly warning, of course,
but the prediction of the natives was carried out to
the letter. The masters who arrived hero yesterday
are of opinion that tne enure fleet has become a total
wreck.

Sept. 12. 1871. (Know all uic:i by these presents, tl.at wo, the un¬
dersigned. masters of waaloshtpv now lying at
i'oiut lieicher alter holding a mooting concerning
ourdreaofui situation, have all coiac to the con¬
clusion that i»ur ships cannot bj got out tbis year,
and there beiu^ no harbor that we can trot our ves¬
sels Into, and uot having provisions enough to teed
our crews to exceed three mounts, ami being In a
barren country where there Is neither lood or luel
to he obtained, we leel ourselves under ttie lvitufnl
necessity of abandoning onr vowels and trying to
worn our wav sotrn wltu our bouts, mid. 11 possl-
ble, get on board or ships that are south of tho ico.
W'c think it would not he prudent to leave a a ncle
aoid lo look alter our ves els, as tho Unit westerly
gale will crowd I He Ice ashore, aad citucr crush tbo
ships or drive them high upon the beach.
Threa of the tleet have already beeu
crttshed, and two are now lying hove out
which have been » rushod by- tuo ice, and are
leaking badly. We nave now Ave wrecked crews
distributed among us. We have barely room to
swing ut anchor between the pack oi ice and Hio
beaeli. aud nro lying in three fathoms of water.
Should we be ens' upon the beach it would be at least

HHTORT OF TBR 8BIP CONTEST.

Through the kindness ol Captain Leander Owens,
oi the snip Contest, we give i ue following report of
bis vessel:- i

sailed lrom Honolulu April 12, 1871; touched ut
Atnvl, on tho .'3th and 11th, for wool; passed
tilrough Fox Islands, 172 degrees passage, May *;
made the ice on the <M, eight v-iivo miles west oi
St. Caul's Isiaml. and loutirt much ice in tbo Kam-
sciiutka hca; nail strong northeast and northerly
winds nearly ail of May; worked through the Ice
to t apes Navnn and Tbadeus, June l ; cape Bcbring,
on the 4t h; Plover Hay, on the 5tn, where we saw
tlrst howitcad; passed Indian Point on the *'>tb,
where we took on board two oillcers and seven men
ol the mlRi'.ng bark Japan; louu i the s raits much
blocked with lee; saw <(Uite a number of bowhea.ls;
caught two, making aj.i arrets; drilled past i .ast
Cape, June 10; louud walrus ou the 2 d ; rauirht 4oj
from thence to July 15, making uo barrels oi!. tin
the night ol the 17th we go., into the ico In the fog,
In clearing which we got i tit-water damaged;
touched at Tort clarence on tiie -"Hi and 28th for
wood aud ballast; Cape Lisourno, August 1, and
worked up pasi. Icy Cape aud liios otn .shouts on tne
stli. lu company wltii eight or ten ships; saw bow-
head on the 7th, on WaluwrigUt Inlet; caught five
up to tne asth.
on the 2-th inst. we got aground, while under,

way to take a whale, ai d would return tnanfcs 10
Captains Fisher and Ailtclie 1 for assist, nee reutiored
i o get us off; on the 29th the wind freshened irom
the southeast, and pressed the ice on
the land and jammed several ot tne ships asiiore;
sent boats to a.-slsi the Monticeilo; oi tne 1st. of
September the bark Roman was crushed by the ice,
and sunk in forty-five minutes; the crew escaped by
hauling their boats over tne ice, and was takcu oa
board by the fleet; on the night of the 2d the brig
Comet was crushed also; the crew was taken on

i board of other vessels; got underway, worked to tne
soutnwest about four miles, and made ia-t to tuo
ground ice, the packed ice prossed Home to the land
leaving only a narrow stream rir rivulet In wnleh
the ships were lying anchored and last to uie ice;
ail ol the fleer In sight except seven ve sels. on the
Tth Inst, weui wtin captains Fisiier and Doxtar,
with boats, to sound along the ground ice to the
southward to see what were tne chances of escape
with tne hips. Found less th >n eittlit and a half
and nine !cei in several Maces to the .-.lioal of Wain- |
wrlglit Inlet, and four to eiRht across that, off which
were lying Tour ships, via.:.Tnomas Dictceuson,
Awashonks, Julian and Eugenia. Found It Impos¬
sible to m«vo our ships fnrtiier to the southward.
On the hth had a gale from the Sound, and when it
cleared up saw one oi tne ship* to tfie souud dls-
masted, v>tilch proved to he the Awashonks.
On the 'th all the shipmasters met oy appoint -

