Ihere la a small colony of one hundred Knglish
families or so, whose heads are employed as engi¬
neers or mechanics ui the dockyard or on board the
Turkish steamers.

It was here mat on Saturday and Sunday.Octo-
ftwr u and IS.last the disease suddenly manifested
Itsell in proportions which compared with Its hith¬
erto dribbling progress were very serious.
Seventy deaths In a day among the natives of this

little village, and seven among the Knglish.
Panic ensued, oi course. The inhabitants of the

quarter having before their eyea the horrors or the
cordon aanitairn of Caaslm Pacha dispersed as
though a bomb bad fallen among them, to avoid
being caught in a similar trap. Some went to Prtn-
jUpo. some to Pera, some to Beicos, and so the con¬
tagion was distributed well ever the city and its
environ*.
, As Boon as this was sauslactonly accomplished

down came the Sanitary Commission with Its cor¬
don, which it drew all the tighter on tho«p who re¬
mained, to punish them for those- who ran away.

> Consequently there has oeen a great deal of Irlght,
Of misery and privation. There were the poor poo-
tole hemmea in about a broad, open flitch, iringed
With public slaughter houses.even doctors impeded
in their intercourse with them, and they not
allowed to take any measures for their own com¬
fort which wore not afforded within the limits of
the cordon.

Synopsis for the Past Twenty-four Hours.

The low barometer has moved since Tuesday
night from tbe Onto Valley to New York
and Maryland with steadily Increasing in¬
tensity. special areas or low pressure bare
been developed on Lake Erie and over
Chesapeake Bay and New Jersey. Easterly gales
have preceded the disturbance and Inercasod to ter¬
rific violence at New York city, lllgh northwest
winds have been reported from Lake Michigan to tbe
Ohio Valley and on the Florida coast, and still
heavier sales now prevail on Lake Erla. Rain and
threatened weather now prevail in the Middle and
Eastern States; clearing weather north of Tennes¬
see; clear weather In the Southern and Gnlf States,
except Florida. The pressure has fallen rapidly on
the California coast. Reports from Oregon have
not been received. Rain probably prevails.

YIOTOBY FOB TUB BBVOLUTIONI9T8.

At that date a body of 200 cavalry sallied
from Saltillo on a foraging expedition and
encountered the rebel forces. The govern¬
ment troops were driven back with the loss
of one-half their number. The rebels are

exultant over this triumph.
PREPARING BOB ATTACK.

Two regiments of government cavalry have
arrived at Saltillo. Trevlno has carefully forti¬
fied bis position at Helios Muertos, command¬
ing on the road between Monterey and Saltillo.
Hearing of the arrival of reinforcements, he

commenced firing, and be^an preparations
for the attack, which was set down for the
9th inst.
Escobedo has placed at the disposal of the

government all the forces in the department
of San Luis.
His oavalry is now at Encarnasion on the

border.

Payment In Europe of Interest on the New

Loan.
Itlfl unofficially staled on good authority that

Secretary BoutweU, in his next annual report to
Congress, will strongly recommend tho necessary
legislation to provide for the payment in Europe or
the Interest on so much of the new loan a* is or may
hereafter be'piaced abroad. This, it is claimed and
believed, will greatly extend the European market
for United States securities.

Cabinet Meeting.
A meeting of the Cabinet was held this arternoon,

at which only the usual routine business of the
departments was considered, except that ttaero was
some Interchange or views In regard to
selecting a proper person for Appointment
as counsel or the United States government before
the general Commission for the settlement of the
Alabama claims, In place of B. R. Curtis, who has
declined the appointment.

Last night the citizens or ilcnryvUle, ind., near

where the brutal murder or the Park family oc¬

curred on Saturday night last, put a rope around
the neck of George Johnson, a negro Implicated in
the murder, and, telling htm that the crime bad
been traced to him, demanded to know bis accom¬

plices. Johnson, thinking that all was discovered,
made a full coniessloe, stating that two negroes,
named Davis and Taylor, with Mattel f, planned .tUo
murder, believing that Park had four or five hun¬
dred dollars of church money in his house. Joan-
son says that he watched outside. Davis held tne
light and Taylor committed tno Moony deed. lie
says that his partners reftised to divide tho plunder
fairly with him. They only got f 14". l he where¬
abouts of Johnson's accomplices became known
and a party oi the citizens immediately went and

e fleeted their arrest. Tho police took the three
prisoners through the woods to avoid the mob, and
committed them to jail in Je.Tersouvllle to-day.

