on Friday morning deceased and prisoner met
on the pier foot of Twentieth street. East
River, and there had . difficulty about some
sand in tbe offlco, and the prisoner (McQrorey)
struck deceased about the head and Knocked him
down, he falling on his back; deoeased lay there
some time on me ground, when Uie pnsouer kicked
htm lu tlie Hide; deceased was somewnat intoxi¬
cated, but conld walk pretty stralgnt.
Robert AlcKvoy, of Ma JM avenue A, deposed

that on Friday morning deceased entered his liquor
ptoie apparently staggering; said be had been to a
wuke; ten bail, and wanted to lie down and have a
sleep in i lie back room; In two hours or so after¬
wards O'Brien was found to bo dead.
