It brings berore the mind's eye the exquisite agony
of the Industrious laborer who lor many a long
year has toiled In the winter's biting frost and under
the biasing summer's sun. In humility and hard¬

weakened and his hair grew gray after a life of

Then think of the Indescribable misery
of the poor widow whoso humble and untiring
Industry with her washboard or her needle has
enablea her to save a little money, on which she
depended to bring up her fatherless boy as a worthy
and honest member of society, and to preserve her
orphaned daughter from a lire of shame, and who
now flods tne fruits of her years of toll and patience
and prlVH ion all w'tiiered and blasted in an hour.

made to lorce the portals of the bank, and tue en¬
raged and dlaaupoiuied depositors were accoralngiyrestrained ironi giving vent to their indignant re-
monstrances in lUe much-desired practical and phy¬sical shape.

"THE BANk HAS FAILED"
Is unquestionably a terrible thunderbolt for the
struggling man who has deposited his hard-earned
all in a recreant institution. There Is really no
knowing to what exteut this announcement mayurive tbe poor but houest classes ot the community
wno nave been submerged by tue catastrophe. Ar¬
guments tue most elaborate tad to convlace them
that there has been lair dealing, and that the estab¬
lishment has broken down rrom natural causes.Their little gatherings of the year vanish In one fell
swoop, and it cerialnlv seems hard that poor menshould thus be suddenly iiercft of that for
which the sweat or their brows has flowed
bo freely. From an early hoar yesterday morn¬ing crowds of decent-looking men congregatedIn the vicinity of the defunct bank, and, mutuallycondoling with each other, earnestly lamented theday they placed their money within the reach of theBowling Green Bank.
But the assemblage was by no means oonflned tosome of the industrious representatives of

TOE WORKING CLASSES,since many well-known merchants paid visits to ineestablishment during the day, and bitterly com-SUined ot what was generally regarded asowurlght injustice. The pounng torrents ofrain, however, debarred many Irom being present,ana the attendance In the porch was chiefly con¬fined to those who had deposited comparative!vsmall sums and could not be easily put off with tbeofficial notification teat the bank bad closed. "All
very good," said an honest-looking mechanic, "butI would like to see the end or tills thing."Towards one o'clock the following notice wasposted at the main entrance ot the bank:.

with Dees swarming around the emblem of sensible
economy and busy industry., The bank was as

qalet as It usually Is In its everyday business as¬

pect A few gloomy-looking Individuals were stand¬
ing under the shauow of tue portico to escape the
drizzling mist that obscured the sky and made dim
tlio atmosphere; but otherwise there was no ap¬
pearance of excitement one or these was so-
bosteu with the query whether he were a
depositor, and whether he kuew of anytuing
that iras the matter wtth the bank. To botn
of foes* inquiries be gave a negative answer.
Within the banking room, behind a oirole
of higu-polished desks, the clerks and omcers -ap¬
parently tree bona gargoua for taking things easy in
this world of mathematical and social am lotions
which strain the mental sinews of so many unrabu-
lous heroes.were cliecrfullr Intent upon their du¬
ties.

The presenceof the uraod Duke Alexis in the harbor and the
preparations for hU reception to-day wereheld to be events 01 slight Importance bythe poor people who have been deprived of
the hard earnings and honest savings ol rears, bythe rascality and knavery or the tntcves who have
so long controlled the destinies of the city. Some
have been anticipating a subsistence for old agefrom the Utile sums they had stored up in tue
different banks.many who have come from a
foreign land were laying away the money the? did
not absolutely require with a view to apply It,
wncn they had accumulated enough for the
purpose, to minister to tue commits and
smooth the pathway to the grave of some
desolate parent wno pined In solitude for the
absent ones in the far away country beyond
the seas. The servant girl was storing np her sav
lugs with a loox to matrimony anJ longing for the
time when enough would have been pUed up to
enable her to abandon servitude and make some
fortunate lover tue happiest of men. Young men
were living lives ol economy to prepare themselves
for entering business at some futnre time, but with
joue fell blow all those different aspirations have
been "nipped by the winters untimely blast" ana
tho hopes ol thousands shattered and broken. It is
small wonder if they should bd loud in their
lamentations and bitter In their denunciations
ol the men wno had gamed their confidence and
support, only that they might the more surely be¬
tray. The Bowery was alive with animaUon as the
reporter went along, tne cheerless day and heavy
rain having no effect in deterring the crowda of
iriKlitened depositors who were hurriedly hastening
to the various banks, to see if all was indeed lost.
When the citizens' was reached a considerable num¬
ber or people were passing in and oui. but nothinglike the excitement prevailed around the office
which could be observed at the institutions associ¬

kind. The Heuald reporter remained there till
nearly three o'clock, and at no tune were there more
than two persons at the paying tellers' window,
and all who presented their claims had them
promptly paid. So lar Genet's bank has weathered
the storm.

A General Review of the Bank*.
From Investigations made yesterday by IIebald

reporters and statement^ made by officers it is very
evident that some of our savings banks are in a
very rotten condition, and that the officials nave
systematically attempted to misrepresent tacts that
their own reports to tho Banking Department of
the State give the lie to. An examt-
nation of the bank statements shows that
In many cases companies have placed in their !
u-sets the office furniture at a fabulous price.not
oue tentn of which could be realized in tho event of
the closiug of the institution at public sale lor the
furniture, and by the appointment ol a receiver for
the funds. Tne same abuses have attracted rue
attention of the Congress of State Insurance officers
of the Union, and m their first session, by recoin-
mcudatiou of Superintendent Mlder, tue office tlx-
tares were excluded from the assets ol an insurance
company, as unavailable assets that cannot he
counted in reports to the Department at Aibauv,
nor applied in the closing up oi an Institution.
- Another item in these reports of batiks that gives
rise to general suspicion is "stocks or other States."
Uudcr this Item savlu/s bunks can perpetrate the

grossest rtauds and deceive tho unwary, as do
other public Institutions. It Is a convenient cover
for rascality, and every depositor who wishes to
invest bis money In savings institutions berore
doing so should carefully scan the figures given
above.

It is not the duty of a journal to Indicate what
banks are safe depositories aud what are not. its
mission ends wheu it gives facts aud figures, and
Invites the publie to carefaliy scrutinize them.
