Arizona, lately in session, found ludlctmenta against
several citizens lor participating in the Camp Grant
massacre, and also against several Indians for the
murderof settlers and traders. It was for the purpose
of arresting one of these Indians, who had taken
taken refuge at the camp Grant Keserva ton. that
the Deputy Marshal visited the reeervsP-m. - Ir to
And that the Indian had received noti . of ats in¬
dictment and was permuted, wtin other*,
to escape to the mountains. It Is
from this official visit, In which the
Marshal was attended only by a >n (Detent force to
protect mm on the dangerous road from Tncson to
Camp Grant, tnat the report ihnt° an armed force
had driven the Iudlana trotn the reservation proba¬
bly originated.
Among other statements in the report of the

Grand Jury are the following:.That during the
time the Apache Indians have been red under the
name of prisoners or war or otherwise at Camu
Apache, camp Goodwin aud Camp Grant, in
thu Territory, tbev wore not disarmed or
controlled in any way, drawing their rations on
ration days, ranging at different camps from two to
ten days, on the simple promise that tliey had come
as friends and would remain where the command¬
ing officer would indicate, and tr not they would be
considered as hostile Indians. They wore
counted on ration flnrs and inquiry made
alter tuose who wore absent, aud a pass was given
to small rartics Tor a number of days whenever
they wishe,, to go hunting or gathering their fa¬
vorite food: that while neing led at Camp Goodwin
a pany oi Apache Indians leii that camp and stole
stock from near Tuo.-on; that tneir trail was fol¬
lowed and tliey were attacked. In the attack the
said Indians, recognizing the Camp Goodwin phy¬
sician, shouted to hint tnat they thought nun
their friend. The physician understanding their
language recognized them as ihr Apache Indians
led at (amp Goodwiu; una while being
fed at Camp Goodwin a party of Apache
Indians leu that camp and killed Coionel .stoue,
Deputy Collector of Custums, aud live rneu, captur¬
ing ihe United States mail on thotsthof October,u,5a.
The chief of the party acknowledged that

he committed this act, and has since
been feu at Camp Apache; that while
being tea at Camp Grant three Indians
lelt said camp and Joined the party of Cochise tnat
killed C. If. Wooster and Trinidad I'guera on the
