The
dlsaster to the City of New Loadon brings to
mind the absolute necessity for not only more
boats and more life preservers on all sengoing
or river sleamers, but also the necessity for a
more general distribution of thesa about the
boat. Usnally thers is o lifeboat botween the
paddle boxes and others hanging over the
Quarters, and 03 & general thing life preservera
are piled up on a high shelf, entirely out of
yeach of passengers, with as much ill-advised
qare as a thrifty housewife shows for her
clean table linen. They should be scatiered
mell about the boat, so that the passen-
themseives may see them ai every turn,
snd be within reach 6F them on gvesv =37 op
the boat. As for the lifeboats, there sliould
only be piore of them, but they should be
gphoraa iy ogh be easily launched in
an emergenoy, and they should always be got
teady on tho first ocourrence of any danger
Shreatening the safaty of the boat.
