THE NEW LOAN AND TI1E CALLED BOND8.
Telegrams from Washington received this after¬

noon state that Treasury checks ror six millions of
gold, payable December, have been mailed
lo parties lu New York in payment of
an equivalent amount or the five-twenties
ol UM sent in for redemption. Hubscqueut
despatches stale that, so far, Treasury checks for

eight millions of coin have been sent to various

parrs of the country, inclusive of New York. This
is the first development of the progress made by
the Treasury Department m cancellation of the
$lbo,0(n,00J of five-twenties named for redemption
on the 1st prox. The bonds arc thought to be
largely in the possession or the Syudi'-ate, but nu-

mcrous bankers aud private parties have
seen fit to send tneir bonds to Washington
direct, and thu eight, millions above specified
Is doubtless the amount so far examined,
found correct and redeemed. The exact result of
the complicated movement into and out' of the
Treasury ol coin and bonds is apparently beyond
tho ken of the shrewdest lu Wall street. Whether
the whole thing will eventnate In a simple exchange
ol old six per cents for the new lives or In a large
transfer of Treasury gold to the street in ex dtango
for an excess of bonds cancelled over those sub¬
scribed for remains to be told in tho future. No one

is able to predict anything now. The Walt street
markets are keeping step by step with such develop¬
ments as tramDire witu reference to this important
movement, aud hence we find, as a first result.

GOLD WEAK.111 A 110%.
The early tecllng lu the Gold Room had been

steady, but. became firm when tho governiueut, by
refusing to buy bonds, implied a possibility that
there would be no sale of gold to-morrow, tue price
advancing from 110% to ill. Hut tne market here
became weak on sales by parties who had the
Washington news in advance or others, aud eventu¬
ally went off to no 9-10, especially as it was also
pressed witu sales of gold again?:, the reported
negotiation of a foreign loan by the Pennsylvania
Ilauroad and witu si ill other sales in view of vague
rumors that a number of subscribers to the new

lives would forfeit their two j>or cent deposit and
default on the balance of the payment tno eiVoct
being to compel the government to disburse coin for
the redeemed bonds without recelviug any return
from tne new five per cents. We give tho rumors
for what they are worth. Doubtless they are greatly
exaggerated; but sitould here and thoro a stray
subscriber fall to make his rcinuining payment, tho
Treasury would Ins ho much loss rich in coin, neces¬
sitated as it would he to keep its promise to redeem
tho rull amount of "called" 02's.
