SCENES ON THE SIDEWALK.

Over Four Thousand Per¬
sons Present.

The grand call to the Grand Duke Alexia Alexan-
drovitch at the Academy of Music last night was an
event which, in the line of the great f&tes that tho
citizens of New York have tendered to per-
nonages representative of foreign friendly
powere, wilt stand alone in tho brll«
llance of Its surroundings, the gracious
nature of its purpose, tho haut ton of the guests,
and, we may say, the Importance of him to whom
.It la tendored as a pledge or ?ne earnestness of
feeling which prompts two nations to love and
respect each other in spite of the wide, unalterable
demarcation octwcea the two systems of govern-
menu

FTTLfcY rortl THOUSAND FERSONS
were present, and vigilance ana zealousness c.ld
for once succeed in making it in its personnel
worthy of tne intention with which it was gotten
np. These who have heart In our simple
republicanism need not think that thero
-was the slightest pandering to mere nnme
and birth; it is only another Instance of the dignity
with which America can stretch out its hand to
grasp Its friend in war and its guest in peace.
There were the shadows of two mighty futures over
the dazzling effulgence of last night which
cannot fail to preach its lesson. The one the future
of tne great nation which, by the sheer force of
will and widespread intelligence, lias reared
the mighty fabrlo of a nation whose
glory will be in the happiness of its
millions and the good or tho human race. America,
the other, whose still nascent rorce is reeling the
measure ol its strength and will build on its dreary
.teppes the majesty of a name which will rule
ever the older ones with the splendor and vim or
a youth great In it» growing grandeur.

A thousand tongues have already compared the
bail of last night with that given in honor of the
Prince of Wales, and those who have
seen the two agree in saying that last
night's excelled In brlllianoe, as It docs

m meaning. The glow of light which hangs around
such festive scenes is the incarnation of the amica¬
bility which the idea spiritualizes. Let us descend
from the region or comparison to a relation or what
look place there.

Ouhitde the Academy*
Long before the doors of tlio Academy were

thrown open crowds began to gather in the vicinity
Of Irving place ana Fourteenth street, and by half-
past eight o'clock the police had their hands
foil to preserve an open space at the
main entrance and at the side door on Fourteenth
street. However, CaDtam Thome's management of
tne outside arrangement proved In the end all
that could have been desired, aud no
scenes of disorder or confusion ens nod dur¬
ing tne entire evening. It was in vain
that the hundreds of eager sightseers who had
asseinnled from atl parts of tlie city to get a good
look at the Frince pushed and crowded and made
the west sidewalk of Irving place for awhile almost
Impassable in tneir efTor;s to get near the doorways.

TUB CORDON OP POZJCK
that stretched from Fourteenth ptreet to Eighteenth
¦ircet proved a barrier from Wilch they had always
to retire discomfited. B.v nine o'clock tho crowd in

living place had grown to quite lornildablo
proportions, but tho bitter cold in the end proved
entirely too much for the great majority, and, much
against their will, they had to beat a hasty retreat
long before the Prince had arrived.

THE CROWD IN WAITINQ.
J The scene in the immediate vicinity of the Acad¬
emy was qnlte an exclti»g one. The immense
calcium lights ou the soutterly Bldo of the build¬
ing literally flooded wo surrounding streets
with light. As for as tho could reach
op Irving placo ther# was a continuous line of
carriages, and as one after another stopped at the
Fourteenth street entrance and deposited on the
aldewalk Its quo*a of beauty and fashion to
add to the gay throng in the ballroom and
then whizzed away toward Fourth avenue,

a grand rush of the crowd ou the Bidewalk was cer¬
tain to take plaic In the direction of the vehicle. No
one seemed te know what kind of a carriage the
Trlnce woul<.' arrive In, and speculation was rife as
to whether -he driver would be dressed la

or would be nothing more than an ordinary liveried
servant Indeed, It was quite amusing to
Wen to the remarks of the "knowing
ones,'' who pretended to be so thoroughly
posted about the Prince's rctluue and everything
that related to him and his that they were ready
to vouch lor even the color or the driver's hair nud
iho "style" « the "huh"' ol the imperial carriage
wheel. Bi> Hiking about him and speculating
about his carriage did not seem to uurry
the Prime along, while the cold air gradually
grew m»re and more biting, cutting the original
crowd (Own In numbers every minute. Htill, some-
How, * didn't seem to make any difference how
mauv ol the throng who had been on hand from
earl* evening got discouraged and weut away
BUi'crinif and complaining, there always remained
a crowd mm lirge as ever.new comers from
ilirt near-by places of amusemeut and club houses
Inking t lie place of the discouraged ones as fast as
they disappeared.

