General Review of the Pleasures

and Duties of the Occasion.

t)f all our national holldavs the one thai la ushered
tn with the dawn ol ilus happy winter morning is,
perhaps, endeared to every American by the most
pleasant ana delgbtlul associations. With the
Vourthof July and v\ asbingiou's birthday, it com¬
pletes the list of our distinctively American holi¬
days. But how diirerent it is both in origin and
character irom the other two The Fourth, glorious
u are me memories it celebrates, has only a patri¬
otic significance, and the boisterous exuberance
ana enthusiasm wim which It Is Kept, though, of
Morse, very natural and highly proper, certainly
detracts irom its general popularity. At least two-
thirds of our people.all wbo have passed
their third lustre of llin.have an un-
couqucrahie objection to firecrackers and
bonfires, and very frequently throw a damper
upon the excitement of me more youthful members
of the household at the breakfast table by gloomy
predictions ot the possible mischief and loss and
rota that may make tills Fourth, like so many other,
past Fourths, and notably that one which was com¬
memorate! by the burning ud of the entire city of
Fortland, sadly memorable. Tlie day is too noisy,
too obstreperously gay to have any deep bold upon
our hearts, though we should justly count it infamous
treason to propose its abolition. Unen, again, Wash¬
ington's iliriiidav is too late an instituuon to be en-

v thruicd in the affections of the people. Only a few
jrears ago it was still a work day, and Hie only hon-
en paid Jt were an occasional Balvo of guus and a
generous and general exhibinon of bunting. But
Thanksgiving I Nowhere can you und an American
to whom t.ils solemn celebration or a nation's
gratitude to llini who dlrccts and orders all tliiugs
for tne good of ills caUdren does not revive remin¬
iscences aud silr up emotions that ate inwoven
with His very heart strlugs. For two hundred years
and more it nas oejti lrclihted with a burden of
universal liapo for the mturo and thankfulness for
the past, whilo Us celebration has assumed a shape
that makes it especially beloved. The reunion of
dispersed lamilies around the paternal board, tho
reconciliation ol old la.uiiy foes, the voluntary
easting away.as though at the dictate of a sacred
Bbltgation.or every wratutul passion and unchris¬
tian hate that could mar ihe peaceiul happiness of
too day.all these tniogs have deservedly erected
Thanksgiving into the most solemnly earnest, the
most deeply cherished, the most eagerly expected
ana tne most tenderly remembered of all our
national gala days.

Ol course
there is only one staple leature of the least. Th.a Is
the turkev. Without turkey, indeed, U is scarcely
possioie to lmagiuo such a thing as a genuine
Thanksgiving feast, it is the foundation of
the pyramid: it la the necessary and not-lo-
be-done- without el meut ol tho repast, A
Titauksglving dinner, or which the inaln coarse is
Bimplv beef or mutton, or even goose or duck, la
ouiv a delusion and a snare. Holding the v. orJs of
noinlse to the ear it breaks them to the hope. And
why is It, we wonuer, that turkeys seem naturally
to arrive at perfection at this happy season i At no
other do tnev have the same taste and i<avor; good
at ail times, their chlel merit Is always thai they in¬
evitably remind oue of Thanksgiving. Even if yon
devour them at Christmas you can lancy without
diillculty that it is the earner iestival you are cele¬
brating by that time-honored and laborous, taou^li
pleasant, process of mastication, it is to be
doubted, indeed, whether in this wide world
there la such a beautiful object as a
well cooked turkey on a thanksgiving Way table.
With its pinioned limbs, its tiut ol delicate brown,

i its iragrant savor aud Its mouth- watering t,mt
t ¦nsemuie, It seems to emoody within its unlor-

