Yesterday morning the pastor of the South Ninth
street Congregational church, tho Rev. J. H. Brodt,
occupied the pulpit and preached a plain, practical
discourse, taking for tils text me thirty-tlurd verse
of the sixth chapter or the Gospel of Matthew..

Total Abstinence.

Exposition ofthe Catholic Plan
of Reform.

Timely and Sensible Remarks on the Preper Way
to Combat the Evil of Intemperance.The

Jersey State Societies Oat in Fall
Force.A Tribute to the Bishop.

The New Jersey Catholic Bishop, the Right Rev.
J. Roosevelt Bayiey, proaoanoed a most remarkable
discourse before ilia Catholic Total Abstinence
State Union of New Jersey last Tuesday, at the
Catholic Institute in Jersey City. Six thousand
people were on the streets parading with torches
and music, and passed in review Del ore the bishop.
About two ihousaud delegates and members from
Jersey City, Paterson, Elisabeth and other Jersey
towns were packed in the Institute to hear the
Catholic doctrine regarding this important reform
expounded by their Bishop, who is said to be one of
the ablest thinker* among Amerlcau ecclesiastics.
The Rev. Father Uennessy and Mr. J. W. O'Brien,

President of the New Jersey Union, having con¬
ducted the Bishop to the platform amid loud
plaudits, he commenced thus:.
My Ohildbkn.I came here with Father Uen¬

nessy this evening to wituess this great gathering,
and I will say that I am cueered by so much zeal
and earnestness, it is gratifying 10 see by the 'great
numbers engaged 111 your demonstration that the
virtue of temperance and *obrlety prevails so gen¬
erally among you in this place, l have 110 doubt
many of yon who have entered these societies havo
done so to encourage your neigh Dors and rrlends to
abandon the bad practice o: indulgence in intoxicat¬
ing drinks, fiuch acts deserve all praise. By adopt¬
ing the praotico of total abstinence, you preserve
yourselves irom the danger or excess and the occa¬
sion of sin, and the force of such example Is very
strong upon other* who may be falling victims to
ttievfeeof Intemperance. AH should make some
sacrifice to assist la eradicating this pest Irom our
midst. This Is the first time in my Ulo I ever at¬
tended what might propcri? be termed a temper-
ance meeting; and 11 I make a temperance speech
to-night it is the first time I ever attempted It. 1
need not say that l havo always had a horror ol the
vice of intemperance, as everybody must who is
capable of Judgtag of its ruinous effects upon
society. As your Bishop, 1 have done what
was in mv power to arrest its progress. I
have made the most severe regulation* against It.
1 have urged upon tne clergy to do ail in their power
to bieak up low grogshops, and have ordered them
to refuse Christian burial to those who die of its
eiTects, as well us to tuose who sell liquor to drunk¬
ards. In my visitations i have been accustoine 1 to
warn the yonng In particular against acqnlring the
habit, to avoid taking the first step lu a path which
leads to so much vice ami misery. We are all only
too well acquainted with the evil consequences to
Individuals and to society which result from indul¬
gence in tins vice. Ii each ouoin the audience were
only to relate his simple experience it would make
the best temperance lecture Imaginable.

In making vour statements ana appeal*,
avoid exaggeration. Do not speak or act rs U tem¬
perance were t he only virtue and drunkenness the
only vn e.a if vou were sure of heaven because
you never drink liqnor and "ail other men were
sinners." It is this Pharisaic way or talking and
acting mat has brought discredit upon such asso¬
ciations, and it is a danger to wluch they are ex¬
posed front their very character.

