The
first two days' proceedngs were stripped of a great
@eal of thelr (ntérest to some of those whose curl-
oetty was exclted by the peculiar situation of the
priwoner, and those personally interested in Mrs.
Wharton, cither &3 relatives or warm personal
“friends; bul the Jury empanclied, the statement of
the prosecution putl in, and the evidence already
commenced, drape the proceedings with new and
pmportant surroandings that are of the greacest mo-
ment, both to the prisoner and the public generally.

OTENING OF THIS DAY'S PROCEEDINGS,

At ten o'clock this morning the Court waa called
w0 order, with all the jndges and other oMeinls
In their places. As yesterday, the crowd outside
the space assigned to the bar was great, and, If
possible, larger than on either of the preceding
<daye of the trial. The spuace assigned speclally for
e ladies was fllled w overflowing at least an hoar
belore the Court was called with the fewinine re-
presentatives of the arstocratio and iashlonavle
society ol Baltimore, all of whom seémed to take a
deep and tvely Interest In their former aasoclates.

Mr, Steele, for the defence, having the foor,
began his argument agalnst the admussibllity of the
evidence, & few minuies after ten o'clock, and with
much alility and eloquence lald down the points of
his objection to the question.
