The House then went into Committee of the Whole,
baving the Apportionment bill under consideration.
The discussion of the details of this bill was very
generally participated in by Eastern and Weatern
members, Mr. Maynard, of Tennessee, putting nis
finger in the ple as usual. Many members appear
somewhat befogged as to what really constitutes
ihe basls of apporuonment. Some seem to be labor-
Ing under the Impression that the whole popula-
Hon, including that of the Territoriea and the Dis-
trict of Columbia, 18 to be counted, whereas not
only 1 the population therein excluded, but all
other male citizens who are excluded from the right
of franchise on account of reasons other than those
eontalned In the fourteenth amendment to the con-
sutution, There are nine cases of these exceptions
In the different States.

Mr. Siokes, of Tennesses, was on the fioor
lo-day, conferring with the Tennessse membors.
He waa greeted with warmth by some of his former
polleagues, but rrom his short stay the atmosphera
generally did not seem to agree with him. The
sbeent members are coming o, Mr. Schofeld, of
Pennsylvanis, was 1u hls seat to-day for the first
Hme, and was warmly greeted by nis friends. The
procecdings of the House were unimportant, and
Mitle work 19 to be expectad Ll afrer the holldays,

The democracy sull adhere to the determination
pot to announce any polioy till alter the holldays,
hoping that the politica: fight which has been
going on in the Senate ever since the assembling of
Dongress may resull in giving backbone to the anul-
pdministration men in the House, In the Senate
the battle promises L0 WAX very warm indeed,

pnd the republicans aré busy fOgullng each
other.

To-day there were w0 distinct contests,
and, singalarly enongh, the administration

was on the wiong #ide in both. The for-
mer of these was over Mr. Bumuer's bill to re
doce taxation and asbolish the Internal Revenue
Bureau, Mr, sherinan opposing ita refevence to the
Finance Committee, of which he 18 chalrman, on the
ground that the Senate had no authority under the
ponstitution to originate measures affecung taxa-
don. Iu nis reply Mr. Sumner showed that
this was nol gn ofiginal measure for taxation and
revenue, such as was contemplated by the organic
law, but simply & moditicatjoq and repeal of exist-
Ing acta of Oongress, and Mr. Thirman Went
farther, and proved that Mr. Clay's Compromise
Fariy bill, passed by both Houses, was o sufclent
precedent for tho refersnce asked by the Senator
from Massachusetta, Any further antagoulsm
would bave revealed too plalnly at the very
entset a determined hostility on the part
of the frienda of the administration to the
measurea proposed by tho President In regard
1o taxation, and 80 Mr. Sherman fAnally withdrew
Bl opposition. It cannot fall to be remarked, how-
ever, that this important bill has fallen into the
handa of the Phullstines. At the last moment Mr.
Bumper added five conts per gallon 10 the tax on
distillea spirits, making the stamp tax, wmch is to
b lo lew of every other kind of taxa-
gion, eighty Instead of seventy-five oents per
gellon. The ofMcers  employed under the
reduced aystem will e only a singie collector
for each Btate and Territory, and oconsequently
there will be a great lopping away of the army of
ofice-holders, Tnls fight was only the prelude wo
she greater battie which was to come and which ls
not yot cnded.

Suspeosion of the WriL ¢/ Huabens Corpus In

Juckson Connty, Florida.

The President has determined to suspend the
Writ of habeas corpus ln Jackson county, Florida,
and his proclamation to that effect 18 expected to-
morrow after the Cabinet adjourns. This determi-
nation has been pending for some time, but ite
execution has been delnyed by the assembling of
Congress and the preparation of the Measage.
Jackson county has about fourteen thousand
Inhabitants, and rejolces In &  record
of 179 unpumsbed murders since andrew Johnson
announced that peace and good order relgned In
all the porders of the United =tates. Representa-
tive Horace Maynard, Chalrman of the sub-Ku
Kilux Committee, to which Florida was assigned
for imvestigation, submitted hia report to Senator
Boott two weeks ago, and the latter laid
It before the President, with the remark that
it offered stronger grounds for Executive action
than were ever presented in South COarolina. The
Presldent thinks so too, and hence to-morrow's
proclamation, which Mr. Akerman i8 to have ready
for the Cabinet. Calhoun county may be included
in the proclamatlon a8 it (s a hiding place for the
Jackson county bushwackers,

hostliity to the administration more than an attempt
ol the President to ocarry out any pian of reform in
the clvil service without asking legislative approval
In the Orst lostance.

A practical step was taken to-aay towards achlev-
ing that Intelligent supervision over the several
departmenta and thelr operations, withoat whicn no
relorm can be made thoroughly effective. It 18 n
ocurious illustration of the tendeccy 1o centrallzas
tion of control In legisiative bodles, to find that
several of the Hoose standing committees, which
by the rules are charged with very important
functlons, have for years past allowed their
powers to become obsolete and thelr duties
to remain unperformea, The committees referred
to are those on expenditures in the Ntate, Treasury,
War, Navy, Post Oflice and Interior Departments,
and also that on public butidinga. They are
charged, according to the rules, with ascertalning
whether the department expenditures are justifled
by law, whother claims are satisfied on sufficient
vouchers, and whether they are pald from funds
duly approprinted, whnether such funds are dis
bursed In acoordance with law, and what provisionsa
are necessary to provide more efectually for these
objects; also to report as to abuses in the matier of
publio defalcations, and further to report from
“time 1o time such provisions and arrangemenis as
may be necessary to add to the economy of the sev-
eral departments and the accountability of the om-
cers.” They are also to Inquire whether any offices
haye become useless OF UNNECESSATY, And O report
on the expediency of abolishing them, and rarther to
examine Into any necessary reduotion or increase
of pay, and generally to report whar legisiation
may be pecessary to lncrease eMcleucy In the de-

partments under thelr supervision. It can be |

readily scen that commiitees carrylng out such
duties would be very useful and ipnfluential. Tho
memory of the oldest Congressman runneth not
Lack, however, to the time when any one of these
commitiees ever did anything.
