In compliance with this wish no notice was given
to the schools that \his visit was to take place, the
teachers only being Informed of the approach of
the party o few moments before they entered. The
first visited was the primary school on Appleton
gtreet. On allghtlog from their carriage Lhe party
entered the room devoied ) teaching the low-
est classes, the children in Wwhich bad only
attended school a few months under the charge of
Mise Bprague, who gave an llostration of the
method of teaching these children to read by the
use of Dr. Lee's phonetic system.
