BROOKLYN COURTS.

SUPEEBE COURT-SPECIAL TERM.
The ( birth Street Extension Com.

In the General Term of the Supreme Court, Kings
county, the following cases, growing out of the
Church street extension, were decided:.
Catharine a. Sohnchardt vs. The Mat/or. Alder-

men and Commonalty of the City of New York;
William P. Douglas vs. The Mayor, £c.; A. Cordon
Hamerstey vs. The Mayor, rf&.It is charged that
toe city took the materials of buildings be¬
longing to these piaintlflfc without allowing
them their value. Tne cases were originally
argued on demurrer before Justice Cardozo, who
decided in tavor of the city. Tne property owners
appealed to the General Term, Judges lngranatn,
Barnard and Cardoso presiding, as the last named
Judge beard the argument in the Court below he
was disqualified. Judge lngraham delivered an
opinion in favor of the plaintiffs and Judge Barnard
dissented. Thus, the Court being equally divided,
the cases were referred to tne second Department
for a reargument. In accordance with this order
they came up yesterday at the Brooklyn General
Term.
Mr. J. Hooker Hambrsly argued on the part of

the plaintiffs mat the Commissioners, in making
their report, excluded Irom their estimate or
damages tne value of the materials of the build,
ing standing upon the lots, and that It lias been
the usual custom to give the materials to the own¬
ers of the building as ran compensation. That ;

before the repon was presented to (be Court for
confirmation the Commission said to the property
owners interested that the report gave them the

lit"right to the materials of the buildings and the right
to remove them from the lots taken, and thereby
prevented them from making any objection to Its
confirmation by the Court and secured their acqui¬
escence In it.
Mr. Aaron J. Vanderpokl contended on behalf

of the city that on the confirmation of the report by
the Supreme Court the amount became fixed, ana
that, Inasmuch as the property owners did not
object, they are now prevented from making any
confirmation.
The Court held that, as the city did not object at

the time the report was confirmed, it cannot object
now, and ga7e Judgment lor the plaintiffs In all three
cases, From $300,000 to $400,000 Is Involved.

EMIGRANT SWINDLING.
Recorder Hackett Immures Charles Moore In
the Tombs.Flutter Among the Pothouse
Politicians.
More than ordinary public attention has been

called to the case of Charles Moore, charged with
robbing a poor Immigrant by the name of Coinsok;
and UDjnst aspersions have been made against Dis¬
trict Attorney Garvin and the Judges of the General
Sessions, who had put all the enginery of the law into
operation to secure Moore's arrest after ho had for¬
feited bis ball in the summer. It appears that the
accused surrendered himself on Monday, and yes¬
terday District Attorney Oarvln directed him to bo

placed at the bar of the General Sessions. The
court room was crowded with emigrant r .inner*
and politicians lrom the First ward. The prosecuting
officer Informed Recorder liackett that he was not
ready for trial then, bnt hoped to be able to proceed
at some future day, as soon as he oould ascertain
the whereabouts of tbe proseoutlng witness.
Mr. William F. Howe, counsel for Moore, stated

that his client was out on bail upon this charge, out
through some Inadvertence ne was not in oonrc
when the case was called up. A man jointly in¬
dicted with him was prosecuted with great energy
by the District Attorney to a conviction, and the
Court sent him to the State Prison for live years.
The ball wob subsequently forfeited in the case of
Moore, and as soon as the judgment was entered up
the accused came lorward ana surrendered himselt,
He iMr. Howe) urged with Ills usual earnestness and
ability that ins client should be bailed nntll he
would be called to trial.
District Attorney Garvin vigorously opposed the

motion, and proceeded to give a history of the case,
stating that as he and His Honor wero desirous or
breaking np this gigantic system of emigrant
swindling it was found necessary to imprison tne
complainant lu tbe House ol Detention for weeks.
The prisoner kept away from tne jurisdiction of tne
Court until they were compelled to discharge the
witness. A bench warrant was issued for Moore's
arrest, but he could uot be found, and did not make
his appearance nntil he heard of tne discbarge of
the poor emigrant he hacl swindled. Everything
was done to arrest the villain Moore, and he (Mr.
Garvin) hoped that the Recorder would commit
Moore to prison without bait, so that he oould be
kept in custody until tbe witness was found. The
most persistent efforts would be made to secure the

fresence of the complainant; ana If be was in Ire-
una, Scotland, Germany or in this country he
would be bronght back to New York In order to
secure the conviction of Moore.
Tbe Recorder said that the matter of emigrant

swindling had attracted public attention to a large
degree, and some of the papers bad seen at to com¬
ment npon the want ol a proper cniorcemcnt of the
law. So far as emigrant swindlers were concerned
they wero prosecuted laithrully and earnestly by tbe
District Attorney, and when convicted tbe extreme
penalty of the law was enforced by his colleagae
and by himself. It would seem from the history of
this particular case that everything had been done
by the authorities to secure Moore's attendance;
aad as be (the Recorder) had no confidence that
this deiendant would make tus appearance if balled
he would refuse the motion for bail and commit
bim to prison nntil the attendance of the witness
for tne people could be obtained.
This action on the part of the Recorder and Dis¬

trict Attorney oreated quite a stir among tho down¬
town pothouse politicians who crowded the Court.

