Every
year the New Year's festivities at Washington are
exactly like tnose of New York, and the same Is
true of no other two large clues In the coantry.

CAPITOL1NK ETIQUEITK.
In Washington tnere are lew Bet ceremonial days,

because nearly every day, Saturday and Sunday
excepted, in Wasmugton official life, is cere¬
monial day. Punctually on tne first day Con¬
gress meets the Judge* of the Supreme court walk
.U together to the White House to pay their rospectg
to the Chief Magistrate, and it has been many
years since this ceremonial has gone by delault.
Even when Johnson was being Impeached by Con¬
gress the Judges made it a unanimous point of
honor to go the whole length of the capital city, clad
In their silken robes, to Bhake him by the hand.

TUB BORE OF CALL DAYS.
At this time we will not particularize about re¬

ceptions and call days, save simply to relate that
one of the growing nuisances of Washington soci¬
ety lies In every lady, however bumble or obscure,
or who has any pretentions to be considered a part
of society, axing a certain day in the week to be
called npon. Hence, ir one starts out In a carriage
to pay day calls, tbe ohances are ten to one that
only a few houses win receive him, the servant
responding at the portal that "Mrs. receives
on Tuesdays."

Tnere Is old
Justice Clifford, ol Maine, who weighs above
three huudred pounds; there is Justice
Davis, ol Illinois, a man worth his million,
who weighs hard upon thiec huuareu pounds; tnere
also abides Justice Nelson, ol New York, the Nestor
ol the bench, who cannot wcign mucu less than
two hundred pounds, ami is a remarkably hand¬
some speciuieu of a line old lrian-amerlcan jurist,covered over with white nair like a wise goat.
Clilet Justice Chase bought a country box outside
ol Washington last year, but nis paralysis
has again compelled him to return to tne
home of Ins daughter, Mrs. Sprague, where he is
kindly cared lor, and already looks like bis lormer
sell, with tuo exception ol his hair, which Is uu-
Urely gone. Two 01 me Justioes..vi Her and Field.
occupy roomy and agreeaoie houses in the lost
waste of Capitol Dili, There also lives the voluptu¬
ary, .viiddlcion, Clerk 01 tne court, who is said to
be quite rich, and who cau tell you pie.ity ol stories
about Wirt.

WHO WEEK OUR GREAT JUSTICES?
The following Justices ol the .supreme Court have

never been elected 10 Lougress:.brad.ey, Davis,
Nelson, Field, .wilier and sjwa/ue. Chase, Clifford
and Btroug have been in congress. Ol these men
tne poorest is Clifford.not worth above fiiteen
tnousand dollars, yet happy as a wood sawyer, tie
is sixty-eight years old, was Polk's Attorney Gen¬
eral and Minister to Mexico, and was put on tne
Supreme Beucu by Buchanan. Moid is aiso indiffer¬
ently well on.worth, perhaus, $&o,ujo. biron.',
although nominally from Pennsylvania, is a native
oi Connecticut, and a representative Yankee lu
sagacity anu lorce. He lelt \ ale Cobege and took to
school teaching, like Chiei Jusuce Chase, and this
Drought htm tu Philadelphia, where he eutered toe
oar lu 1832, and took up uts anode in the old Dutch
county ol Berks, lit serv d manv years as a Judge
of the State Mipreme Court. He is married to a
second wile and has a crop or young children-
Justice Samuel T. Miller Is a native of Kenrucky,

and inauy think the ablest man on the oench. He
has been twice,married, aud the daughter just
wedded to Colonel stocking is the offspring ol his
first wife. Me began ine a physician, expressed
ldmseil too lreciy on slavery, and in ls60 he
settled in Iowa. He was counsel to a noli
widow there, his present wbe, and they have sev¬
eral children. She Is a spirited, able woman, and
Miller rank* with Chase as a man of original thought,
bold mind, large learning and candid, citarltaole
spirit, if cua»e should die now Miller Would get his
place aud deserve it. The dauguter just wedded is
a fine, robust woman, dark in complexion and
slightly burued or scarred npou the lace. Mia
Miner's lather is said to have been an innkeeper in
Onto.
Judge Swayne is noli, made so by judicious in¬

Four men
on the bench would make good Presidents.Chase,
Miller, Davis and strong. All the Justices speak
highly of Lyman Trumoull. Judge Chase said,
some time ago, that Trumbull's opinion in the case
ol the Impeachment of Audrew Joun-on was
worthy 01 tne best exemp.iflcadoas of tne itomaa
Donate.

THE MEXICAN PIRACIES.

The Lower California Land Company and
the Late Mexican Filibustering Out¬

rage.Interesting Letter from
Mr. George Wilkes.

