Sir.Letters Just received by special messengers^

who leit Unyunverabe about a month ago, tniorm u*
ol a sad calamity that has Oafallen the Arab setuo-
muut there, and that will in an likilhcod stop tha
road to Ujijl and Karague for some time to ooaro.
All acconuu agree as to the main raola; but natu¬
rally the letters written by Mr. Stanley, an Ameri¬
can gentleiu in, who was on the spot, are the mdm
circumstantial and ienable. I am indebted to Mr.
Webb, the American Consul here, for some detail*
related in those letters, wnich will no doubt be pub¬
lished in full elsewhere.
.» briefly, the position Is this:.The Arab colony «t
tho interior, whose centre is Unyunyembe, haa lor
some time been led by a set of avaricious, unprinct-
pleu men, whose acts of extortion, both on natives
and the poorer Arabs, have tor some time back been
complained of to ayed Uurgasb, wno is impotent-to
Interfere at sucu a distanca so long as things ftp
well for the Arabs. A clucr, wh se village was ono
day's Jonrney distant on the main road to Djljl and
Karagne, fell under tho displeasure of the l/nyaa-
yembe settlers, and tils place was attacaed in duo
course by a lorce of aDout 1,6)0 muskets. Seeing
that ho could not hold the stockaded village ne re¬
tired with Ins followers and iorraod an ambush for
the return ol the atiackiug party wnen laden with
Ivory and other booty. The result was disastrona to
tho Arabs, and a great many were killed, uiciuduig
ten or twenty of the leader's men ol good lamMy
here. The Arab retreat soon became a root, and
much property was lost. Fortunately Mr. Stanley,
wno was weak and ill iroin fear, managed to return
to Unyanyetnbe, bat he was abandoned by thn
Arabs, who o conduct he speaks ol as cowardly ua
the extreme.

tiucti is the constant state of things In Central
Africa. The road to L'jut will now be shut for»
time, and when we may again hear of Dr. Living¬
stone Is most uncertain. Ono or the men who cam*
down now says that there was a rumor that Mr.
homed bin Oharib ami the white inau (Dr. Living-
stonei would come back from Mayeuia by way ol
Marunga and w jiuba. The roport is worth nothing,
1 consider, but I may as wen mention It.
The last lot of things sent by Mr. Churchill had

affairs is most serious. They have now settled (fir
up In the country, and oollected about tnem thou¬
sands or slaves drawn from the country lieetr.
These they cannot do without, and yet cannot trustt
iboy are all armed, and may turn against tnelr
masters.
The chief with whom they are at war hi well pro¬

vided with arms, and a caravan of bis is now on
the way op with several hundred kegs of powder
to stop these people on the way. The Waaagam
have been told aiready to attack and plunder Mesa,
but Uils, too, may be bnt the beginning of similar
attacks on Arab caravsus, for the wild ttibhs, once
plunder has been encouraged, will care little whom
they attack.
