CHRISTUM iflOfG THE GERMS*.

"Wefhniicbica" la Glerasny.The Christian
Character sf the Festival.Christmas Soci¬
ally.
Gormauv.that Is, that portion of Europe which la

Inhabited by the uatlou speaking the German lan¬
guage and being ruled by German laws.docs not
know anything of and has no national festivals or
holidays. But Germany Is a Christian land
where the Christian Church Is a recog¬
nized State institution and protected by
law. For this reason the festivals of
tho Christian Church are celebrated as legal boll,
days throughout Germauy. The three greatest and
highest Christian lostivals being celebrated in the
course of a year in Germany are Christmas, Easter
and Pentecost (Whitsuntide}, each of tnem lasting
for two consecutive days. Christmas, as tne feast of
CUrlst's nativity, is tor Ps occasion the most Joyful
of the festivals named. On tnis anniversary of the
birth of the Saviour, from thousands and thousauds
ol pulpits allte lu Germany, the words are repeated,
"Glory to God on bign; peaoe on earth, and good
will to mankind." But, aside from Its solemn
Christian character as a festival of two days' dura¬
tion, Christmas Is also tho greatest annual gsneral
love feast or Germany. That country belongs to
Northern Europe, where about this time of the year
nature is covered with snow and ice, steeping us
wintry sleep. Jo*t about the middle of
the dreariest part of tnis season the blissful
festival of Christmas is celebrated. The
great boon accrued to mankind by Christ's birth is
at tho commemoration of tne latter Imitated in
overy Christian household of Germany by Christmas
gins. Where there are small children in the lami-
lies Christmas trees are decorated, which consist of
the tops of yonng firs or pines or of boughs or
cherry, chestnut, linden or other trees, which latter
In good season, some weeks before, have been
placed lu tue parlors, and, by watering with luke¬
warm water, nave been made to sboot forth green
leaves aud blossoms Just ubout the time or the festi¬
val. Thosu trees are profusely adorned with apples,
gilded ann silvered nuts, candles and sweet*
meats ot all sorts, glass baiis ol different
sizes and colors, sad chiefly also with wax tapers
for the lighting of the trees. On the tables under¬
neath the trees toys, books, clothing and other gilts
are spread. The litue children are kept awar from
the room where aud wnlic the Christmas tree Is be¬
ing decorated, aud are made to believe that this
work Is being done by the Cbrtsi-Child ("Chrtstklna-lem," or "Hciiigo » hrist"). The tree is lighted and
presented to the children on Christmas eve or
morning. It being thecoiumou tradition that Christ
was bom at night Ume. 'rue joy and.lioucoi the
children, when they are called to the Christmas
tree, is, of course, great, and at the same time
touching to rue other members of the family. But
not only the children aro recipients of Christmas
gifts from their parents, but amid congraiulatlous
also husbaud and wue and grown brothers
and sisters present each other, and even Uie ser¬
vants are presented bv their employers with Christ-
mas gifts, in commemoration or the birth of Ilim,
whuee cardinal principle and doctrine was that men
love each other and promote their mutual happi¬
ness. fcucli Is family life and Miss about and during
"Weihnachteu" (Christmas) in Germanr. Family
1s doubtiees considered there as the moral basis of
society. There may be no German living under any
aone or lu any country who does not grate¬
fully remember the happy Christmas days of
his ohildhood passed in Fauierland. Two consecu¬
tive days are, as stated, in Germany spent as Chris-
mas holidays, and given to devotion by the attend¬
ing of divine service, to vacation and rest from
business and to merriment in the family circle. In
the cities and towns the evening of the second dav
nnd tne afternoon and evening following are exten¬
sively used for social enjoyments, such as ooncerts
aud balls.
Tbe Germans In this oonntry retain the custom of

Fatherland with regard to the celebration or Christ¬
mas In the lamlty circle, and laat ulgbt and this
morning thousands of nobly decorated and hand¬
somely lighten Chnsmas trees were presented in
German households or this city and vicinity to the
children, both to the joy of the parents andthe hap
pincss or tne young folks.
As to social entertainments quite a number of

Christmas balls will be held by different German
vocal aud olncr social clubs of this city to-night,
wnue Die prluclpai Gentian beer gardens of tills
city will resound with conceri music, both this alier¬
uoon aud evening.
