than Rome, the pride and boast of every
American, as the great example of the repub-
lic's enterprise and progress, full of nobla im-
pulses, its history a history of generous,
princely deeds, ever leading in any work of
industry, charity or patriotism; the frat to
draw the sword when Bumter fell and to
open Its purse when Chicago was destroyed—
her government has beea a sosndal and a
shame. Good mem have governed the oity
and have done thelr best to serve the people;
but the scandal has always beon In the ays-
tem of government.

The great olty has besn a kind of foragiog
ground for adventurous politicians. When
Rob Roy, in his Highland fastnesscs, desired
a little ex:itemoent or reoroation or booty he
simply rode into the lowlands and robbed a
village or a townshlp. Every year when oar
legislative Rob Boys arrived at Albany the
first thing in order was topl:nnrqﬂop”t_l!,
metropolis. Here was all the money; here
were precious franchises to be stolea; bere
were mighty railway oorporations ready to
bleed or surrender at the first pressure, and
all that was neceasary was a bill. Then we
had the vast machinery of munioipal govern-
mont, wiw,@s.mum.gymmw-. The
way lo rench that was by “a cbharler,” or,
sometimes, a tax levy. Bo every year
we had the obarier amended or ex-
tended, or abolished or recreated, to meet
the exigenoles of the needy and ambitious
men who happened to be ia Albany.
Look at the long line of valiant clansmen
whose horae hoofs have ridden over our fur-
rows, Thera was the old Ragency trihe; and
what a tribe they were, and how gayly they
dashed upon us season after sepson! Then we
bad the illustrious veleran, Thurlow Weed,
whoss boys ‘‘went through” us (lo uss a
phrase from the Bowery) annually tor a dozen
yoars. Thurlow, however, haa goas loto
dignifled and [oterssting retirement, and sits
by the camp fires tolling slories Lo the squaws
and the children, while the yuong bucks are
on the warpath. Then we had Boss Tweed
and his tribe, whose achievements have filled
the world. What a gorgaous, gorging time he
and his clansmen have had in the great city !
What booty they have gathered! Diamonds,
yachts, club hbouses, bonds, mortgages, fine
raimeat, linen and purples, aod goodly sums
of gold and silver! They were eplendid
raiders after their fashion, and scattered their
largess in Highland fashion, little caring
where it fell. Let that bs remembered to their
honor—if they robbed us they sent their money
back through the gamblers and tavern koepers
and other odd, unmentionable chaunels,

So from bad to worss; from worse to what
really seems to bave been the worst ! And we
have had a reaction, and citizens assembling
To Yevlss remedies” and get themselves into
office. Well, we reapect these most respect-
able people, but we have been dreading lest

even they would (urn out to be Highlanders
after all. Remember that old Rob Roy him-

self was fond of going down into Lhe low
countries, dressed as an honest ocaltle
drover, just before making a raid If
we are not mistaken, many of the faces
we see in this reform movement wo
have seen belore—riding after Bosa Tweed,
or Thurlow Weed, or Dean Richmond, keen
for plunder and eager to barry the poor
city. It would not surprise us to have this
Commitiee of Seventy turn on us booted and
sputred, and deal with ps afier the old fashion.
Such things bave been known, and it is mem-
orable and significant that the committee have
never risen above a condition of drowsiness
excopl when an office was to be won, Lot
them do all the good they can while they are
in the humor. They are for a day. Wa want
something that will last for all Lime.

We want a charter worthy of the greatnesa
of New York. What is New York? Geo-
graphically speaking n community settled upon
Manhattan Island to the aumber of eight hun-
dred thousand souls. Speaking from the facls
it is a community of two millions, dwelling
within a circumferance of a dozen miles from
City Hall. Brooklyn, Williamsburg, Hoboken,
Jersey City, Staten Island, Newark, and even
Westchester county are all praoctically New
York. Here they do business. Here most of
their active life is spent. Here they buy and
#ell and make money, and find amusement and
instruction. There are probably two millions
of souls who are as much citizens and resi-
dents of New York as dwellers in West-
minster aad Kensington and Chelsea are
citizens of London, London is notn-
ing more than an aggregation of
towns, The city proper bears as much pro-
portion to the city of politics and fame as New
York below Wall street bears to Manhattan
Island. Yet the English, with a wisdom
which we should emulate, as soon as the
spreading city threw its web over a village or
a0 independent municipality, embodied it. It
was no longer Southwark or Hampstead or
Bayswater, or any of the twenly local names
that linlamli_g Araditions and enable cab-

men to flnd thelr Wa¥, but Loadon. So shoald
it be with New York. ' Sl

Everythiog is ripe for the work. We had
such a work on a smaller scale—to take an
illusiration as near home me Poiladelphia.
Until 1854 that pleasant, pastoral, Invigorat-
ing city was simply s collection of villages.
There was Kensington, Bouthwark, the
Northern Liberties and a half dozen more, Inde=
pendent of each other, and with distinot
mupicipal government and anthority.  Phila-
delphia saw how absurd and expensive this
was, and the villages were united, together
with many square miles of farmifng land,
until, as we are frequently reminded in the
harmiess newspspers of thet mild and tepid
city, it is now among ‘‘the largest cities in
the world.{' _Nm{. we do nol propose to imi-
tate Philadeiphia by going up to the High-
landa and making West Point and Peekskill
wards of New York., But Philadelphia
did a good thing in hber consolidation.
She followed the example of Loodon; sbe
made hersellf a oity, and bad a mors effective
and economical government. This we should
bave in Now York, Bo long as the Tammsay
Ring waa in power, and public plander heoame

