On investigation by the Herald commissioner it
seems there are many police courts in toe city
choked with abuses that would not be tolerated in

any other city In the world. Borne of the Juntices
are men of mean capacity, vulgar manners, illite¬
rate In spoecn, and not very liberally girted in their
grammatical studies, with the exception or two,
who may manage to articulate the English language
passably. Bat one of the entire eight police magis¬
trates or "Judges'> as they used to be termed in tbe
flash newspapapers. ever had tbe good fortune 10

open a law book before entering on his magisterial
functions. Bnt one has bad a good English or col-

legiate education, and alz out of eight of the bench
or police magistrates are poorly informed men, and
are entirely Ignorant of the fundamental principles
of the law they they proiess to administer. In per¬
sonal bearing and courtesy of manner toward the
unfortunates who oome before them for Justice.for
mercy cannot be oDhtined unless "there In money in

it>>.two are noted for their brutality, and for the
pinchbeck imitations which they endeavor to Instl-
tutc of the brief, curt, but digntned manner
of the English police magistrates, who
are, without exception, gentlemen or culture
and education, as well as being of
high social standing. Consequently It Is a Ireqnent
occurrence that a ornnkeu or rowdy prisoner, who
has been brought to the bar from a notous debauch,
or perhaps having boen caught In B3me act of rob-
Dery, will hall tbe police Justice as An old acquaint¬
ance, whom he met band in glove in the primaries or

in the faro hells of the metropolis. Altogether, such
a police Judiciary cannot be lound in tbe world as

that which disgraces the city or New York, and with
such police magistrates Is It a wonder that there are
a thousand abuses which are never ventilated, and
wblcn It is now the province or the Herald to make
known from Investigation by Its special commis¬
sioner?
And now to look at the abuses or these courts as

they stand to-day. in a very short time it is be¬
lieved that the doings or tbe Police Justices will he
brought to light bv the Grand Jury, and they may
find lacts useful to tnem in their work.
To begiQ with, the prisons connected witn the fonr

police courts of this city are all Id flitby condition.
The celis are not inhabitable in the summer from
the human stenches and by reason of the solid
legions of vermin, and in winter the prisoner has to
saner the tortures of Siberia, or, In other words, ob
in the case of poor Lawyer Newlrk at Jefferson Mar-
ket some weeks since, he is frozen to death or al¬
lowed to suffocate with the miasmatic influences of
the den Itself.
Tbe most horrid blasphemy and most obtcene

language is common at all hours of the day and
night In these prisons, with tne single exceDtion of
the Tombs, wbere mere Is some faint attempt at
regulating the tongues of the prisoners. The lan¬
guage of the prisoners in these dens of horror is
enough to make a decent man's flesh creep with
shame and disgust as it is vomited forth from t ue
reeking throats of drunken and blasphemons
brutes. Doouey Harris himself would blush at the
language used here. And De It remembered that
young and tender women, wno may be arrested and
yet be innocent of any crime, are held all night la
these hell-holes listening to the devils aroand them,
who are only too delighted to render the Innocent or
foolishly indiscreet as bad as themselves.

If noDie old John Howard, the philanthropist,
were alive to day he might And matter just as horri¬
ble lor reflection in the New York police prisons as
he sound In old Newgate, for tbe worst that conla
be said about that place was that typhoid rever was
contracted there and that persons died In scores on
the wet straw of their cells. But here there Is no
straw, nothing but tbe naked board bench, the
cold, chill onck walls, whose whitewashed surfaces
render them only more terrible to the prisoner who
sees them for the flist time, to suffocate in sum¬
mer and freeze in winter Is the fate which any
prisoner may anticipate wno la forced to epend a
nigrum a priaon attached 10 a New York pouoe
court.
But most terrible or all la the fact that In very

many instances a decent, sober mnn, who has dared
to state his opinion against tne mandate or an all-
powerlul policeman, will be arrested, au affi¬
davit is made to bis "disorderly conduct" by
tne policeman, and it is safe to say that three
out01 every lour policemen will swear to a lie, or
else they know nothing of the value or sacredncss
of au oath.and the prisoner, alarmed as he is, will
be tnrown Into a cell, perhaps with a raving maniac
or in company with some unfortunate wretch raving
with delirium tremens. The man's lite is thus placed
in jeopardy, and though he may shout for help in
the still watches 01 Hie night, when the maniac is
clutching at his thioat, tae keeper only laughs at
tbe piteous entreaties of the poor prisoner, for
nearly all the keepers are sporting men and can
afford to oulld tenement houses ou salaries of 91,000
s year and keep fast nurses; so tney look on the
death struggles of a prisoner with a uianlac as they
would look at a dog fight or a cocking main. It te
good iud, rich sport, aud that is ail. one keeper,
ou a salary 01 $1,000 a yeai at Essex Market,
left the sinecure, after some years' service,
with the comiortable litUe sum 01 $m>,00j
as his share of the plunder of tne prisoners.

It is a well known fact that in many or tne station
houses of this city, while the million of its in¬
habitants ate wrapped in slumber, outrages are
commuted on defenceless women, and their cries
and shrieks are burled wltbin atone walls. adU
who will oelleve the story of a poor wretch when
she has been soiled oy the reputation or a night's
durance in a station house 1 Human nature Is not
charitable to any untortunate, or rarely so. Even
in the loathsome "prison boxes" or rooms In which
prisoners are locked to await the dilatory attend¬
ance of some police justice who is enjoying
himself at a matinee, "cracking wine"
with a trlcod or manipulating the wires
for re-election ontrage and robbery are often a sub¬
ject oi mirth among the officers ol the Courts who
perpetrate an outrage on a woman or a robbery on
a druuken man.
