man was resumed yesterday In the General Term
mom of the Supreme Court. But very little inter¬
est seemed to be attaoLed to tne proceedings, al-
Utoogb tne report circulated In the morning tbat
the defendant wonld appear in person bad the effect
of bringing together a targe number of persons.
Nothing of a spicy oharacter marked the examina¬
tion, which was chiefly confined to questions as to
the real and personal estate owned by the sureties.

TESTIMONY OF B. P. FA1RCHILD.
Mr. Palrchlld was the first witness examined, and

.eattnued his evidence where it was left off on

Tneaday. He said be owned the house and lot No. 107
Nasi Tenth street, which cost entirely $18,250, and
on which there was no encumbrance; the taxes, ex¬

cept for this year, bad all been paid; on Bast Thirty-
eighth street ne owned a house and tot, which he
porohased for $9,000, and expended $1,000 on im¬
provements; there still remained on it a mort¬
gage of $8,000; also owns eight lots on West Fifty-
pftb, Fifty-sixth and FUty-seventh streets, valned
as $68,000, subject to a mortgage of $26,000. Witness
went on to teetify that he owned a half interest in
two houses and lots on Fllty-sLxth street, between
Blghtli and Nlntn avenues, in which he estimates
Pla Interest at $18,000; fourteen lots on 18lst Btreet
ha put at $18,000; there was a mortgage on them
lor $2,800, and ho put his Interest at $16,000; this
was below their real value; he owned property on
¦sat Twelfth and Thirteenth streets, near avenue
D, a recent purchase at $200,000, mortgaged for
(182,800; he also owns twelve lots on the north side
of Bixty-eighth street; lots immediately in the rear

mentioned Tweed had no Interest; In reference
lo hie personal property he further suited In reply
to Mr. Choate that he owned bouds and mortgages
of the value of $88,000; or these all except one or
two were taken directly to himself and nicy were
assigned 10 him; ho thought he owed $20,000 or
(25,000, and hod $75,000 or $80,000 owing to him;
for every dollar he was indebted there were three
owing to him; was not surety In any other bond for
Mr. Tweed, but Uo was on one deputy sheriff's bond
and on tbe Surrogate's bond.

Outside political circles Mr. Tweed's whereabouts
formed a staple article of conversation yesterday.
Few business men with whom the Herald reporter
conversed oonld bring themselves to believe that
be bad fled (rom New York. The general opinion
seemed to be, with Sheriff Brennan, that Tweed had
too mnoh to lose and too little to gain by leaving
New York to take such a step, or course he could
hardly hope to escape the ends of Justice by flying
from New York, and sncn action would at once
stamp blm as guilty of the charges against him,
whatever his cbanoes of convtotlon might be.
There might be a hitch; bat the general opinion
was that he had not fled.

At the Department of Public Works.
Yesterday was truly an extraordinary day at the

office of the Commissioner of Pnbllo Works, on
Broadway. As early as ten o'clock yesterday morn¬
ing numbers or politicians flocked from the neigh¬
borhood of the Olty Hail over to Mr. Tweed's public
office. Contrary to their usual custom they did not
go np stairs, but filed off on either side of the door
and chatted in groups in front or the stores on either
side, it was generally believed that Snerlff Bren¬
nan had issued new warrants lor Tweed's re-arrest,
and another sensation was evidently expected.
One gentleman informed a Herald reporter
that he believed that Tweed would come
bravely down to his office, as be did before, and
tbat he wonld allow himself to be re-arrested. This
gentleman, who has hitherto been a frequent
visitor to the corridors or the office of the Commis¬
sioner or Publlo Works, evidently bad sanguine ex¬
pectations of a scene, but he was doomed to dis¬
appointment. He waited, witu crowds of others,
for hours, but neither Sheriff Brennan nor Mr.
Tweed appeared, and aoout two o'clock the groups
tailed off, and the building was soon as deserted as
usual. The scene Inside was equally extraordinary.
The corridor outside the door of the Boss' office
was deserted lor onco. There was not even a
lounger to be seon. In an Inside office a clerk in¬
formed the reporter that Mr. Tweed had uot come
to the office to-day.

few Sixth wurd politicians appeared at lue head of
the stairs.

