ASAD SUICIDE.

A Young Clerk in a Wall Street Bank Shoots
Himself Through the Heart.

A Melancholy Caw.Neither Love nor Liquor
nor Lack of Integrity.

* About ball-past twelve o'clock yesterday after
noon tbe clerks and officials of tbe Bank of New
York, corner of Wall and William streets, were
working diligently in their quiet, methodical way,
when they were startled by the luteUlgenoe that one
of their number had done a deed of violence npon
himself within the precincts of the building. A few
moments' consternation and excitement prevailed,
after whioh an ominous stillness pervaded the es¬
tablishment. Boon afterwards the Coroner's office
at the City Hall was entered by a stupid polloe-
man of the Broadway squad, detaUed for
private duty at the Bank ot New York,
accompanied by a physician, who occasionally gets
summoned from tbe Astor House to attend ex¬

treme! cases. Both were so utterly unnerved, or
so overcome by other Incomprehensible feelings,
as to be unable to give more information to
Coroner Herrman than that tils presence was re¬
quired for some purpose or other at the oorner of
Wall and William streets. After valniy endeavor¬
ing to extract irom this precious pair oven one In¬
telligent reply to a long siring of questions Coroner
Herrman, accompanied by Deputy Coroner Dr.
John Beach and the Herald reporter, proceeded to
Wall street. Entering

THE BANK OV NEW TORE,
they were met by the officials of that institution,
who whispered mysteriously that a clerk of the
establishment bad committed suicide up stairs In
tUe water closet of the building. Thither thejiarty
proceeded, and fonnd the victim stretched at fall
length on the floor of tbe toilet room. He was dead,
but no marks of violence appeared. Dr. Beach re¬
moved the nnbuttoned front of tbo shirt of the dead
man, and fonnd that tbe unfortunate, after unbut¬
toning his ontslde shirt, bad flred a pistol through his
undershirt Into his heart, the bail entering ono Inch
below tbe leit nipple and an inch to the left of
median lino in rront of the sternum. From tho offi¬
cers of the bank it was ascertained tnat the de¬
ceased,

A HANDSOME TOTING FELLOW,
was an assistant bookkeeper in the bank,
named Rufus Klplcy, aged twenty-three and a
uutive or New Jersey, who bad for some time
oecn laboring nndcr neuralgic affections, and
who had monially suffered much in consequence of
tnc recent death of his lather from softening of the
brain, ami a personal as well as a sympatnotlo grief
with nls mother and slstor, whose sole support he
thus became. Yonng Riploy was evidently a gene¬
ral favorite In tho bank among the officers and em¬
ployes, many or whom vainly endeavored to keep
the tears from blurring their business transactions
during the afternoon... Tho Coroner and his Doputy
raa o the necessary examinations, after which a
Jury was sworn and an inquest promptly held. The
following letter, found on tho body of tbo deceased
and recognized as In his hand writing, was read:.

A FEW EXPLANATORY WORDS
should bo added to the above melancholy prodno*
tiou. The allusions to Ills "morning doses" are cal¬
culated to lean one to suppose that poor Ripley was
in (lie habit or imbibing a larger or smaller quantity
of intoxicating liquors in tne morning as a panacea
for tbe Blckness resulting from the overdose of tbe
previous night. Such, however, waa not tne case.
Deceased was a strictly eooer and abstentions young
man. who did not out the thief that stole away
hut Drains Into bis month. Tbe "morning
doses" he speaks or in his farewell letter
were "spells" or hard work that, devolved upon nun
every morning Immediately after the arrival of the
Boston malls at tnc bank. The Mr. Leverich and
Mr. Meeker to whom lie wishes to be kindly remem¬
bered are the Presldout and Cashier of tho bank,
and the other apparently incomprehensible expres¬
sions are merely the small slang pleasantries used
lu the offloe among tbe clerks.

newsDapera of this city have published many errors
that mar proceed from a laok of Information. Co¬
lombia is a small republic, and mar be as poor as
the correspondent believes; but Colombia Is very
far from being a bankrupt at present. On account
or the Panama riot Ip Colombia has paid to the
United states more than $200,000, and the balance
of the debt cau bo easily discharged with onlr one-
half of the annual subsidy of the Panama Railroad
Company. Either from this or some other of the
resources of the government it will be paid up to
the last cent duet The Colombian revenues are only
$81X1,000, as stated In the correspondence. The red-
era) revenues will amount In the present rear to
more than $$,500,000. Apart from this, each or the
nine states has Its own government, revenues
and expenses. The Colombian debt is im¬
mensely Inferior in proportion to that of
the united States, and Is considered
in tne Loudon market to be one of the best invest¬
ments, owing to the punctuality with which the In¬
terest lias been paid. This Information, as any other
conccrnlug Colombian affairs, can be obtained by
any one wishing to speak about them with tolerable
accuracy by oonsultlug public and official docu¬
ments, and not such parties as may be interested in
misrepresenting the facts or ignoring them. The
Colombian citizen who makes this briof statement
Is ready to lurnlsb the said correspondent or auv-
