
SPAIN AND THE UNITED STATES.

The Reeall of Minister Roberts and
of Captain General Yalmaseda.

The Appointment of Marshal Concha Diseourag-
ing to the Cubans.Spain's Policy More

Bellicose.A Clean Sweep of the
Principal Officials in Cuba.

Washington, Dec. 20, 1871.
Seflor Roberts, the Spanish Minister, has received

.official notification or his recall, which was partly
dne to the influence of Marshal Concha, who ac¬
cepted the Captain Generalship only on condition
that the Legation at Washington should be filled
by a nominee of bis own. General Crcspo, Acting
Captain General during the lato massacre of
the students, and all the heads of departments in
Cuba, have also been removed, and their places are
to be filled by men of Conoha's choice. Admiral
Polo de BarnaDe, the successor of Seilor Roberts,
will leave Madrid without delay.
The changes in the government of Cnba, as well

as in the representation of the Spanish government
here, is the subject of considerable speculation.
The fact that Concha is even more the tool of the
volunteers than Yalmaseda Is regarded by the
Xrlends of the Cuban patriots as In no way encourag¬
ing, aud the change from the warlike tone of our
own government is considered extremely ominous.
Mr. Fish's poller has evidently triumphed over that
of Baboock, and Robeson is once more gentle as a

sucking dove.

The New Spanish minister.
Don JosC Polo de Barnabe, since 1869 Rear Ad¬

miral or the Spanish navy and lately commander of
a squadron in the Mediterranean, is yet in the prime
of life and a man of great euergy, but, to judge
from his auteccdents, scarcely fitted to fill the
part of a diploma tic representative. He has
passed the greater part of blB naval career in and
around Cuba, and is therefore well acquainted with
the affairs of that island. Ills appointment, coupled
with that of Marshal Concha, seems certainly un¬

favorable to the maintenance of friendly relations
between the United States and Spain. Admiral Polo
de Barnabe made himself prominent under the
reign of Queen Isabella, by advocating violent
measures against the south American republics,
particularly against the republic of Pern.
He was so violent in his attack on the government
for what he called lis truckling vo the United States
and tu demanding a more vigorous prosecution of
the war that he was removed from ills position. He
predicted tuat the defeat of the Pet uviaus would
ultimately lead to the restoration or Spain's
supremacy over all her former colonies In South
America. While he incurred the distavor ol the
royal court, tus violent denunciation ol ihe govern¬
ment on this question made him quitepopular among the hot-headed Spanish politicians.
And when he was removed from his command in
the uavy Ue was immediately chosen a member of
the Cortes, where be continued his attacks on the
Uabtuet. He has published a pamphlet entitled
"The Future Greatness of Spain." which, In one or
Its chapters, treated the relations or Spain to the
United States. Admiral Polo contended in It that
the Monroe doctrine was an insolent assumption
on the part of the United Stares, and that Spain had
more reason than any other European coun¬
try to disregard ami oeiy It. 1 ne author also tried
to prove, from documents relating to the war

9aiusl the rebelliou, that the aggressive strength
ihe United States was far interior to that of

spam; that the American navy was unable to cope
with the Spanish ileet. and that a war between the
two countries would be certain to eud in ravor of
Spam, the more so as Spanish privateers
could not only greatly injure, but totally destroy,
the loreigu trade ol the United States.
After the overthrow of Queen Isabella in Septem¬
ber. 1868, Admiral Polo was reinstated in his former
position, and became me most faithful adherent of
Admiral Topetc, umier whom he at one time held
llic position of Assistant Secretary of the Navy.
Having taken an active part in the intrigues which
led to the election of King Amadens he
was rewarded with a promotion ana placed
In command of the Spanish fleet m the
Mediterranean. He has ever since been a favorite
at tbe Court of the new monarch. AS regards the
Cuban qnestion. Admiral Polo has always voted In
the Cortes In ravor of the most rigorous measures
for tbe suppression oi the rebellion. Tbe new Am¬
bassador Is said tubes perfect Are-eater and to en-
antatn the most Vxaggeraicd ideas or the power
tial greatness of spam.