menr on board of the Florida, to confer upon the
situation of the fleet. After several discussions it
was decided that any or all oi the slurs in sight wore
Use to be closed lu and ernshed, or Jammed ashore
by the Ice at any tune, and tinder sncli circum¬
stances a plan lor escape niusi be organized. It was
decided to lighter tne brig Koliola to get her down
outside, which could proceed only a lew mile * on
account ol -be shoal water and ice. Then a boat
expedition to procecd south, to communicate with
the seven outside vessels 11 found, to » f- cotninuBded
by Captain Frazer. on the uu to 10th young ice
made lrom one to three inches. Cartain Frazor
had much trouble oreakinir way for his boats. Ou
the 12th, a boat returned lrom captain Fraa-r, say-
lug he had lonnd the seven vessels beset by Ice just
north 01 Icy Cape, out thought souie o; them would
escape. After consultation again it was decidcd
to forward a part of our provisions south of all Ice
before the lec .should prevent boating. Sent two
boats deeply loaded with bread, flour and meat.

Arctic, Captain Tripp, we are lu receipt of truly dis¬
heartening news from the wnailnn ilect lately cruis¬
ing in the Arctic Ocean. The greater portion ot tho
fleet, numtierlnu over thirty vessels, has beeu caughtlu tho ice and hopelessly crn- Ilea, or hold so f.ist
that they ha l lo r>e aban toned. Fortunately, Mm
weather was kucb that ail the ertiws were s tfyly got
on board the vessels which were outside the p»cK,
although In some Instances, the utmost expedition
nad to be u<o<l to gave life. In tiic case ol the Ro¬
man. as described lo us by one ol tne comi any. the
sigiit must have beeu fearfully Interesting. The floe
caught the snip on each side, and lifted her bodilv,
keel out.

NO SIGNS OF THE ICR OriMKO.
As day after duy passed and no signs of the <oe

opening the masters ol the ships became anxious
anout tne loss ol time, as the seusou was passiug
away. They were unwilling to believe that tho Ice
woual uot go oil shore, as iu all thoir former expe¬
riences 1 had doue at this time oi the year. Noth¬
ing would be seen but one solid body of ice oif snore
as far aa the eyo could bee, except the narrow
strip in shore, which was iromtwo hundred yards to
hail a mile wide.

THE AlTCaiCMI BRIG SHELEKOFF.

Loss of tho Vessel with All Hands
Fxcppt the Captain.

Exciting Details of the Disaster.NameR of
the Lost and Their Pufferitigs. '

Honolulu, Oct. 24, 1871.
On the arrival of the steamer Moses Taylor this

community was startled by a tale of shipwreck and
suffering unparalleled of late years.
The American brig SbelehofT, Captain Luder Hop-

ken, left San Franc sco on the 2d of June with a
cargo of lumber and four passengers, bound to
Callao. On the 3d or July, in latitude 16 decrees
north and longitado 117 decrees west, the brig ex¬

perienced a fearful hurricane, which soon rendered
her a complete wreck.

FINDING TUB WRECK.
The following account or tho railing in with the

wreck is furnished by a passenger on board the
Moses Taylor:.
On Thursday, OctoberlO, at eight A. M. asall was

discovered by the wheelman on the steamer Moses
Taylor. The vessel lav dlrmly In tho steamer's
track, and appeared to be disabled, having
but one mast standing, and only her lower
topsail set, runnln; before a fresh southeast
wind. On approarhing her it proved to t e a
brig. waterlogged, with her mainmast carried away,
apparently deserted, no persons appearing in sight
ou board. A sail spread over the forecastle ana a
tent rigged In the foretop crosstrees snowed that the
crew uad occupied these places for some time. At
every lurch the sea made a clean breach ovor the