Steinway Dull.Mate ttalitxla'a Ct»Mrt,
Two hundred people sat In the auditorium of

Steinway Li all tast nigtt to listen to the first concert
of Prince Galltzln, a acton of Rassla, interpreted br
a chorus of forty-six and an orchestra of forty.
The programme comprised selections from the prin¬
cipal Russian composers, and it abounded In de¬
scriptions or sketches of the composers and the
music. The only soloist was Levy, the celebratad
cornet player, who really made the grand success of
the evening by his Inimitable playing. We think
that there is no cornel player In Eurodo or America
that can compare with Levy; and hts manager,
Flak, Jr., may feel proud of securing permanently
such a magnificent artist. The following remarks
abont Russian musio must prove interest¬
ing:.Dnrlng the past few yean mnslo In Russia
has made immense progress. Two conservato¬
ries.one at St. Petersburg, the other at
Moscow.have been established by the brothers
Rubinstein, and these iwo institutions enjoy
the special patronase of the Grand Duchess
Helen, widow of the Grand Duke Michael,
the uncle of the Emperor. There even exists in the
two capitals or the empire a circle (somewhat
limited, It Is i rue), formed by dlsolplesof the new
German school (Zukunftsmuslk) of the music of the
future. Not only are Wagner's operas performed at
the "Russian Opera House," but the works of Schu¬
mann. Berlios and Llsat appear upon the uro¬
grammes of concerts given by the several Pnilhar¬
monic societies la St. Petersburg and Moscow.
As regards Russian music itself, there
can be no doubt but that among the
names of its oomposers.Glinka, Dango-
mijsky, Verstofsky, geroff, Rubinstein, THingoff,
Kachperoft. Korslkoff, Cul, Moussereky, Bowdme,
Balakereff, Tchalkowsky, Ladljlnky, Tchtrkoff, Bort-
niousky, Lwoff, i.anakine, Variamoff, Titoif. Ala-
bieff and many others. The numo of Glinka is the
central sun 01 tne Russian artistic firmament. Rus¬
sian music presents Itself under dllfereut forms.
The popular song, whose origin Is generally un¬
known; the romauce, known only during half a
century; tho ballad, tho apostle of which
la Dargomljsky. and also his pupils, Mous-
Bersky R. Korsakoff, BalakeretT.aud es¬
pecially Cul, who ranks as one of the most
distinguished composers of the ago.and the opera,
which seems to have entered upon a very brilliant
phase. Since Glinka's period Kussian composers
have given their country some twenty-live or thirty
operas, for the greater part based on national his¬
torical subjects. Next lu order comes tho church
music, a caijella. liut wo shall delcr re Terence to
this special class of composition until Prince Ga-
litaln shall commence his series of sacred concerts.
RemarKin^' that Glinka is the Mozart, aud, judging
from a certain portion of his compositions, the
Beoihoven of Russia, wo shall say a lew words con¬
cerning this genius of the North. Possessing a very
Iragi'ie constitution, Glinka completed tus education
at home, nor could ho be prevailed upon to tako
active part in the service or the crown, luasmuch us
his artistic impulses directed his steps m other
directions, lie travelled extensively, chiefly in Italy,
devoting his youthful mind to the close study of tho
great masters, especially Mozart, and tuns forti¬
fied and true to nis nationality he undertook his
masterwork, "A Life for the Czar." This great
effort is certainly tne most perfect work 01 its kind.
It may be briefly analyzed. The five acts of which
It consists contain upwards 01 filty melodies of tha
most entrancing character. Moreover, while each
number, in lorra, rhythm and color, is uninist ika-
bly Itnssinn, no slnglo melody Has been filched from
tlio treasury of national sour. J lie recitatives are
all singularly melodious and clad In rythmical
forms. They bear not the sllahtcBt resemblance to
tne customary recitative pnssages or other operas.
Tlicy arc not at all cosmopolitan in nature, and it
would be impossible to transplant them into any
other score or replace them in tlie original with¬
out altering tne entire meaning of the musical
drama it*eH.

say, he was the llrst who perceived the desirability
of !"trQduclug the popular Russian melodies into
the concert roolD." True, every national melody
arranged by Princd Galitzin for chorus and
orchestra, and invested with rich bar^nlpa*
settings, becomes an urtlsyc composi¬
tion, although tho original \heine retains its
pristine vigor and simplicity, ft Is perhaps sgntfi-
cant that the Princo rescued this ypeples
of popular song from Its vulgar associations
at the very time when the attempt was made to In¬
troduce It here by a certain siaviouskv, who suc¬
ceeded only In presenting It 111 the uncouth form
that characterized Its rendering by the street bauds
or in the concert saloons or tne Russian cities. In
his youth Glinka composed more than a hundred
romances. all conspicuously melodious. Ills
orchestral works are, among others, the

We understand that Prince Galltzin has brought

quite possible that one or these days we
anal} enjoy a performance of this t^aulluii
bpei a a( jpm<? gnq pf our leading theatres.