About
half-past ten o clock a movement was discernible
on the corner of Third avenue tu the crowds that
had gathered there, and, simultaneous with a grand
rush of the patient waiters toward the Academy,

followed by several others, dashed up to the canopied
entrance. The Prince was the lirst to alight, and us
he did so the crowd on the corner of Irving place
got a glimpse of him, and there then ensued
a most exciting crush and rush toward
the carriage, women vyimr with the men in their
eagerness to get as near as possible to tho handsome
young hussian. The Prince had on a heavy eray
overcoat of the Russian style and a "pan¬cake" cap of the same color, aud as he
got out of the carriage he handed
the cap to a gentleman In waiting. He pulled off
the coat the minute lie crossed the threshold
of the door. Mr. Stoughtou and Mr. Moss
were at the entrance as he alighted, Mr.
StouKbton formally receiving him as he
Btepped into the room just off the canopy. Mr.
Catacazy and lady ami the iTlnce's suite, a tew of
the officers of the Russian neet and Governor Hoff¬
man and lady then allgnted in their turn from their
carriages aud a few minutes aiierwurds the doors
were cloned and the crowds outside quietly dis¬
persed.

The Arudrmy.
There 1b somctbtng to satisfy a cynic in entering a

ballroom before tbe guests arrive. You can walk
over tbe bare floor and regard the workmen IrantU
cally driving tbe last natl, looping no tbe last
curtain, and tben leave, until ibe place is lonely aa
a grave. At half-past eight tbe last touch ap¬
peared to have been given to the Academy,
and forthwith tbe house was clcared of
all aave tbe M. P.'s on duty and the attaches
of the theatre. General Shaler had arrived, and, in
company with Polioe Captain Cameron and Mr.
Moss, made the circuit of the building and saw that
every door was vigilantly guarded and no chanco
left for Interlopers. The doors were opened at ten
mlnutea to nine, and immcuinte.y

AN EXQUISITE OP GOTHAM
made bis appearance, looking half frozen. Be
looked around in bewilderment to find himself first
on the scene, and hQsltatei to move perore he
had eompany. He had not long to wait,
just on his heels camo two loveif
creatures, with snow clouds wrapped around their
heads and diamonds peeping from beneath them in
their earrings. Tneir escort having presented his
tickets the trio ascend the stairs, and the first
comer is encouraged to follow them to the cloak
rooms on the floor above. Here the ladles disap¬
pear, to emerge in a moment

ali. smiles and elegance,
and to be met by their cavalier tn full dress.
The guests arrive in a steady stream,
and soon are scattered In promenading groups
over the dancing (loor admiring the decorations, for
as yet there Is not much chauce for that mutual
personal admiration, which is the chief inspiration
or the inveterate ball-goer. The musicians are
juowly arrlvinn by the Fourteenth street entrance,
and the orchestra, perched aloft In the gallery, has
not even yet, at a quarter past nine, begun to tune
their instruments. The stream now flows in faster
and faster, and the toilets, that have been the special
care of their wearors for tbe past two months, are
making the scene more beautiful every lusiant.
There is something on tbe faces of those fair ones
which seems as though they scarcely believed this
was at length tho half hour next before the moment
to which they have been looking forward so long.