tnnate carcass a world or beauty and sentiment aud
pleasure. It Is a sight tuat is in itself alone suill-
ceni to make existence worth loving to see it being
dissected by paterfamilias and distrlouted anion?
the plates of the waiting latnily oonotoes. Though
it is hard to say why. it seems to be a sort or sacred
essential to tue full oarrying out ol the ritual or
Thanksgiving. The white, Juicy meat contrasts so
graceiuily with tne darn red of tue cranberries
that by universal custom are its uniauing
companion, and the remaining and scantny
clad bones or the almost used-up bird
form such a suggestive centrepiece for the table tuat
when one has once seen it it lives lu his memory lor-
ever, aud he Is never happy ou the third or iourttt
Thursday of November ever arter, whichever it may
happen to be. unless be sees it again,
Ah, that happy Thanksgiving iliniiw Joke abont

it as we may, what a glorious tact it is:.lor It
means so much. Just think or ihe hundreds ol
thousands of nappy lamuies that lo-day have b. en
charmed by its magic spell into au auuual intercom¬
munion, and aiter that nucer, it you dure,
at tue highly democratic aud untnotuouaulo
character of the iestival." Very rich men,
to wuom space and time are scarcely
aught, and to whom expense is nothing at ail,
nilgiit, ludeed, afford to dispense with the holiday.
But the passably rich, and, still more, the poor and
tne unfortunate, would be robbed or one o. the lew
opportunities that are lcit to tuem to return i tiicui
of the brightness and happiness of whioa lue is
capable.

Thanksgiving. There is, however, another leaiuro
or its ceremonies, wnleh, thank Heaven. is never
nHssed by ktiiuly. genial American u aris. T.iis Is
tho lightening up for the day or the lot ot Hie
poverty-stricken, the miserable, and even the crimi¬
nal. Not a charitable institution, not a jail even,
but will :o-uav resound witu tne echoes oi an unu-
sual iraycty. Crini prison walls wni rin/ with laugh¬
ter, such as tneir luinates have not indulged 111
since the long-passed aud almost lorgottun dais
when peace and purity gilded their lives with* a
happy light that they have never known since.
Who can say how many a reformed man dates back
his return to the path of honor and sdi-rcspect from
this blessed lestival? The poor wretcn had
been pernaps brooding for loug mouths in his dim,
dark cell over tue necessity tnat male him a
thief: the iron had Indeed entered his soui as
he felt himself cut off from all companionship ex¬
cept tuat of men as baa or worse taan
hiuisel . How often has he said to himself, "I am
not as bad as they think me; if they would only
give me a chance 1 would snow them that i am ouly
more uniortunate, not more criminal than my icf-
lows.'' But separated from all communion with the
outer world, ue has settled down luto the blank
despair cr an Inevitable late, ana has relinquished
every hope out that ol being able to sin aud suffer
as he had already begun, aud having "made lus
bed/' to "lie upon It" without needless aud unavail¬
ing complaining. To sucu a oue, tne cueery festiv¬
ities of today must open up a new career of
use ulne-s and honest industry. Encouraged by
the consciousness with which the substantial and
material coinlorts provided by a christian liberality
Inspire mm, he takes new heart, and determines
wiien at length the doors of his sombre abmiug
place are thrown apart 10 lead a new life and be^iu
the world afresh. Many a olessing Is showered
upon the unknown hands that have thns given
proof ol the brotherhood of mankind by decreeing
tue universal enjoyment of this happy day.

There is something singularly delightful in the
spectacle which these rejoicing paupers pre¬
sent. Indeed It w hard to say whether
It is not the best way of spending
Tnanksgvitng to pass It umong the news¬
boys or the protCge* of tne Howard Mission or
ol the five l oints House of Industry. Boast lurkcy
Is good, but to see oiners cat it with snch wonderiul
zest is even better tnan eatiug it oneself. The con¬
trast between the outward surroundings or the
least.tho dirty streets and the wretched dwell¬
ings.and the brniiaut lijilit and comfortable
warmth and beaming laces of those within, is pecu¬
liarly striking. Ac no other season.not. even at
Christmas do kind hearts and open hands reap a
more generous reward than at this. Then, too,
should be mentioned the efforts of the charitable
among the poor who are not ilius visibly
mapped out lrom the rest or tneir unfortunate