To the surprise of old boatmen and discourage¬

ment of freighteia the Hudson River is to-day
closed as far south from Albany as Tlvoli, distance
flrtv miles. The effect Is damaging. The cold snap
which caused tt commenced on Monday last, and
rrom that time forth until yesterday the wind blew
great guns from the northwest, and the mercury in
the thermometer dropped, bince then reports have
come In slowly of damages by wind and Ice. On
Wednesday night, as the steamboat Altda, with tow,
was neartng Stony Point, tho gale struck the
boats with full lorco, carrying away the
upper deck of a barge, wti-eh struck tho steamer
and knocked both of heram ..esij ks and one wheel-
house overboard, seven or the barges and canal
boats were blown ashore or sank. One, with 7,ooo
bushels of potatoes and other freight, lies opposite
Highland Falls, with her bow Just showing at low
water. The others are farther np tho river. Tho
escape of those on board without loss of life Is
doomed miraculous. Yesterday 1 made a tonr of the
Hudson River between here and Albany to note the
true state or affairs. Going north liardly any ice is
observable till yon reach Harrvtown, when cakes or
abont bait a mile in length bccuc numerous.block
Ice. new and sharp. At Kntnebcck clear block ice
reaches from shore to shore, but the ferryboat I.ark
manages to tore* her way throngli tt, thus keeping
communication with Ttondout and RhlncbocK open.
Yesterday the steamboat Ohio laid at Kings¬
ton Point and her tow of forty-live boats
at I'orr J-.wen. They were all bound north, but the
Ohio coaled up and took them back to New York.
The Philadelphia tugboat Dr. Wolverwm trans¬
ferred a barge she had in tow to the steamer Kinma,
a ilttle north of Hudson, and returned to ilhlnebeck,
where she had some repairs made to her boiler ana
started back tor Philadelphia.
From Rninebectt to Harrvtown the lee moves

sluggishly along with the tide In huge fields auil
quite thick.
At Tlvoli lliere Is a heavy ice gorge, in many

placos tho boulders four to ilve Icet thick, piling one
above the other, presenting un insurmountable
barrier to boats of auv description. Yesterday Ibe
ferryboat made only one trip. At ilie mouth or
Livingston's Greek, several miles north of Hvoil,
the large ocean steamer North Star Is visible.
During this summer she has been lying at
anohorofT Cats! ill in lresh water, in order to clear
her from barnacics. on Thnrsdav. during tho
gale, she was blown from her fnsienings, and, sur¬
rounded by ice fields, was driven down the river to
where sne now lies on the fists on her broadside.
As the wind lulled and the tide became mller she
riuhted. having incurred no damage. Yesterday the
chief engineer boarded her, with tho intention of

fettlug up steam and taking her to New York, but
amconildcnr she cannot get through unless we

have an immediate and heavy thaw. About one
hundred feet from her, and both live hundred Icet
trom the shore, is the barge K. Miller, nrmlv Im¬
bedded in the lco and heavily laden with produce.
Tho steamboats New Champion and sunnvside are
frozen in at t'atskUl dock. The ferryboat there has
a track, but it Is with llie greatest difficulty that It
is kept open.
A fine looking vacht, schooner-rigged, lies frozen

in between Gatsklil and Hudson.
At Athens the steamer city of flndson Is frozen

In. and jtisr, below ibo dock is a canal tmat fast in
the ice. The steamboat Annie had a hole rut In Iter
hull by the Ice. ami was run ashore near stuvveeant.
The Guyuga lelt Albany on Wednesday night with
sixty canal boats In tow. She lost one or ber wheel*
at htuyvesant. Tho John K. Robinson and iiattic
M. Ittggs, tugs, and the side-wheel steamer Baltic
are frozen tight in the loe in tne same vicinity. The
steamboat S. O. i'lerce Is last in Die ice off stuy ve
s.mt. The ice there Is five Inches thick. Yesterday
she got up steam and tried to leave for a more
genial clime, bat she waa four hours going twen y
feet, and tnen gave it up as a bad job.
The steamer Belle, with a tow of six canal boats

and four barges, all heavily loaded with produce,
bound south, was obliged to stop at Gaslietoii, and
now they all lie there firm;v frozen In.

Ttiv oiily line of steamers now running rrom an?
potut norm or this city to New York is tne Handout
uno. the Cornell and Baldwin. lu thl< vicinity there
Is not much floating icc as yet, and as I" write the
weather is moderating last, with the prospect of :t
storm, and probably ram. The Hudson has not
cloned above here so enriy In a number of year*
before, and n« a conse'iimnce the uarus'tc must be
heavy.

The Bourtli Avenue Butcher*' Pen.How People

Have to Sua the Gauntlet ot the Loco*
motives-The Publio Demand a

Depressed Railroad Track.

A llxit ii.i> lepoUer took a ride oue day hut vrook
on a dirty, unwholesome hone car or the Hell Rail¬
road which lords the city, for ttie purpose of making
a visit to that part of the Harlem Railroad track
which is Intersected l>y Fifty-ninth street and In
that iimnedlato vicinity. The car driver, by whose
side he took a stand on tho front plallorni, was one
of nature's noblemen.an Individual uauflled up 10
the neck with comforters and padded around tho
ehonlders to keep the northeast wind away.
Nearimr Fourth avenue, in Fifty-ninth street, tlio