COUNTERFEITING.
Continuation of the Trial of J. D. Miner,

the Alleged Counterfeiter.

Yesterday the trial of Joshua D. Miner, who U in¬
dicted for bavins had counterfeit plates and coun¬
terfeit money In his possession, was resumed in the
United states circuit Court, before Judge Benedict.
There was a large attendance of spectators, and
more interest appeared to be taken in the nroceea-

jogs on the part of the public than during any
preoedlng day of the trial.
Mr. Pierrepont, Mr. Purdy and Mr. De Ray con¬

ducted the prosecution on behalf of the govern¬
ment. Mr. Fullerton and Mr. Phelps appeared as
counsel for the defendant.

TB8TIMOKY OF DKTEGTIVB APPLEOATB.
Mr. Applegate, an officer of the Secret Service,

was called aud examined by Mr. Pierrepont. in the
course of his examination be testified:.Colonel
Whitley informed me that Cole was going to
purchase a set of piates from Miner.a $10
plate of the Poughkeepsie National Bank and
$2 plate of the Ninth National Bank of New York.
and that cole was to give Miner $i,50Q for the
plates; I met Whitley at his office ou the 26th of
October; there were several officers of the Secret
Service present; Whitley told me to go up to Fifty-
ninth street to meet Qolo, search him and then fol¬
low him up to connect with Minor, to see them
"make .a deal" for a set of plates; this was at five
o'clock In the evening; berore that Colonel Whitley
took $1,500; It was marked and given to dole in a

lager beer saloon In the Btftvery, between Bleecker
aud Houston streets; cardell, Kennoch, Bauers, De
Lomo, myself and F.tzpatrick took a carriage, drove
to Fifty-sixth street, got out of 'ho carriage there and
walked up to Flity-ninth street; there we found
Cole; I searched him; he had a knife and two
keys, and this marked mouey he had In bis Inside
coat pocket; he was searched In the presence of
Kennoch; Cole then walked up toward Sixty-sev¬
enth street; Kennoch and Barnes followed Cole; De
Lomo and Carciell followed thorn, and Fltzpalrick
and Drummond were after them and I "shadowed"
them. I saw Cole with Miner; I was standing a
little below on the sidewalk; I saw two men; I re¬
mained behind a dirt ptlo until I saw Cole come up
to Miner, and as they came together Kennoch seized
Miner, and as ne was seized by the collar Miner
threw the package of plates toward me; the pack¬
age was enolosed in a buff paper; 1 kept my eye on
tho package, expecting that If any one came up 1
should arrest him; I expected that some one con¬
nected with Miner might come np to aid him and If
he did 1 would arrest htm; Kennoch and Miner were

squabbling, and I helped Kennoch to put irons on

Miner; I sent Kennoch alter Cole; he got him; Mi¬
ner, Cole, Kennooh aud myself got Into the carriage
and drove down to tho office in Bleecker street;
Kennoch opened the package; the outside paper of
the package was rauoU torn; inside was a green
cloth and inside that were the plates.the $10 and
$2 plates; we searched Cole; but did not find the
$1,600 on blm; Kennoch and I took lanterns, went
up to Sixty-second street and found the money; it
was wet; I signed a list of the mouey whtoh was
examined and would know that list again; I did
not see the arrest of the man who gave the plates
to Miner; this man gave ins name as Evey, but I
believe bis real nsmo is Thomas Ballard; 1 put no
mark on toe plates, but 1 know them by the drilling
and the oil paper in which the plates are packed.
[Mr. Fullerton specially asked the Court to have the
on paper marked.]

Ballard
was kept until nextaay.

W bitley give mm the roll of bills la the Bowery, be¬
tween Bieccker and Houston street, m a lager beer
saloon; 1 and wnuley went to the lager
beer saloon alone and met Cole there;1 bad been told nothing about Ballard
that uight; 1 was not here wnen Colo was kept three
days in Bieecker street; 1 was la Boston; 1 knew
Coie first about tbree years ago; 1 was up at his
house; we took bis wife aud nis stepson over to
'laylor's Hctel, Jersey City: tney were charged with
couuterieiting; In the lager beer saloon Cole said 10
coiunel WhiUey, "He (Miner) has agreed to deliver
me tue plates to-nlglit; he may give taem to me at
the stable, or he may take me out and oonneet with
some other party."