New York, Dec. 10,1871.
To the Editor of thk Herald:.
Dear Sir.Your article of Monday on the reoent

piratical events In Lower California reached me
while on the road from Washington, on the same

day, but at too late an hour to respond in Tuesday's
Herald io the Invitation given me, as one of the
Directors of the Lower California Company, to state
their views upon the subject of tne late Mexican
outrage upon the company's works and upon the
American colonies at and near Magdalena Bay. I
gladly avail myself of your permission, however, as
the political condition or those colonies anu of the
Lower Cauloruia Company is but little understood,
and us vour opinion, that In this raid upon the colo¬
nies lostered by the company "we are going to nave
a case oi great importance on the part of the United
States against Mexico," w entirely correct.
And now, without desiring to encumber this state¬

ment with unnecessary details ot title aud acquisi¬
tion, it is enough to say, at the outset, that the
Lower Caliiornu Compauy is the legal assignee and
owner, in possession, oi a grant mads y tne repub¬
lic of Mexico, under President Juarez, in lsfli, lor
colonizing purposes, the rig,its, privileges and
lrancuises of which extend over tne greater portion
or the peninsula of Lower Caluorida. covering
about lorty-seven thousand square miles, or say,
auout tluriy millions oi acres; and to add at this
point tuat the company nought tins grant under an
examination oi lis tlile first by Mr. Robert J.
Walker, and subsequently oy lion. Caleb Cushtog,
Hon. B. P. Butler aad samuel L. M. Banow, Esq.,
the two latter of whom are now counsel lor the
company.
rue wnole of the land comprised within this

grain lies wnniu the latitudes and under tne tem¬
perature ox soumeru Duly, and is bounded on the
east aud west by two ranges of sea coast, each over
lour huuurod mues in leugtn, indented by deep
bays aud capacious haruors, ah filled with an abun-
dan i variety of llsii.
The Mexican government were moved to make

this gran, under a variety of motives, all of whicU
were sensloie, statesmanlike aud proper, in tue
first place tue peninsula of Lower Cauiornia, tiiougn
rating useu as a Mexican province, mid
so lar remote from the central government.
nay, so iar away at sea.tuat it always
maintained a posit.oa of arrogant independence,
contributing to mu nation no soldiers or supplies,
and only acknowledging its supremacv und enn¬
ui-lit domain iu order to prevent stronger Powers
from picking it up us a possession. 1 uas, there-
lore, always been pracneatly under tne ampatnetic
republican protection oi me government oi the
Cuued amies. Geographically ueary tue wnole of
it was a vast desert, uiue-tentns oi whicn bad never
been explored, tne ouiy population oi tue territory
being grouped ut the extreme point of the southern
or lower enJ, aud wnicu population wore as likely
to reject as ,o accept the Governors sent them from
the capital.in keeping with the uabitol conducting
ail tneir revolutions wunout central Interference.
This being tue condition ot things in Lower Cali¬

fornia, and these oeiug tlio loose relations betweeu
the national and Territorial governments, it was a
proper and a prudegv thing fpr til? twiner to turn
tins uesert Id account by Bilfiig tile Waste portion
ot it witu industrious coioulsts, 2nd in recruiting its
ex. austed unances by cpaiging a round sum of
mouey lor the privilege. Tuese were tne motives
wiuuu l.iduceu the government of Beuito Juarez
tne present president oi Mexico, to relinquish tuo
douiaiu whion 1 have above described, uud whicu
toon ns distinct provincial form in me
grant now ue,j bv the Lower California
Company. Utiuer the .eras of this grant,
the maiu oungatlous ot which against tue
purchasers were that they should pay siou.eoo and
place s.Ai tamuies (.he legal measure of wuiou Is
soo persons) within tue area witniu a given period.
We paid to Ml. uoineio, tue Minister of iheTuexi-
can government, luen resident ut Washington, tne

In carrying out this latter purpose they entered into
arrangements with a firm of 8011111 Americans,
Iroin r.cuador, named Uobos A Co., wuo took charge,
In targe part, for the company, 01 the Introduction
and direction ot the laborers so employed.
Under these operations and under the Influence

of au extending agriculture the American se.tle-
ineut at Magdalena was made a port of entry oy the
Mexican government ana a Custom House estab¬
lished tuore; wbue, on the other hand, tue Interests
of the American colouies, which had grown up
under the protecting snadow of the company, had
become so Important mat congress 'estab¬
lished a Consulate at Magdalena, and the
President appointe I Colonel Drake De Ray
to fill toe post. Here was a state of prosperity
whicn exempted the company from tne necessity of
goiug upon the market with their stock aud wnich
enabled them to keep within themselves the enure
property which tbev had tuus acquired and
laboriously utilized. The company did not
lutena,- however, to manage their pos¬
session*. in auy narrow spun, and I only
mention this clrcnmsiance to show that they were
not lu any sense a mere sueauiatiug or stock-jobbing
association.