understapd .why our suburban cities woald
sheink from any alliance with New York. Bat
Tammany is dead. Its bones have gone to
moulder with the bones of Judas Iscariot. We
question If even the Prophet could move them
into new life. Good men now hold the oity.
These Greeley republicans In the new Board
of Aldermen have, to be sure, a hungry and
anxious look; but we have trust in the Legis-
lature, To prevent the growth of another
Tammany Ring we must bave the aid of these
suburban cities. They are free from those
large and peculiar classesof population which
weigh upon the lndustry and good name of
New York. Thair citizens would naturally
support good government. There would ba no
machine majorities, no chance for organized
repeatiog and frands upon the ballot box. The
conservative influence of the suburban vote
would purify the democratio party and enable
mea like Mr. O'Conor aund Tilden to remain
ln control of its destinles.

In giving usaa new ohartor let the Legisla-
ture give ua a new oity. Lol us organizy New
York as Paris and London have been organ-
ized, Let a line be drawn along the lower
part of Westchester, including Yonkers, and,

piag tho Mest River, ombrace Mewoklyo,
Willlamsbarg and the couniry seven or eight
miles beyond. Thia Is really New York, and
let it be called New York., There would be
some difficulty, no doubt, in obtaining the con-
oeasions from New Jeraey; but if we could
take in Jersay City and the sur w_;dlﬂi toyos
as far as Newark, then New glork would be
complote. Batour congern is with our own.
We have the power to make thess changes;
to form @& comprehensive, judic liberal
asiee ST s s Yok a4 g Bsisdin-
tional righta of the people ; to make a oity that
might well be called The Metropolis, and to
eatablish a form of government thyat would
honor the republic. Lot all local jaalousies,
all the aspirations and noisy clamor of hungry
polilicians who want office be overlooked.
Now is the lime to make New York worthy of
itself; t‘g mlk& the recurreace of any Tammany
régiie impossible ; to Dave a mualeipal gov-
ernment ‘‘of the people, for the people and by
the people ;" to disaolve all the liltla rings and
boards and contrivances that overran our
suburban friends like a murrain. If we fail
to do this at the praseat Logislature the
work will bs undone for another generation,
and the campalgn that bas just been won by
the reformera will only ba a prelude to a still
flercer campaign within the next tan years,

The Roenmaslan Rallrond Question.

The Sublime Porte, backed by Rnssia and
Austria, is sharply pressing the government
of the Danubian Principalities for a settlement
of its railway obligations. Such is one of the
oable despalches which we print this morning.
The Roumanian Railroad question is not new.
Some months ago it sscmed to be growing
rapidly into & ecasus belli; and there were

many, not il informed, who were of
opinion that Prince Biemarck was not
vnwilling to take wadvantage of the

opportunity to precipitate a final settlement
of the Eastern question. It is well koowa
that the whole troubls arises from the fact
that the Roumanian government, which owns
the rafiruads, the money for the construstion
of which was furnished by subjects of the
German empire and of Great Britain,
has actually, and in sition to  the
wishes of the Hospodar, r]l'r'oe dharhs,
gone in for repudiation. After the close
of the Franco-German war Prince Bismarck
came at once to the rescus of his Ger-
man brathren, No time was lost to make
Austrls thderstand That In the setélement of
this question she too was deeply and seriously
interested; and ona of the resulis of the
conferences held at Gasteln and at Salzburg
was the adhesion of Austria to the polioy
which Germany had decided to pursue to-
wards the Principalities, For a time It did
seem a8 if the alliance of Austria and Germany
meant war with Russia; for it was a matter
of common belief that Russia was encouraging
Roumania in her policy of resistance. From
causes not yet fully explained Rossla bas
found it necessary to reconsider her position ;
and now we learn that Russia equally with
Germany and Austria insists that the govern-
ment of the Principalities most pay its debt.
It is a fact not undeserving of notice that in
thia case, a8 in the case when Prince Biamarck
spoke out to Roumania, the suserainty of the
Sultan is fully recognized, There does now
seem to be something in the enfents cordiale,
and the prospect of a coming realization of
England's graad project of a daily through
mail to I[ndia.

Civil HService Reform—The Iadiguity of
Examination,
A despatch from Washington states

that much anxiely exists among éhe old
bureau officers concerning the operation of the
Civil Service rules, and many of them declare
their determination not to snbmit to the “‘in-
diganity of an examination,” should the system
be applied to incumbents as well asto new
applicants for ofice. The object of the re-
form is to secure competency in all the em-
ployéa of the government, and it would cer-
tainly fail if it did nol reach the army of inca-
pables at present quartered upon the national
Teeasury. Indeed the great aim of the
proposed rules 1a to clean out the