APPLIED Ilia KNUCKLES VIGOROUSLY
to the door of Mr. Tweed's private office far about
live minutes, turned round and looked ut
Ufa friends slgulilcantiy, and tne crowd
took their departure. They had scarcely
disappeared when Morgan Jones appeared
and took the sanio manual exercise at tno door,
bur with the sumo effect, the only difference being
that he was evidently more sanguine of a different
result and looked more blank wheu tie disappeared.
No others oalled during tho day, and early m the
artcrnoon tho few clerks lu tne building took their
departure, and it became cvideut that the Boss had
eschewed tne old office he loved so well, lor yester¬
day at least.

In tbe Sheriff's Oflrr.
Ab tbe afternoon advanced tbe report that Tweed

bad left the cltj seemed to have gained some

ground, owing to the fact that he had not appeared,
contrary to his invariable custom, at the Depart¬
ment of Pahllo Works or at bis Dnane street office.
It was stated positively by some or Mr. Tweed's
friends early in the day yesterday that he

WOULD CERTAIMLT APPEAR
in the Supreme Court when his bails came forward
to Justify. When the day advanced and he did not
appear more were many to be found in tbe dif¬
ferent court rooms and around the New Court
House who began to have susplctocs that Tweed
bad left ror parts unknown. At two o'clock the
wisest shook their heads and aald there must be

"BOMKTUIMa WRONG SOMEWHERE,"
the first conclusion that wise people usnally arrive
at. Mr. Judson Jarvis, tbe Clerk of Arrests, did not
appear in the Sheriff's office np to three o'clock in
the afternoon. This was another very suspicious
circumstance, as that gentleman has a good
deal of business to transact and Is usually at his
office at an early hour. Ho dropped into the office
Just before four o'clock, but almost as quickly dis¬
appeared. Ucneral William M. Tweed, Jr., Mr.
Tweed's eldest son, visited the Sheriff's offico very
frequently. A Herald reporter had the following
conversation with him In reference to tne report
concerning his father's reported disappearance.

The reporter having apologized for his dis agree-

able duty le;t, and Mr. Tweed, Jr.. hurried off to
canvass for bondsmen, ueaud his brother, Richard
M. Tweed, were engaged at this duty all day, aud
as each additional bondsman was obtained Mr.
William Tweed brought him to the Sheriff's office,
where Mr. Joel Stevens sac all day taking the names
of the bondsmen. At three o'clock a Heram) re¬
porter called at tbe sheriff's offico, aud had the fol¬
lowing conversation with Mr. Joel Sioveus, the
Under Sheriff:.
reporter.Mr. Stevens, you are taking the names

of Mr. Tweed's bondsmen, I belicvo ?
Mr. Stevens.Yea, sir, but nothing is perfected

yet.
Reporter.Do yon expect to hare the list com*

plete to-day?
Mr. Stevens.From what 1 now 9ee I have reason

to believe everything will be perfected In an hour
from now.
An hour after the reporter called and Mr.

Stevens informed htm that tne list was closed for
yesterday; that Mr. Tweed failed to hunt up all tho
bondsmen, but that very tew were now required to
fill up tbe list, and that he was confi¬
dent that It would be completed early to¬
day. Meantime, as long as Mr. Judson
Jarvis and the deputies who are popularly supposed
to bo on tbe track of Tweed to arrest him allow him
to go at large, the Sheriff takes tbe full risk of a
million of dollars. Everybody with whom the re¬
porter conversed yesterday declared their belief that
Sheriff Bronnan oould put his hand any moment
on Tweed aud arrest him, and that he must have
wonderful friendship for Tweed to do what be has
done for him already.

What Sheriff Brrnonn Knows.
A Herald reporter yesterday afternoon had a

short conversation with Mr. Brennan, the Sheriff, as
to the whereabouts of Mr. Tweed.
"Have you any idea where Mr. Tweed is f" queried

the reporter.
"Not exactly," wis the Sheriff's reply; "bat he

has not left the city, I think."
"Why do yon think lot"
"Well, 1 know that his sons oome in and oat here

every day, And If 1 demanded that he should be
here at a certain hour I think he would come at the
hour *e would appoint."
"You have no suspicion of his having fled T"
"None whatever."
"What is Mr. Tweed's 'policy' in keeping himself

out of the way f"
"Simply, 2 dare say, to avoid the trouble and an¬

noyance of an arrest; for yon know if we can lay
bauds upon htm we will take blm in custody. He
has offered certain persous to lake Farley's place
on tho boll bend, and he is walling until they jus¬
tify, I suppose, when they do everything will be
as it was oofore.".
"Wbat If tuey do not jnstlfyP
"In that case.well, 1 cannot say wbat mar bap-

pen".and the Sheriff put on hla great coat and
weut out to his carriage, which was in waiting at
tbe door.