The universal feeling, says the Queen, shown by

her people during the painful and terrible days of
the Prince's illness, tneir sympathy with her¬
self and her beloved daughter the Princess of
Wales and the general joy manifested at the
Improvement In the health of the Prince has made
a deep and ineffaceable impression upon her heart.
The manifestations of the people are nothing new
to her, for she met with the same sympathy ten
years ago, when a similar illness to that under
which her son is suffering removed the "mainstay
of her llie.the best, wisest and kindest husband
that ever lived."
Her Majesty savs she also wishes to express the

heartfelt gratitude of the Princess of Wales, and
concludes her letter by the expression of the hope
that "her faithful subjects will continue to pray for
the complete recovery of the Prince."

The Secret Council of ihc International So¬
ciety Resolve* to Amanaiuate the l'rinco ol
tVnlos by Poison.How the Poison Was
Given to the Prince.III* Death Resolved on

by the Faaatics ot the Society.
London, Dec. 13, 1871.

To the Editor op tuk Herald:.
I have heard a terrible tntug. It is that the assas¬

sination or the Prince of Wales by poison has been
attempted by the Secret Conucil ol the international
Society in England, to whose programme of a Brit¬
ish republic, it would seem, the existence oi His
Royal Highness Is the clue!est difllculty, and who,
consequently, decreed his death as a political ne¬

cessity. I may not tell who my Informant is.in¬
deed, I know neither his true name nor his nation¬
ality, but 1 do kuow him to be a man who lias been
all his life through a propagandist of the revolution.
My lirst thought last night when he told me

THIS POISON 8TORY
was that he raved, but la a few minutes if he had
not vanquished my Incredulity he had staggered it.
He bid me remember that a certain leader of the
English revolutionists, whom he designated, and
fitly, as it seems to me, "The English Delescluze,"
has over ana over declared from public platforms
that
THE PBINCB SHOULD NEVER SIT ON TnE THRONE,
and that lately, when Queen Victoria was seriously
111, the same mau bad said, lu an interview with the
reporter of a London payer, that although the
event of the sovereign's death occurring just then
wonld, without any donbt, find the society not quite
prepared to aot, yet that they could never lose such
an opportunity to advance their cause. According
to my informant the secret Council have since con¬
sidered that a movement now or for some time to
come wonld, under any circumstances, lie so pre¬
mature as to involve the greatest risk of failnre and
of irretrievable disaster; and as, on the other hand,

would be the ruiu of atl their grand and ripening
hoDes, they determined to send him to an early
grave. It was certainly true that the Prince's oldest
son would Inherit his father's so-called "right" to
the throne; bnt the revol utiouary leaders believe
that a boy Ktag and * long regency would so thor¬
oughly open the eyes of the English people to the
usclessiiess ol the monarchy that long before tne
boy wonld he a man the House of Brunswick
should have ceased to reign. My informant de¬

being typhoid lever false and an invention of the
doctors at isandriughara, either as the most plausi¬
ble with which to cloak their Ignorance of symp¬
toms they do not understand, but which perhaps
bear some likeness to those really attending tnat
disease, or else, for reasons not hard to guess at, to
conceal the truth and deceive the world with a lie.
The poison, he said, was a newly discovered and
most subtle one.

HOW THE PRINCE WAS ACTUALLY DOSED
ne did not pretend to know. The emissary of the
International charged with the execution of tne
sentence of death was left to himself, and was sim¬
ply bidden to take as few Innocent lives in carrying
it oat as possible; but it was suggested to him to
mix tne poison with the contents of the Prince's
pocket (lask. and this It was probable he had sue-
ceeded in doing, as

LORD CHKSTKKPtPLO
was the only person among the company assembled
at Londesborough llouse who was affected in Hie
same way as tne Prince, and his case would be
accounted for by tne supposition that he had pur-
taken ol the contents of the fatal flask.