; vessel Iroin stem to stem. To all appearance it was
! a wreck which had long been waterlogged, and her

I crow takon oif by some p.-uwlng vessel, ller srern
was broken away, the bulwarks on both sides

1 gone and her sails flying from the foremast In rags,
on reaching the wreck tho steamer stopped, and
Captain Bennett sent off a b. at to ascertain
wliel her any persons were on board, and II nono,
whether any record cou.d bo round respecting
ber. Tho *ea being quite rough the brig lurched
heavily, and the boat approached her with some
difficulty. She was boarded, however, o.v the
third ofilcer and a seaman from the steamer, who
immediately went Alort Into tho roretop, and, find¬
ing no one, went Into the forocastlo, where they
discovered a weak, emaciated man, who exclaimed
as lie saw them, .?Great Cod Almighty ! am I
saved V" He was lifted Into the boat and taken to
the steamer, the only articlo brought wl'.h lilm
t>elng a small canvas bag containing a nautical
iira.mac au;l * WU&Pl & cr ,.»per Willi'
the date 01 the wreck aiiu uauiea 01 U10 crcw ftBfl
passengers.

TflB CAPTAIN'S 8TORT.
The survivor w»s Captain Luder Ilopken, the last

of twelve persons on board at the tlnio of tho dis¬
aster. The brig was canght in a cyclone on the
night of Jnly 3, the same date or tho solar eclipse.
Soon alter midnight, when the cyclone was at It*
helKht, she was turowu 011 Iter beam ends and
round to be rapidly filling, and in order 10 prevent a
total loss of the ve«sel and her rompanv nor
mninmast was cur. away, and she righted up No
time was allowed to save any provisions or dom¬
ing from the cabin, and the crew were obliged to
retreat to the roretop to prevent being waslied over¬
board, as every wavo made a clean broach over her.
The mate, Mr. Jonnson, died first, six days arter the
disaster. Two half barrels or salmon, 0 halt barrel
of tongues and a box of China starch were fished
np out or the hold, bat the drinking water was
all round to be brackish. The salmon, tongnes,
starch and a few fish caught with a hoik from time
to time, and occasionally a little rain water, cauunt
In a sail, and always more or less brackish irom the
salt spray, were all that the ship's company had to
subsist on.
Captain Hopken's account of the sufferings of his

men and passengers is a most heartrending one.
After the death or the mate, 011 the tftli of July, nono
occurred till September n, when they began lo be-
como delirious and weak from lumper ami Ihirat,
and several died or Jumped overboard in their de-
llrlum. Rolls and disease, induced by hunger and
salt water, added to the Intensity or llieir so terltigs.
Nine or ten days betore the steamer rescued him

Captain Ilopken states that, a bark ran down to tho
wreck, hove to ror a rew minutes, and then squared
away without sending off a boat or making any
effort to rescue tho llv.s or tho-o 011 board, ot whom
there were then eight living. The bark
came so near that persons roulu be seen
moving alwut on her dec*. Those on the
brig ^ere so weak as 10 ne unable to stand, but got
on their knees and waved pier, m or sndcloin, hup-
lug to attract attention. 1 heir leelings as they saw
the bark square away, when so near 'Item, may bet¬
ter be imagined than described. Their last hope
being gone (toy laid down, and one arter another
died or leaped overboard.