Olympic Tbcmrr.
..Humpty Dumpty" continues to rnn at this

theatre with fair success, drawing full and enthu¬
siastic houses every night. In spite or many modi¬
fications and improvements its main feature
is Btill, of course, Mr. G. L. Fox, who
goes through his accustomed routine of
grimaces, antics and capers with eminent
success. Aituougn pantomime Is fast docaying,
even in England, a rew clowns such as Mr. Fox
would do much to maintain Its popularity. In
figure, cast and flexibility or feature, and even in
voice, nature seems to have specially formed him
for the part he now enacts. The weaken parts of
"llumpfy Dumpty" are undoubtedly the (lauses
de battel, which can scarcely be pronounced very
attractive. "Le Clodoche quadrille," however,
by tne Ziir-Zags, Is very amusing and clever, and is
also, most wouderfui thing of all, new lu its
kind on the American stage. Miss Jennie Yeamans
sings her old society soug amid triumphant ap-
piau-e, ho ;gh oue can scarcely help pitying her
for the eUbrt she Is evidently obliged to make to
cau<e her child's voice to reach the galleries. The
Cat song is, of coursc, still a great attraction. Tho
usual fooleries or the pantomime, lu which the
Clown and the Pantaloon gee Into ail sorts or absurd
scrapes, arc beginning to get stale; but a very little
effort would be euougn to furbish tnem up again.
As to scenery and transformation etrects, the man¬
agement deserves the warmest praise. The grand
tost or popularity, largo audiences, still nightly
greet the piece, and It might apparently ran rnucn
longer wuh conspicuous success.

RAILROAD COLUSjoS IS JERSEY.
A Jersey City Horre Car, Filled 'maMQ'

gew, Demolished by a Philadelphia Train-
Ten Persons Injured.Three Pa<,n-

gers Carried Off by the Cow-
catcher.Harrow Es rapes.

The most serlons accident tliat has occurred for
many yean on the lallroad In Jersey city happened
last evening. It will be seen ou a perusal of tho
facts that the escape of at least a dozen persons
from instant death was almost miraculous; but the
collision waa sufficiently disastrous to create an
exoitement in the city which will not soon be for¬
gotten. Many lives have been sacrificed at the
crossings, and numerous have beon the escapes of
horse cars at these places.
The Philadelphia train which left the Jersey Oity

depot at ten mlnntea before seven o'clock arrived
at the Newark avenue crossing Just in time to catch
tho Hudson City oar No. 1, which was on the up
trip. On account of the severe storm then prevail¬
ing the car waa ao crowded that tne
PASiKNGBRS WERE LITERALLY JAMMED TOGETHER.
The platforms were filled, leaving the driver just
room enough to control his brakes and the
conductor to pull his bell. The car stopped
on arriving near the crossing, as re¬

quired by the ottv ordinauce. If a train
should be coining either war the gate tenders
lower the galea so inat ao person can pass. On uila
occasion the <:ate was not lowered, aud the driver
accordingly passe.) on. The horse car track crosses
tho railroad, not at riant angles but at an acnte
angle, so that while a driver can readily see for
himself whether a train bo coming In, he cannot
so easilv see a tram pat slug out, especially if his
view be obstructed by a crow I of passengers in
addition to the buildings which line cue railroad at
either Bide. He had lust entered on the track,
However, wheu he heard the cry raised

Governed by the first impulse, he pulled up nnd

stopped on the very middle of the railroad, and
tnen, acting on rhe second thought, and taking in
the desperate situation at a glance, ne struck hla
horses, which made a vigorous plungo lorward.
The passengers neid on. trusting, as had otten been
iue case bcioro, to the Horses aud good luck to
enrry them out of danger. But they wore not. all
in good luck this time. The car lud so tur passed
011 that only the rear platform and an angle of the
oody of tho car, comprising about ten persons,
were caught by the locomotive, wiilcU slackened not
its pace as it tujge a loui train al ter it. Tho
engine ploughed through the p!atioru> and forced
the heavily-laden car off tne track, spinning it
around and tearing away tne ang-e alluded to. i'he
cry 01 augulsu which arose at tins moment, told that
many 01 the passengers had telt the terrible reality.

Samuel Mate, a jeweller, wno works In Now York,
but who resides in Washington place, Bergen. lie
was carried into a tailoring establishment and laid
on a table. Tha right side of his skull was severely
lraclurcd, and lie sustained also injuries of the
spine. Ue was only semi-conscious during tho
evening and had no recollection whatever or the
collision.
A woman was carried Into Justice Davis' olllce,

and was injured so severely that the physicians
have 110 hope ol her recovery. Besides a severe
scalp wound she sustained internal Injuries wulcli
will probably prove fatal, bhe spoke only with
great dlinculty, and stated that her name was
Sarah Birch. She was afterwards ldentltled as a
resident or Academy street, Uergeu.