M,Never was the Academy more brilliant and never
did it hold within its spacious walls a more distin¬
guished assembly. The appearance of this home or
song transformed into a ballroom is sufficiently fa¬
miliar to our readers not to require more than to
say that the flooring, as usual, extended rrom the
back or the stage, covering the parquetand taking in the wide sweep or the audi¬
torium. But of the decorations special
to the occasion it Is necessary to give a more ex¬
tended notice, standing on the first tier and In
tbe centre of tho bold curve the coup waiU was
strikingly beautiful. The stage seemed no longer a
stage; but .seldom has a more beautiful set piece
been seeu on anv boards than

that met the vision in the distance. Over the
proscenium was a tableau containing three allegori¬
cal groups. 1 lie large one in the centre represented
Uus-ia and America clasping hands over the sen
(probably Bell ring straits). America Is imper¬
sonated ov a beautilul temale wearing the nonnet
roi/</e and habited in the national colors. Kussia is
represented by a kingly person wearing an imperial
crown and draped tn the royal ermine, bordend
with purple. At tlielr feet is a white winged cherub,
bearing the olive oiaucli of peace. The group on the
right hand shadowed lorth three infant Muscovites
»rom different portions or that widespread empire,

a Caucasian, a Flnlander and a Muscovite proper.The group to the left is Young America, with three
possible members of some cabinet of the future{¦oiling a cotton bate.
We now enter with our eyes into the

fairyland on the stage, which is hung along
the wings with light silky tauestrles, supported
by figured Italian columns, on the upper
part or which are hung large shields bearing
alternately the American and Russian eagles.Ttie bird of lrcedom stands with outstrclctte'l
wings, not nnllke the arrangement of the double-
headed black eagle; he holds a thunderbolt in Ills
claw, 'lhe celling is

and garlands of artificial flowers arc festooned be-
neath It. The eflect is to render the wnole like the
gorgeous pavilion in which Salad in sat before he
marched down from Asralon in the sowuce of
his glorv. in the distance, ar. the back,is a light balustraded structure, with a terrace
running across the stage, and having a parterre of
beautiful ilowevs in front. A flight of steps runs
down on either side, and tho background is a
scene representing a moonlit opening in a grove of
dark-leaved trees. From the centre of the balus¬
trade springs a tonntain of clear water from a basin
surrounded by choice flowers among which are
white camelias and virgin lilies. The sparkling
jets ol the fountain are illuminated by an electric
light rrom above, and the spray, scon, as it were,
through tho rift In the rollago, seems
a living glory of mollen silver andSold. Tho proscenium box on the rlgm, next the

s tage. is that reserved for the Prince and suite, and
two beside It lor the Kxecuilve Committee. The
Imperial standard, exquisitely wrought In silk and
flanked by the I'nlon colors, hangs in Iront, whllo
the velvet cushion at the top is decorated wlin
flowers trailed and grouped along the threo boxes.
Draping the front or the box reserved for the dis¬
tinguished Americans hang Russian ami American
«X.'rn tne body of the house, above the second Her.
hang two pictures. They symbolize the two nations
who nave emancipated human beings from lieredl-
tury t)onflag«. Kussia an I America, 'ine one to
the rignt represents the Ktnperor Alexander II. pre¬senting lrcedom to tho sorts, ttireft of whom are
to the leit of the picture, the man bemg
m tho net of kissing the Kmperor's baud.
The picture to the leit shows Abraham Lincoln
eniaui Ipatiug the slaves. Threo Oulored folk are In
the set or thankiug him. We can now passthrougl: Into

TltP BrPPFR ROOM,
which is rcaehed t>.v » passage liumi with white and
rc<l drapery at the left of the stuge. There are two
such passages, but one Is wisely reserved for egress
alono. This *aUe a matto« is seventy Ave lect ny
eighty feet, and known at other times aa Nllsson
Hall; it is lit t>y a great prismatic crystal
chandelier. Across the end of tho room,
facing you ns vou enter, Is a dais raised some three
feel, which t>cars tho supper table at which the
(J rand I)uke and suite and the Executive Committee
alone will be permitted to eat or drink. Wo shall
see them do It by and by. Thero aro fifty luurii
back chairs In green cloth and walnut ranged
around it, and In the centre facing you as
vou stand Is a canopy bearing the Imperial
arms, under which the tirand Duke nils. Running
at riuht. angles to tnls along the sides are the tables
for the multitude, hung with red cloth edged with
golden iringe. The orchestra is in a balcony Jusr
overhead, supported by pillars in Imitation marble.
The walls are hung with the Stars and Stripes and
the lllue Cross of Russia in scallop lasliion, producing
a very pretty etreet. The ta»les are groaning
as such tables learn to groan, under designs of
approprlaie kinds, in (lowers, lrult and sugar, in
such profusion ana taste that to describe more than
the eucct au rlctt ami luxurious wyuiU dCMlfojr tlieu;