1 know tbe paper may have been there lu the ilrst
luawiuce; 1 saw Cole w hile Kenuoch was putting mo
irons on Miner; Cole then could uot nave been more
than ten steps irom mo-about thirty lect; turner
was then down on tne ground; I was holding him
by the throat while nc wub rtowu on the ground.

In reply to other questions on ctoss-examlnatlon
the witness denied ihui HO had ever been accused or

A .Startling Acknowledgment of the Health
ODirer.The Spread of iho llloeaae.Tho
Contagion In All the Institutions and Jnll.
An Extra Corps of Physician# To Bo Em¬
ployed.
Yesterday, in aocordanoe with tlie motion of

Alderman Bergen, the committee of the Board of
Health, composed of Aldermen McGroarty and
Clancy and Health Officer Cochran, visited the
Mayor's office to eonler with htm in regard to em¬
ploying an extra force of physicians as a vaccinat¬
ing corps. At the interview the report In the
Hbiuld of yesterday In regard to the spread of the
disease In Brooklyn was fully confirmed. The disease
has assumed a more threatening attitude than many
Imagine; but no one knows tho extent ol the
contagion better than tho licatth Officer, who lias
now become

TnOltOUGIlliY AT.ARMKD.
He said to the Mayor yesterday, "We have conto
hereto day, Your Honor, to say that we are out of
money and that tho smallpox Is Increasing in alj
sections of the city. It is in all our institutions and
the Jail, and It will be necessary for us to take some
action in tho matter. The only thing I can recom¬
mend at present Is vaccination and the keeping of
the streeia clean, and II tuts Ib not done we will
have serious trouble. Now we have oome here to
ask U we shall employ an extra corps of physicians
to do

. TUB WORK OF VACCINATION."

You will have to make
out a certificate and then the Common council will
authorize the raising ol the money.

¦ISflAMCEMftVT OF THE SHALLPOX HOS¬
PITAL.

To thr Editor of thb Hkbald:.
The fearless and undaunted manner In which you

Invariably espouse the cause of truth and Justice
induces me to raise my feeble votce in conjunction
with "An Old Citizen," who to-day asks tho mo¬
mentous question, "Who is responsible ?" I speak
wheyeor I do know wnen I endorse all that he has
written. I spent some weeks In the Smallpox
Hospital myself. Although not an inmate of "Long
Branch" I have as little reason to commend the
accommodations of tho "Stone House" as "An
Old Citizen's" Informant had to bo pleased
with the former habitation. I frequently asked
the doctor and matron for articles that
1 considered necessary tor my ooinlort aud speedyconvalescence, and was almost always met with
the reply, "We have ordered tnoin." Food was
always supplied wliou I asked for it; but the luxury
of a damask tablecloth, sliver fork, spoon or nap-
kin I never enjoyed, while the quality of the beef¬
steak was often of the toughest character and the
butter ot superior strength. I once feasted my eyes
on some delicious looking biscuit; bat when I came
to the pating of them my teeth remained glued to¬
gether In a mass of unreclalmable dough. This, I
learned, was tne fault of the range, which has stood
the test oi time sinoo ihe erection of the building. I
sooke to tho visiting physician from the city about
this ana ot aer deficiencies. wd$n he told, me, jnost
politely, however, "1 have ordered a n6# one.
Now. not to take up too much of your valuable space,
I would like to know what has become ot that $100,000
which was appropriated for the exclusive uso of the
Smallpox Hospital. It Is not devoted to paying the
two gentlemen who peril their lives day after day
in visiting the loathsomely affected inmates of tne
Institution; for in your lssuo or to-day the state¬
ment occurs that they have not been paid since the
1st of October. The matron, nurses, Ac., receive
salaries the most pitiful for immuring themselves In
that living pesthouse. There are no carpets, mir¬
rors or other costly turnlture.not even what would
make a Mulberr* street tenemeut house comfort¬
able. The new "bulidiugs" lately ereoted for the
accommodation of patients Is only too truthfully de¬
scribed by "An Old Citizen." The doctors live In a
shanty that the wind could almost lift from
its slight foundation. But whore is that
*100,1,00 t I no longer require the comforts it can
supply, but there are others who do, and who are
too ignorant of the way to obtain them or too timid
to complain if they suffer, and for thetn 1 would
speak. Five men compose the commission, whoso
daiv it is to supply the unfortunate victims of small¬
pox (who are always hurried away from home and
Mends to that lazar houso without the slightest
nreDaratlon) with all the comforts their abjcot con¬
dition demands. The former live in luxury, me
latter writhe In pain for weeks aud, if thoyjlo not
die rise to convalescence within oue ol the most
caeerless, comfortless aud boverty-strioken abodes
that cau possibly be devoted to the use of the sick.