ter In a duicient light, we did not direct rnucn of
our attention tn correcting these impressions. Tne
company, on tne contrary, bent upou large projects,
sent me direction to Kurope, early last suriag, to
open negotiatioud witu piouunoni bankers and
emigration agents in Hoiiaud, for tne acquisition 01
two or uiiee nandred thousand Dutch colonists, in
a plan of distribution 01 stock, wnicn was thought
to M available, and at a later date tn lite
summer directed ine to also lay a proposal
bo,ore the Preach government to accept the

superintendents at Magdaiena to go there also, to
co-operate with him iu his efforts and r -piMenta¬
tions. All tne conditions ot our grant liad been
rigorously lunilled, ana we had complete couudence
that the Mexican government would ulUmutely do
as justice.
While thus depending upon Us sense of equity.

Coins A Co., wno had cnarge of our laborers, and
who had the advantage of being of ilio Spanish
race, entered upon a conspiracy with cerium or tne
natives to dispossess us aud tne Amerioan
colonies whlcn had grown up uuder us,
and, taking advantage of the absence
ot cerium of our loaders, went south
to La Paz, formed a cabal, came to Magdaiena at
the head ol a large body of armed men, who lell
upon the settlements unawares and succeeded in
taking liiem into their possession.

Coilyer has come on a lecturing tour
East, and so successful has he been
In his efforts to raise a fund for the rebuilding of
bis cnurcb mat a sum of Rom thirty to forty thou¬
sand dollars is now at his disposal for the above
object. Tbe heroic part lie played during and
subsequent to the great disaster, and tbe
manly patience and perseverance he dis¬
played in the alleviation of tbe awful
distress that has prevailed in the burned
city ,nave made nis name almost a housenotd word
all over the la-id. The lecture delivered last even¬
ing was in lehalfof the cnitstlan Union. Before
commencing tne subject proper he said be was de¬
lighted to have the opportunity to make a
small return for the kindness and liber¬
ality displayed by the people of Brook¬
lyn In so Dobly succoring the poor
burned-ont city or tne West. Tins was not Ills own
Individual expression of gratitude. The tamo reel¬
ings were participated In by a vast multitude, who
had been relieved by their liberality, wno were

grateful not only lor pecuniaiy succor, but also
lor the confidence reposed In them by the
United 8tat.es and the old mother country
ot their arising lroui tills momentary depression.

He was emphatically a raau of tue peopie, sharer

of their joys and partaker of tueir sorrows- He
wept wtihtbeai that wept aud rejoiced with them
tnat rejoiced. Wonder has been expressed that he
could be so great, born as be was in such
humble circumstances; but his lowly birth
was the secret of nls success. The
greatest prouueuous that the world has
ever seen have oeea given to the world til tne exer¬
tions called lorHi ia a hard utrugglo wlih poverty. A

PROGRESS OF TEE NINETEENTH CENTURY.
Lectlire by Dr. Marshall at the Cooper Insti¬

tute Latt Evening.
Dr. T. W. II. Marabail lectured last evening at mo

Cooper Institute under tbe auspices or Hie Catliolio
Union. There was an immense audience present,
which seemed to take deep interest in ail the
speaker bad to say. The subject or Mr. Marshall's
lecture was "Progress or tbe Nlneieentu century,"
although 11 he had entitled it "Deterioration or the
Nineteenth Century" It would have been tar more
in keeping with the general tenor or what he said
and what he tried to make his hearers be¬
lieve. Ue asserted that we are drilling Into a
state ol barbarism and savagery as lost os^ it Is pos¬
sible lor us to go, and all because many nations or
the world have discarded Catholicism and
adopted Protestantism. Indeed, a more gloomy
picture than that drawn by Mr. Marshall
or the nineteenth century In every particular, cannot
be imagined. As ror religious progress tbe present
century know no such inlug, he asserted, lu wuat
we are pleased to term "our progress" we nave
lost sight or all that is dear to mankind.hope,
laltb and charity. In this connection lie
called the attention to what he siyled ino depraved
and barbaric condition or calvinistlo Scotland as

compared with ine glorious ooudltlou ot that
country in the Middle Ages, when it embraced
Catholicism. The squalior, degradation aud pre¬
eminent misery or certain classes or
Die English, the Scotch and the Germans
are, he asserted, without a parallel tu the
history or pagan lauds.