At the Metropolitan Hotel.
The barroom of the Metropolitan Hotel was

crowded with prominent politicians last night,
several candidates for office under the Tammany
banner at tbe last eleotion were presont, but the
Boss was conspicuous by bis absence. A Herald
reporter made inquiries at the office ae to
whether Mr. Tweed was In the house or whether he
bau been during tne dai; but he was informed most

positively that he was not And yet the reporter
was informed by some one who ought to know,
shortly afterwards, that kr. Tweed had been'
closeted a long time daring the day In
a room of the Metropolitan Hotel with the confiden¬
tial agent of Mr. Thomas Scott, "the Railroad
King," Chairman of the Pennsylvania central Rail¬
road Company, and that he was engaged in the
work of

to the latter. Mr. Miller, the Secretary of the Penn¬
sylvania Central Company, who is Mr. Scott's secre¬

tary, the reporter was informed by one of the clerks
bad been In the hotel daring the evening, bnt had
left at an early hour. The reporter looked for him
at his office, q,t the corner of Spring street and
Broadway, but was unable to find blm, nor at any
of his accustomed resorts. At the hotel the clerk
told tne reporter mat Mr. Thomas Scott was not at
the hotel, and, he believed, was last night at his
residence in Pittsburg.

PLACING THE BOSS.
At a late hour last night a Herald reporter called

the required amount, but tne terrible cross-examin¬
ation which his ball have to go through has scared
some, and, he is atraid, will scare more of them. A
man is asked how mnch property be has got, where
It lies, Its depth and irontage, tne lawyer who con¬
veyed It to lilm, the name of the msuranoe office lie
is insured In; in fact, everything belouglng to him
that he knows and doesn't know of Is rakea up, and
turned Inside out, aud that, too, though lie

OFFERS A CERTIFIED CHECK
for his bail. I have property, and lor the life or me
i could not tell the name of the lawyer who con¬
veyed tt to me. Very few men could be got to go
ball under such circumstances, or stand the cross-
examination. Of course the ball Is tremendously
large, and several people have to bo got to make it
up. some ouo may refuse to stand tne or<tcal, and
he has got to keep out or me way uuiil it is per¬
fected."
This explanation accounts lor the wlilidrawal of

some of Tweed's friends from the bail oond. They
did not know of the immense responsibility which
they assumed. The general impression was :bat
each bondsman was only binding himself
In tho amount in which he Justified.
The truth is that each signer of a bond
is responsible for the whole amount. All
arc together tespouslble for It, una In a suit to re¬
cover the amount any one or more of the bondsmen
may be selected as defendants, leaving them to re¬
cover from tho rest Tweed has now very grave
lears that others who hiwu oflered to go Ills bail
In largo amounts will bauiK at the last moment.
To-day may sco Boss Tweed in jail at last.

CHRISTMAS AMG THE CHILDREN.
New York Fonndlinyr A«ylnm-The Cbildreu'a

Pnld-Mundny Si*l;ool Frtildilci.
One of the most interesting institutions in the

city Ls the New Yorlt Foundling Asylum. Clean,
fresh, bright and atry and lull or babes, all well
and tenderly cared for by their nurses and by the
good bisters who nave undertaken this most char¬
itable work. Yesterday tho babes held a reception.
They had a Christmas tree, just like tnelr elders,
and seemed to enjoy the gleaming tapers and bnl-
lant toys, U they were outy two years old and
downward. The tree was well supplied with rat¬
tles, which the little ones shook with a, will when
they got them into their little fat hands, and be¬
tween rattles and cooing and crowing and crying,
the visitor soon knew that there were babes about.
Yes, bless their hearts, two hundred of them.
There they sat, In their nurses' arras or In (heir
little chairs, or they toddled about the floor, while
tho crowds or lady visitors looked ou admiringly.
The babes wcro plump and fresh and pretty, and
all daintily dressed in littlo slips or neat frooks, em¬
broidered and tucked, and no one wotud bare sup¬
posed that the litue waifs were dependent, upon
charity instead of their natural dependence.a
mother's lovo.
The entire asylum is scrupulously frcsn and neat,

and It is a pleasure to bo through the airy rooms
and sec the little crios ranged ou each sido with Uieir
tiny occupants. The beds are white as snow; and
In each one two babes, or room for two, sonio
sleeping, others playing or looking about with eyes
lull of pathetic wonder at the world lliey have so
lately entered.
Retwceu the cribs sit the nurses, and the sweet-

faced sisters are and tuero nud everywhere,
petting inis child, soothing that and caring lor ail,
that they may miss tho mother's care as lime as
possible.
There arc about eight hundred infants in charge

of the asylnin, but a large numbw ot them are in the
care or nurses outside. This charity canuot be too
highly commended or too liberally aided. That it is
In good hands anybody will be convinced who takes
the trouble to visit the Sisters aud inspect their
work.