THE EMISSARY OP TUB INTERNATIONAU
My Informant said the emissary had opportunities

of being closely about the Prince at Londcsborougn
House, but wUether as a guest or an attendant he
declined to tell me. He alluded to him as "the
airent of the society," and said lie was urged not to
toil, and knew well that any treachery on bis part
wouiu have cost him ills lile. It was to this edeot
my informant spoke. Yon may think he was oat
of his mind, but 1 do not, when 1 recollect wnut po¬
litical fanatics are and the high and frightful crimes
of Felice OrsiDl and Wilkes Booth.

in relating this story
1 neither express belief nor disbelief in it. ir true
confirmations will soon come in to you from other
sources. As we parted my informant said, "If the
Prince recovers now it wUl be a miracle; but be
must not be permitted to live long; his death is
necessary to tne revolution." The latest telegram 1
have seen to-day stys the Princo still lives, and 1
close with a prayer for ids recovery as earnest ami
slnoere as has been offered by any subject of the
Queen, bis motnur.

At tnta mo¬
ment he seems the only candidate of positive per¬
sonal strcugih.

the candidate likely to command tne greatest
strength. As this will probably be Alvord, tt Is
supposed that he will be able to make bargains for
votes from New York.

TAMMANY HALL.

HABSHALLINti OF TIIK CLANS.

A Secret Caucus at the Metropolitan Hotel.Plan
of Operations Determined Upon.Reform, Re¬
generation and Renown.Meeting of the

General Committee-Resolutions and
Nominations of Inspectors.

The Tammany chieftain* sounded the trumpet
yesterday and summoned the trusty warriors to
tnetr side, a terrible war had been waged, and an
overwhelming defeat bad almost anuimlated the
marshalled clans, but as the retreating forces
scattered and disjointed, were rast disappearing
the political clarion with a welkin ring, recalls the
solid men to the front. In other words, a caucus
or the Tammany committee was held at the Metro¬
politan Hotel, a delegate irom eaoh ward being
faithfully represented. Mr. Harry Genet presided,
and called the heroes to oraer with bis wonted
promptitude.

Meeting at Terrace Garden.

Enthusiastic Aswrtion of the Right of the Peo¬
ple.The Poril To Be Hidden Below the

Surface.Nothing Else Will Da

Terrace darden Hall was crowded last evening by
the property owner* or Yorkville and Harlem,
called together under the auspioes of the Nine¬
teenth ward Kallroad Reform Association, to eon-

alder the urgent need of determined action to com¬
pel the railroad companies which use the Fourth
avenue to sink the traoks far enough below the
level or the street not to impede travel and to arch
them over. Mr. John McCool presided. Colonel D.
R. Jacques, chairman of the Executive Committee,
offered the resolutions which follow, prefacing them
with earnest remarks, In which he scathingly ex¬

posed the actlop of the Common Council in passing
resolutions so different from those reported by the
oommittee which prepared them. All honor was due
to Ills Honor the Mayor for vetoing these resolutions,
as they were corruptly passed; but his recommen¬
dation that they be sent as a memorial to the Legla-
aiure was not so commendable. Ttte hand of ine
Harlem Railroad Company was written all over
tbbse resolutions. The only true remedy for the city
was to compel the sinking of the track at uto com¬

pany's expense. This was the plau given tu Mr.
Prague's report to the Executive Committee, in
which he contemplated sinking the whoio of the
space occupied bv the rails in Fourth avenue, mak>
tug proper provisions for llgnt and ventilation. Mr.

Interferes with the use of the
cross streets," and prevents the easy and convenient "pas¬
sage ot such cross streets" for all the purposes
wlnoh such streets are usually put to and
whereas the Harlem Railroad Company by Its
deed, dated January i), 18-12, solemnly covenanted to so use
the privilege thus granted as not to Interfere with tne Fourth
avenue und the streets crossing the same, as thoroughfares,
and to keep and observe the condition expressed in such
Kraut, which condition was to the effect, thai if the said com¬
pany failed to tind a remedy for any obstruction to the ordi¬
nary use of such streets and avi-uues, the city authorities
may, on one mouth's "notice prooeed to retnoyc such rail¬