INTRODUCTORY BKVARK8.
Dr. SchaflT. after presenting to riis Highness the

members of the deputation by name, Introduced, on
their behalf, the specific object of their mission. He
expressed the great respect entertained by the
Kvangelicat Alliance for the person of His Imperial
Majesty, ana their gratitude for bis liberal and en-
lightened policy to bis subjects, especially in tne
emancipation of 24.009,000 of serls, in permuting the
circulation of the Holy Scriptures, and In amelior¬
ating the religions condition of Protestants in the
Kaltio Provinces, since the deputation from the
rails Prancri or the Alliance bad waited on His
Majesty last year with a memorial on tne subject,
the deputations, wnlch bad now come across tne At¬
lantic and irom different parts of Europe. had neither
poUilcal nor ecclesiastical objects to serve; their uio
live was slmniy a Christian one, In the cause of re-
ltgions liberty. They were desired by their core¬
ligionists ol various nations and creeiis to approach
ills Imperial Majesty with a respectful petition that
those laws of his empire which forbid secession from
ttio Greek church or whlcb otherwise Interfere with
the rights of conscience, might be abolished or so
altered ss to give protection to Ills Majesty's suo-
jects in the profession ol their religious laith, and to
secure, equally to al', lreedom of worship. They
believed that snch an act of liberality wonld
strengthen the loyalty of all classes and make them
better clt. izcna; while compulsion In matters of re¬
ligion tended to create discontent, hypocrisy and In¬
fidelity, and to undermine the foundations of gov¬
ernment. I>r. Sohaff concluded oy savin?, ' May
God bless His Imperial Majesty and give mm wis-
uom and courage to proclaim religious liberty
throughout his va&t empire. Much a noble aot will
crown aIs illustrious reign, and secure for him tho
applause of tho Christian world, and the gratitude
of millions yet unbqrn."

In the oourse of debate which followed the Rev.

Dr. Steane, of England, explained the manner in
wtuch, in his opinion, liberty of conscience must be
understood, viz., as tue sacred right of everv one
not only to cherish, but also to profess and to propa¬
gate tne religious convictions wnlch lie has freely
and without constraint embraced, so long as the
propagation or thom does not militate against social
order or pubilo morality.
The object or the deputation was further advo-

cated by the Rev. Dr. Coulln, the llev. Dr. Adams,
Hlstiop Mollvaine, Mr. W. E. Dodge, Baron Vou Tin-
chendorf, the Rev. Dr. Van Oosterzee. Colonel Von
Wurstemberger Von Bach and others. The last named
gentleman assured the Prince that the present move¬
ment did not proceed from the disaffected provinces
In Itosstft, Umlmmm Christian philanthropists In
Switzerland into oonld have no political object m
view.

In reply to i tie opening speech and in tiie course or

debate I'rinw Gorrchakotf was pleased rully and
frankly to i oiniuunloute Ills opmions, which he did
with a courtesy ana ability becoming his high posi¬
tion and long experience as a statesman.
He expressed his gratification at tue respectful

maimer In which this delleate subject had bcua
brought before ms attention by tne deputation, and
his own as well as His Majesty's sympathy wltn the
cause of religious liberty. He had no doubt of the
purity of their intentions, and their freedom, from
political alms. He assured them that the Kmperor
desired that cverv one throughout lus empire
should have liberty of worship In the Church to
whlcn he belonged; that Ras*ta was a country in
which all religions w re tolerated, and tnat gentle¬
men present had only to visit St. Petersburg to see
Lutheran, Reformed and other churches adorning
the principal street (Newskl-Prospect) in order to be
convinced that religious liiiertv was rnllv granted.
But while perscoution was not allowed neither was
propagandists. He remarked that the policy or the
Russian government had been to put down the
sects wnich inculcate J Immoral tenets, and "As for
the rest," said the Prince (putting his hand beiore
nis eyes and looking through blstfngers), '-we deal
thus with them."

HE ADMITS INTOLERANCE.
His Highness irankly admitted that there were

laws wnlch forbade any ono leaving the Greek kins-
slan Church after once becoming a member or It.
About the propriety or this prohibition there might
be different opinions; ho had his own opinion; but
such were the laws or tho empire, and they conid
only be changed by the Emperor. Tbe time and
manner or doing so must be leit with Hts Majesty,
who could not, for obvious reasons, suffer any ap-
poaronce or roreign Intervention and outward pres.

PHIMENIATIOX or THR MRMORIALS.
As ho interview was drawing to a close tne Hon.