effectiveness as a whole. Off this supper room on

THE BALL.
It Is now past even that witching hour of night

when churchyards ana fair women coming home
from balls alike begin to yawn. The Hound of the
last coupe has died away, and the scntl-
nel, as he closed th» Bates, has answered
to tho faithful Klngsland, "All is well."
But, like the Roman sentinel at Pompeii's gates we
must refrain from enticing slnmber. and attempt a
hurried picture ol the brilliant, bewildering, com.
plicated scene whleh has Just vanished Into dark-
ses3. The Alexis oall has gone tho way of all
ball hoods, and passed from the stato or expectancy
Into that of tradition in the thoughts of so
many lovely ladies and most gallant men.
The Duke of Wellington has laid down
an axiom, in which we bellcvo General
Grant concurs, that no man can descrlbo a
battle or a ball. Yet, in spite of these great
authorities, we shall venture to picture how It
came on and went ofiT, down to this morning hour,
whioh looks on with an air moat blilngly frapoie
upon the deserted scene.
For several days past the demand for tickets

would have astonished Mr. Wallack in the four hun¬
dred and eighteentn performance of "Hosed ale,"

I and scenes of the most ridiculous description oc-
curred in.thls wild competition. It was about ten
o'clock when tlie first carriage, "low on the gravel
and load on the stone," drew up to the Academy,
and for two hours after a pieasanter shower than
the skies could afford to let fall, a plule <h< perles.
In a word, lots of ladles, clouds of gauzy drapery,
raining sweet influences, descended at the Academy
doors.

It was half-past ten o'clock when, with the
punctuality of gentle training, Alexis came
upon the scene; and a more lovely scene
It wonld be difficult to witness. The Academy put
on Its nfbst lovely aspect. Terrace after terrace of
beauty rose to its roof, with the gay toilets flutter¬
ing like so many fields ot waving flowers. Be-
neath surged a perfect mass of loveliness,
through which the young Prince moved, as
It gently bent to give him passage.
It is some thirty years since the grandfather of this
bright boy, the Emperor Nicholas, stood in the lead¬
ing Opera House of London, beside the then young
Queen of England, towering In his simple green
uniform and solitary star with a lonely Bpiendor
above all around, and when, as the national anthem
of Russia was struck np, and princes and nobles
and people rose to do him homage, a tear
of emotion passed down his check, and never
did the softest airs that floated round the revels of
tne East thrill the heart with such mingled agony
and rapture as did those simple toneB, mementoes
or his native land. Since then steam has gathered
in the world In Its Iron grasp, and New York Is
nearer St. Petersburg than then was London. But
it seemed to us, as last night, when Alexis entered
and ttiat anthem again arose, and a great people
stood up to do him honor, that tho young
Prince was touched with a similar emotion.
It may bo remembered that on that same scene,
some ten years since, a similar ball was given to an¬
other prince. The (iuelphs and Romanoffs, as the
latter entered the Academy last night, presented
one singular feature of contrast. Whereas
the Prm - of Wales was entirely over¬
shadowed by the stately, noble form of New¬
castle and the portly dignity ot St. Ger-
mains, Alexis stood p head over cverbody,
and catacazy just reached to his knee. Nor was
there any catastrophe with the platform, as at the
Wales ball.
The committeemen of 1871 had evidently gone