THE CHII.PBKN'S VOLP.
The Children's Fold held a Christmas reception

yesterday Afternoon at tne in-iliutmn, 437 Cast
Fifty eighth street. The children taken core of in
the "Fold" are raoscly (lie orphans of unfortunates
Who have died at the city institutions. The fourth
annual report says:.
"Tue paitlcular business of tills society is to re¬

ceive aud adopt children of both sexes, between the
ages of twelve months and twelve yours, who are
orphans, half orphans or otherwise uicnd-
less, always giving me preference to
the ohlldrcn lrom Rlackwell's, Randall's
aud Ward's Islands. The children are supported
and educated or apprenticed to trades." The report
goes on to say that there arc 70,ooj needy children
In the city, ami that the question of what to do
with them becomes one ol political economy as well
as ot Christian duty.

LECTUJSES L*ST EVENING.
Wendell I'lilllpn on Street iJio In Europe.
Hen way Hall waa last evening filled by a very

large and intelligent audience, wlio assembled to
hear Wendell Philips lecture on "Street Life la
Europe." Tbo lecturer opened by referring to the
early history or lyceum lecturing, and stated that
this lecture was merely to gel men to look beyond
their owu smoke. Men wcro too apt to look upou
those of other countries as an entirely different spe¬
cies ol the human family; but the difference waa not
so great, after all. It is not by reading that we note
the difference In nationalities. It Is such glympscs
as one gets from car windows, the graphic poluts,
the chunks, that let us into forelgu character, speak¬
ing or the belief of Americans tnat they aro
the first people In the world, Mr. Philips
said the opposite was the case. The subject of the
monurch bos a stiff knee wucu out of the presence
of his sovereign; but we are always in the royal
presence of the pcoplo and aro under rest rain r.
In stately Spain and France he had seen a wliolo
coach load ot persons emptied out and kissed by
those In waiting, and none cared what Mrs. Gl umly
said. Two of the ablest siatesmcn of France kissed
each other at dinner, "only think." said (lie lec¬
turer, "of Hen Wade kissing Charles Sumner,
or Hen Butler kissing Morion of Indiana." It
Is a trait ol ludlviauahly. Ho it is In dress and
in the appearance of tno streets and the
style of architecture of the houses. This indi¬
viduality is secu in our habits ot lite. We arc lor
making money, yet he louud no complaint with this
love ami lust tor prosperity. An American is never
satisfied unless liis son commences life better
than he did. We set our brains to sup¬
port our hands. No Yankee ever works the
disdains work, invents hcrsell out ol the drudgery.
There money is the trudo murk M society. A
Yankee knows if he piles up dollars he can net on
lop and be a great man In society. It is not so in
Europe, where money noes not olevnte the man.
Our country is lull of brain.that careiul lorc.signt
that looks for to-morrow. There to-tnorrow is not
taken luto account. In Komc, on lite load where Vir¬
gil onee sung, can now be seen the fanner tilling
itic soil with an ox or a cow hitched to a mdo
plough beside ills wife.

Beddes tne rods we have locked up in the ear an
instrument with not less than a,003 strings, tuned
to utffcrent notes, connected with different nerve
filaments, ready to transmit to the brHin
the sensations due to different notes.
Thus it would seem that nature has provided ns
with a most elaborate and complicated ptcee ol ap¬
paratus. Think or the delicate care required to
keep such an institution in order, its strings prop-
eriy weighted, its rods well in tunc day atter day
during the process of growth and waste to which it,
like the rest of tao body, ts constantly auhjetiled I
The nower to hear and to speak are girts winch,
from a pure mathematical anu physical standpoint,
are Uieraliy Godlike. Let us hope that in tne ages
to come-our race may learn to use them in a man¬
ner which better accords with their inexpressible
value.