William E. Dodge, as President of tho American
Branch of the Alliance, submitted to his Highness
the American memorial, with tho request that it be
presented to his Imperial Majesty. Prince uortcha-
kofT, havln<r, as be said made himself pievlously
acquainted with a confidential copy, expressed at
ono his readiness to do so, and received t he docu¬
ment,.
The 1lev. Dr. Coulin, of Geneva, then aro o and

put m his hand the European memorial, with the
same request. TUo l'rince began to examine it, and
alter reading aloud a lew of its sentences he em¬
phatic all v declared i hat, Inasmuch as It contained

1 objeotlonaole language m the form 01 accusations
against tho imperial government, lie could not lay
this memorial before Ills Majesty. This refusal cre¬
ated a paintm surprise.
After a short p inso the Prlnco suggested to the

American delegation whether, under ;neso circum¬
stances, t hoy had not better withdraw the r memo¬
rial, Inasmuch as the presentation ol one and the
rejection of ttio other would ina^o uu invldlona dis¬
tinction and put mm in an embarias^ing attltnde.

THE RESULT.
Thus ended that remarkable Interview whlohlasled over an hour and a hall, and which we nbriefly but fallbinlly reported.
It la premature to pass judgment on ovents whichcan only be fully estimated Irom their results. Theembassy of the Alliance has accomplished all that! could reasonably be expected, ueutleinen or the

; higncsi ntaudiug in Europe, and best qualified to
i judge, concur lu this statement. The delega-tions were luUv aware oi the many deli-| cute and dim cult complications of the Battle
| problem, and the whole subject of this| mission, aud never expected that uu» Emperor

! would promise them at oace a change 01 the organio
laws of riie empire. Hut they nad a loag official
Interview with tbe immediate representative oi the
Russian government, 'ihey have received from his
own moutu, iu benaif of himself aud His Majesty,
the unequivocal assurance of personal sympathy
with tlie cause of religious liberty, and were given

: to understand tiiat the object oi tueir respectful pe¬
tition may ultimately be granted. Reports of 4he
interview aud tne memorials themselves have been
extensively published In Russia, Germany, Austria,
Franco, Italy, Greece, Turkey aud other countries.
The whole subject of religious liberty, as distiuct
from mere toleration, has been brought piomineutly
beiuro the attention ot tue civilised world, and the
seeu sown must grow ami bear lruu iu due season.
The Russian government caunot and will not disre¬
gard the public oDinion of Curistendoia.
We have lull contidence in tbe liberal views and

beuevolent Intentions oi Alexander II., the Ernaoot-
I pater 01 1 he Serf*. After tue audience he gave te

tne preparatory deputation irom Paris, at tire Villa
Berg, near Stuttgart, iu June, 1S70, he commauded
tho Russian Archbishop, lieujamla. of Riga and
Mi; au, to stop the persecutious of those nominel
converts who wished to return to tho Lutheran
Church; whorenpon the Arthoishop issued orders to
the priests to abstain irom all measures against
those converts, yet te retain their names on the
ecclesiastical registries, that ihey might still be
nnder tho surveillauce 01 the ortho lox C'hurcn.
This, or course, is only a partial reuei; tne sword of
Damocles is still suspended over these uulortuaate
people as loug as the peual laws remalu on the
statute book, But wo have already indications that
the Tluiperor'a mind is meditauug lurther improve¬
ments. immediately after uis return to Uuasla,
from FrlednchsUafen, he lssuad a akitsa ordering
the Minister of Education to see "that tne study
of the Uerman language snaU take tbe priority
over the French iu all public aud private
schools, aud that moro time bj devoted to the
study of the former than lierototore." This
removes one complaint ol the Baltic Province*.
More recently the tiinperor is reported to have re¬
ceived a deputation or lending Ksths, aud assured
mem "that he had no intention whatever or restrict¬
ing their political or religious rights. "
We await tho lurtner development of this move¬

ment, uot doubling the sinceritv of the good words
and promises made at Friedrichahafen. We hope
that tho united Alliances ol Evangelical Christen¬
dom, at tneir General Conference in I8f3. will IM
able to send to the C/.arof all the uussias.not a
petition ror a redress of grievances-but an address
of congratulation and uianks lor having granted
propr<a motu, and iu a m.timer that seems best te
lilm. uot only to the suffering brethreu in the Baltte
Provinces, but to all his subjects, the most sacred of
all rights, the right to worship God according to the
dictates of Ills word and ol their own couscieaces.
ilavlng now fulfilled our mission to the best of out

ability aud without expense o the Alliance, we re*
turn our trust to the Executive Committee.