down to tneir knees to kiss the dust, so that it
might not, as ten years ago, rise in rebelll^i against
the timber and unset tie crafty contrivance.
Mr. Clews, who, as the representative man or
of the English lower classes, might have Joined
Corcoran and the platrorm In 1800 in closing upon
Wales, does not prejudice his standing among tne
demagogues of Lombard street by exhibiting keenly
excessive courtesies toward a Romauoff, and by
carrying, like Atlas, upon his tiny shoulders the
whole oily bulk and weight of the '71 committee.
General Aspinwall, the Chairman of the Ro¬

manoff committee, is endowed with more airy
grace than was Peter cooper, who presided at the
Wales' ball, and carried him to and rro aiMp.ig the
young laaies. This remark may be made without
either disparaging the venerable Cooper Institute's
benevolent elasticity, or witnout unduly exagge¬
rating General Asplnwall's capacities as an amateur
low chamberlain.
But to the hero of all these perennial ovations.

Alexis, we say It without any murderous intention
toward his older brothers, ousht to be the future
Czar, lie has somethlug of the frame and shape
of Peter the Great, and knows, like this rounder ;or
Muscovite greamess, now to make hlmseir popular
with everybody, and yet remain all the time
conscious of his princely station. Above all,
he has that which tells so much among tne of po'lol
lu Russia and America; he has size aud the sense of
space about htm which characterizes tho Khlrgl.se
steppes od our Western prairies.

It he were subjected tbr another week to the per-
petnal motion of his New York committee men Ins
ambition or being president of a Fat Prince's As¬
sociation might be thwarted; but unless the com¬
mittee men keep his blood all the time
In circulation he runs the risk to which
all fat is heir to. His features bear the mild, benign
Geriuau expression ol the Romanoff family. His
Imperial father Alexander looks more benign than
did Nicholas, and he has even a more womanly
gentleness In his face than Alexander. It Is this
which makes him attractive to young ladies. Hia
face inspires them with a sisterly affection, while
his robust aod symmetrical frame stamps him as
every Inch a man. A small person, however full of
genius.a Napoleon or Nelson.could never be im¬
posing in the eyes of the masses of Tartars or
Yankees. Huge physical proportions strike wild
masses of people and everything else, and a

person like him, of colossal proportions, seems to be
laid out by nature to rule over a colossal empire.

It is this combination of Herculean strength with
a Madonna's gentleness which storms tiio young

female heurt, especially where the blue sash of St.
Andrews glitters upon the imperial breast, and the
hero of tills thousand and one ovations, appears In a
ballroom amid the splendid accessories of beauty, art
and the brilliant gems of diamonds, uniforms and
the still mora bewllchiug glances of a thousand de¬
lirious eyes.
While tne girls, old and young, and the matrons,

as well as the women <Pun certain tigr, ruve about
this darling Himalaya of a Prince, the men stared
at Madame Catacazy ami Iter raviasante toilet, her
{/randt (tame manners and her trn!y clas¬
sical head, with a semi-Mane Antoinette
semi-Mary Stuart presence. She descends
from both of these decapitated beauties.
Her ancestor was the Duke of Berwick, with the
royal blood of the Stuarts in his velus, and, trans¬
ferred to France, the lanuly has become distin¬
guished as the Dukes de I it/. J.tuics. She herself
whs born in the beautiful city or Nancy, the old
capital or King Stanislas, and brought up 111 the
regular Faubourg St. Germain style, her brother
being to tins day the handsomest man
in rarls, and the whole lanuly being remarkable
lor retaining the power, beauty and distinction or
a royal pedigree. Her long residence in Kussia
lias Imparted a seinl-orlenta1 piciuresquenesa to her
Parisian stylishness, and ot all the women in the
world she is iust the one fitted by both nature and
grace to do honor to a son or the Czar and preside
with him over tnis gorcreous occasion.
Catacazv himself W tho descendant of the Bvzan-

tlnc emperors, and lull or that renins which in
Adieus and Constantinople made and unmade
tli roue.s and soothed masses of Asiatics Into peace
or lashed them into tumult.
He is not much smaller than Renedettl. His head

has the miniary turn 01 a I reuch zouave captain,
and he looks irrepressible, mercurial, nervous, lull
or expedients and Oons mots, bearing the unmis¬
takable siantp of a man 01 action, power and
genius, with an occasional glare Irom the eyes
which shows that when attacked he wld fight aud
show Ins teeth like u well-bred nyeta.
What Is most, interesting about this people Is that

The
Grand Duke and suite left the Clarendon
Hotel quietly In carriages and drove direct
to tho Academy. A private entrance in Irving
ulace had been reserved for the special accommo¬
dation of Ills Imperial Highness and the distin¬
guished persons who accompanied him. This en¬
trance opened into the richly furnished and
superbly appointed reception room decomtcd
with tho Russian and American colors, and in
which the company from the Clarendon Urst assem¬
bled after alighting irom their carriages. As they
came in they were received by Major General
McDowell and Judge Houghton, of the
reception room, who warmly welcomed them.
Ills Imperial Highness was followed by
Admiral l'ossiet, Mr. and Madaine Catacazy, Gen¬
eral and Madame Gorloff, Count sschonwalhoff, Aide-
de-camp; Mr. Maclien, Counsellor of state; Dr.

General McDowell an<l .1 aO nonghton conducted
the I'Urul Duke and his brilliant ami distinguished
retinue to the private boxen reserved for them on
the right hand side of the Academy an you look
toward the stage. Hudilenly the inspiring
strains of the "Russian National Hymn"
resounded through the Academy, and tho
Immense assemblage was electrified with
expectation and excitement. Almost siniul-
taneoiiHiy the Prince appeared In the >iox sur¬
rounded Dy his suite, and received a truly cordial
greeting, which ne grrcefnlly acknowledged. The
Graud Duke ana the Immediate members of hln
suite occupied the imperial box, which was

elaborately decorated with flags and flowers
for the occasion. The box adjoining, and
with wiuoh U was connected, was
occupied by Madame Calacaar and Mrs. and Miss
Hodman, who were attended by several of tlie
gentlemen. In the other box sat Madame Gorlod
and a number ot :he itusslan officers, including
several of those troni the Russian naval squadron.

llaidlv had the Grand Duke been seated before
the floor was filled with ladies and gentlemen, who
arranged their seats and Joined in the graod prome¬
nade, which now began preparatory to the open tug
of the ball. As they passed, us It were In
review before Ills Imperial Highness, all eyes
were tlxed 011 him, and hundreds of opera glasses
were turned 111 the same direction from every cor¬
ner or tho building. It was a beautiful and ani¬
mated scene. While the promenade was progress¬
ing M. lion isco, the Russian Consul- General, con¬
ducted to the Grand Duke's box and In¬
troduced to him the foreign Consuls resid¬
ing In New York. The gentlemen thus introduced
were Mr. Archibald, Consul General of Great llritain,
and bis Vice Consul. Mr. Kd wards; Count de I.ticca,
Consul General of Italy, and Mr. Uarnotti, his Vice
Consul; Mr. llrartle, Consul General or
Spain; Dr. Eoaslng. Consul General of
the German confederation; Mr. Itelicg,
Consul General of Prance; Mr. Bolsawasky, Acting
Consul General of Austria; Mr. Botassis, Consul of
Greece, and Mr. Bors, Consul of Sweden and Norway,
.several of these geutieuieii were accompanied by
their ladies. Arter the presentation too Grand Duke
gave nls arm to Mrs. Governor Hoffman, the Gov¬
ernor escorting Madame Catacazy, and led the way
to the dancing floor, followed by all the other for¬
eign guests. The procession marched round tho
ballroom, which was now densely crowded.
The lirst set for the Lancers was formed on the

stage immediately In trout of the prismatic foun¬
tain.

ho first visited the photographic gallery of

Sarony, on Broadway, and after a tour of itie estab¬
lishment, had his photograph taken In several posi¬
tions both Imperial and carte, lie next proceeded to
Stewart's, where he was received by Mr. Stewart la
person and conducted through tlie establishment.
He Injected the various apartments and went up
as high as the carpet floor, a. id wlicu Ito had con¬
cluded his visit, which lasted a considerable time,
lie oppressed to Mr. Stewart his delight with all he
had seen.
