The Senatorial Cubtorn nouae Committee resumed
their labors yesterday morning. More interest was
nantlested in its proceedings than yesterday, and
the Collector's room was crowds^ with spectators^ ;
many of whom were familiar /ac&s tolnoW' Vho

have attended the conventions of the various republicanfactions In this city. The following was t

the evidence taken:. j
Mr. L'nds&y recalled.In reference to my testimonyyesterday in regard to what Mr. llaw told me

abont the Cnstom House I wish to repeat what I
aid yesterday; what I said was tn substance correct;Mr, Haw told me on the same occasion that ho
was a bidder for the labor contract, in partnership
with Mr. George K. Leet, and 1 think he said the
rate or the contract was to be $8s,ooo; 1 also wish to
add something to my testimony abont the assess-
ment papers that were circulated in the Custom
House under Mr. Gnunell to raise funds lor political
purposes, but that 1 will do when Mr. Gaylord is
summoned. The witness then produced a copy of
the letter from Mr. Leet to which he referred. It
read as follows:.

Lindsay, Waltow Jt Co, 66 John biuret,)
New York, July SO. 1869, (F. W. BUby guarantees to the party Controlling the

general order business of the North Kivsr, except the Inman
and National line of steamers, the sum or 185,625 per annum
wonts, payable in monthly instalments In advance, and
should the receipts from tue storage of general order goods
exceed the sum of ifclfl.uou per aunum, then the amount In
excess to be equally divided between Mr. lllxby and the co-

Krtner whose influence directs the business to bis warsuses.It is understood that all receipts from storage of
Jeneral order goods are to be considered profits, Mr. Bixbyurnlshlng warehouse room as an equivalent for tne influenceabove quoted. Should this agreement be continued
beyond one year, tben the sum to be guarantee to be SS.UOO
per annum. This to take ell ret from July 16, 1869.
The witness then continued.Mr. Leet told me In

Washington that be was going to leave the army to
make money, and that he thought this business warf
likely to be profitable; he told mo that he bad
associates with him.

Q. What were the names of his associates? A.
General Porter and General Babcook; the influences
that removed Mr. Qrlnnell were secret; we did our
best to find them out, but l do not wish to give
names, as it implicates certain persons; 1 will say,
however, that it affects in no way, shape or manner
the President of the United states; 1 may say that
only last night 1 was told that I was only a volunteerwitness here; I cannot say whether the party
saying that was a Custom House officer; it was understoodtaai General Loot was a party to the associationof which General Babcock and General Porterwore members, and that he had to contribute to
their support at Washington.

Q. Did you understand that the profits of this bust-
ness were to go to Wasuington? . lee, air; GeneralLect stated that bo could not support his share
of tbe mess at Washington on $6,600 a year, and his
army pay; I think General Luet was at that time receiving$4,000 a year in tbe War Department.

Q. You understood then from Oeueral Leet that
Uenerale Babcock and Porter were interested in this
business? A. Not in the business, but In the mess;
In no Instauce did I bear from General Leet mat
they were directly interested tn the funds derived
In the general order ouslncss,

Q. Have you any idea now that Porter and Babcockhave any interest lu the general order business? A. Emphatically no, sir.
Q. W ell, what is your direct meaning? A. GeneralLeet and Generals Baboock ana Porter we re in

the same mess, so General Leet said, in WashingIon;I have received several letters from General
Leet wnile he was in Washington; they were dated
from the White House.

Q. From the White House? A. Yes, sir; I rememberone letter acknowledging the receipt of a packageirom Mr. Grinned for the use of the mess; the
package waa a case of wine.

Q, Tno business of this mess, then, was eating and
drinking only ? A. I suppose so.

Q. What disposition did yon make of the general
order business after Mr. Grinnell made the order
sending goods to such store or stores as you indicated? A. Mr. Bixbys stores la West street; I was
never in those stores in my life.

Q. Was that tho commencement of General Leet's
connection with the general order business ? A. 1
believe so, sir; Mr. Leet had at that time completed
bis arrangements with Mr. Bixby.
Q. Leet still remained in Washington? A. Yes; I

do not think be came on to New York to live uutn
bout Uie time Mr. Grlnneli was removed.
Q. When did you see Mr. Leet again after tbls

first arrangement was mader A. Ho was in New
York frequently; 1 hoard from him when ho was In
Washington; he complained from the start that this
$6,000 per annum was not enough to pay his Bhare
of the mess.

At tne time or these transactions in 1800, how
long bad you known Mr. Leetr A. 1 got acquaintedwith him about tne time General Grant nad his
headquarters at City Point.

Q. Bow long had yoa known Mr. Stockingr A. I
ever knew Mr. Stocking until about three months

before he came here.
o. Were your relations with Mr. Leet purely personalTA. Yes.
11. Were your personal relations intimate T A.

Yes, sir; before inis general order business ho told
me that he wanted to go to New York and get soiuo
of the plums.
Q. You remitted his share or the gonoral order

business to him ? A. Yes, sir.
y. Was that while he was in the War Department!

Ju Yes, sir.
Q, What were his relations with Porter and BaboockfA. Very Intimate.
q. ins receipts, then, trom general order business

was $6,000 and his salary about (4,000 more.did
these oonstant complaints that $o,eoo were not sumeientto delray his share of the mess bills attract
your attention i> A. No, sir.

y. Do your personal relations conttnne? A. I
have seen very little of him during me last year.

u. Did you ever receive any pay for your services
nder Mr. UrlnuellT A. Mr. Griniicll himself paid
me a salary; in all, I received $i,soo or (J.eoo; my
name was not on the pay roll of the Custom House.

Q. When was Mr. stocking appointed superintendentof cartage ? A. 1 cannot say; Mr. Stocking
came rrom Washington; he was a sutler daring the
war; he was also connected in some way with GeneralStunn, the agent of the Mexican government;
he had some contract about supplying arms to Mexico;1 was offered the appointment of superintendentof cartage business In January. 1IT0; 1 declined
It, and on or about the same time Mr. stocking was
appoiuted; the cartage system is not now in existence;I believe It was abolianed when Mr. Orlnoellwent out of office.

y. Are the rates of the general order business,
which are proved to be now from $1 60 to $2 26 a
package. higher than tne old system f A. I should
judge the present rates are about doable what the
old ones were.

a. Have you any knowledge of control by politiciansIn the Custom House bv which tnev iret
moneys for the apptflaunents made ! A. I believe
such a system exists.

Q. Yon think, then, they get appointments and
levy upon the appointees lor their own benefit! A.
1 cannot say that positively, Out 1 nave no reason
to doubt It.

Q. II yon have no knowledge why base yon no
doubt about Itr A. Because Mr. Qrlunell told me
tnat he had no doubt such things occurred even
under hi* administration; lie made an examination
Intsrtlie matter and had several men up about it.

Wnat politicians were implicated f A. 1 do uot
know.

14. Do yon say that warehouse men give pay to
government inspectors! A. 1 guess you will Andtnat l.eet and stocking pay their inspectors.Q. Did they ever tell rou sol A. I think Mr.Stocking told me so.

When and where? A. lam positive that Mr.OrfnnoU toid me that such had been the case; Ibeyrd It In various ways; I believe Mr. Leet toid me00, tOOk
(J. What Is the motive for paying them! A. Ioaanot say; it might be lor sending goous to their
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torea; where there la Money to be made men wiH
make It.

U. in tbe letter of Mr. Giinneil to yon about the
order and giving you the selection of general order
store* it Is said, "To you and the associate* with
you;" why was that? A. Because It was understoodthat I was to select Mr. Leet; l suppose it
was to cover Mr. Leet up.

Q. That phraseology was put in to oover Mr.
Leet? A. Yes, sir; bnt 1 never had a dollar Interest
in the matter.

y. Why Is the plural number used? A. PerhapsMr. (irlnuell knew that other parties were associatedwith Mr. Leet; the rumor was that they
were.

y. You indicated Blxby's stores? A. I did:
Bixbv's stores were two in number: there was one
other store on the east side ol the nVer.Mes>r«.
squires a Co.ami tiiere was Mr. Wood's store on
the Bast Klver.

y. How did Mr. Gnuneil happen to call upon yonwhen he was appointed if vou aid not know him
previously? A. 1 have no idea how the Uitroductioncame; he said at the time that he did not want
to tell me who It was; Mr. Cirinuell was, 1 think, a
very good officer.

y. l)o you think he would do anything directly or
Indirectly to deceive the public ? A. So, sir.
Q. You do uot think he would attempt to cover

anvthinir ud ' A. No. sir.

Q. Wiiji men did he say "yon" when he meant
Mr. Leet/ A. Everybody who wanted to know
could nave round it out; Mr. Grinueil simply did not
want to advertise the tact; he knew that If he gave
out that Leet had nn interest in it there would do a
hue and cry among the politicians; l think yon will
find that there are a thousand thing* In regard to
the Custom House which, though penectly honest,
had better not be published; Mr. Leet woe at this
time receiving pay from the government, and I do
not know whether it wastllegal lor htm to draw pay
lrorn the custom House as well; Mr. Leet told me
that it was improper.

from the public th.; fact that General Leet was drawingpay irom the army ami the Custom House too v
A. Yes, sir; it was Mr. Levi's arrangement.

Q. Hoes It not seem to you that yon and Mr. Grinnellwere assisting in in to cover up that wrong, if It
was wrong/ A. Tnere was no Intention to cover It
up; i helped Mr. lsiet out of friendship.

y. Do you think It friendship to aid a man to vloIntothe law/ A. 1 do uot know that it was a violationor the luw, Mr. Leet told ine It Was itnjjropTj^bavenot llOw any laei that thoro was any

q, U there Wis Any fraud do you not think that,
by this paper, Mr. Grinneli nnd you arc parties to
it / A. 1 am not a lawyer aud cannot Bay, la there
any iraud ?

Q. lnat is reversing our positions. But was not
tnere something that the pubiio had a right to complaiuabout In it / A. The only purpose in It was to
conceal u from the politicians.

14. Are you sure that the Secretary ol tho Treasuryunderstood and approved the cartage arrangement/A. Yes, sir; 1 have a paper nere wlncu
shows it. Witness here read the following letter:.

Q. why have yon kept thorn 1 A. vvell, when yon
know thai there is a continuation against you to cut
your throat you take every measure to protect yourself;1 know that there has been a combination
against ute about this cartage business.lilgu officials,too.

y. Do you know of any official of the United States
Interested In the general order business now ? A.
No, sir; (iener.il Lecthus resigned lroin the army.
y. Ai out warehousemen paring inspectors; wttat

inspectors do you mean ? A. The inspectors of tne
warehousemen whose stores they have charge of;
their per diem is paid by the warehousemen,

y. that combination against you.have any ol the
persons you alluded to been present in this room
during this investigation? A. Yes, sir; General
Leet has been here and so has Mr. Haw.

y. Has Mr. Haw tieeu counected with the Custom
House business during lUe past two years? A. No,
sir; but ho has sought to be.

li. C. Collius, sworn:.Am an Importer and Jobbor;
have beeu for the last five or six years, 1 have no
knowledge of the general order business: inv goods
always go to «lie uouded warehouses; have uever
had any difficulty with the govurnmeut; 1 havo
never found any embarrassment in doing business
with the custom tlouse; mv business is lu sugars
ami teas; the government never carted a packugo
for me, except here sua there a stray one.

y. Are mere any officers who accept bribes to
pass goods or baggage 01 travellers T A. l do not
know.
William Redmond sworn:.Am an Importer of

Irish dueus; have been in me business torty vears;
aui lamiiiar with the general workings of the busiinesa.

y. Is the genersi order business carried on in
an improper manner? A. l only know taut they
charge $i 5o for storage and curluge at the general
order stores, while at the bonded warehouses the
only charges are 36e, cartuge and 4oc. storage; we
there! ore avoid sending goods to Hie general order
stores as much as we can; I never gave a Custom
House oitlcer a dollar in my lire; a couple ol men
once presented themselves at my store and asked
to see my books and papers; they had a letter
from the Deputy Collector; this was on
the 3d ol April; nicy took my papers and kept them
until the beginning oi Ju ne; mere wus a dispute
about some duties; 1 wrote to the Deputy Collector
about it in June, bnt bave never received a replv to
tt; mo parties who came to my storo said that ailijdavits were made that we were importing goods at
grand cost: 1 asked the names of the parties who
made these allldaviiH, but tney retused to give them
to me; 1 tnlnk that tins was a very great hardship:
1 understand that the tniormer acts a share ol all
seizures and moneys recovered; t suppose that Hub
was the motive for tins false affidavit.

y. Was not that affidavit died before the District
Judge? A. 1 presume it went on ihe tiles of the
Court; I do not know.

llow do you think these matters might be reformed.speakingas an experienced und honorable
merchant? A. 1 Dunk that Custom House otlicere
should exercise some Judgment in thesu mailers.

y. Would yoit suggest any amendment in the law
as at present? a. 1 think tt was very hardly exercisedin mv case; 11 a rogue bad beeu concerned it
would have been a'very good law.

y. »v a« t nore any grumiu tor iuu uccusauons
made in jour case r A. No, Mr.
Harvey u. Eastman, sworn:.Am a member or tho

Assembly or New lora lroin Dutchess county; I believel am relerred to in Mr. Greeley's testimony
yesterday.

Mr. Greeley's statements In re/erence to Mr. Eastmanwere then read.
The witness continued.The statement that I was

influenced by any person in my vote lor speaker is
not true in any way whatever; 1 never said to any
man that General Ketcuum inuuenced my vote;
General Ketchum and 1 had several talis upon the
subject: 1 saw him trcquently, in my own county
and in New York, in regard to the organization or
the Assembly.

y. Dia ne advise yon to vote tor Mr. Smith ? A.
That is rather a dimcult question to answer; my
Impression was that General Ketchum supported
the administration, and that the aumiuistration
weie involved in the contest; my interviews with
lum were oi a general nature; 1 suppose 1 kuew
whom he wished to be elected as speaker; 1 knew
the geueral had several appoiutinenu in the Custom
House under Mr. Murphy and General Arthur; at
the time of my conversation with him several memberswere prominent fur Assembly, aim it was not
positively determined that emlth would tie the administrationcandidate; i supposed that ne would
lavor ihe administration candidate, whoever It
was: General Keicbuui did not go to Albany: 1 had
no conversation in Albany about what General
Ketchum wished wltu any one: several custom
House oincluls were up there.Mr. Cornell, Mr.
Laflln and others.
y. What were they doing there? A. I do not

know.
y. Were they simplr taking the air there? A. I do

not know.
y. Did not yon know what they were therefor?

A. 1 suppose they were there la tue interest of Mr.
Smith.

y. Then Mr. Smith was the Custom House candidatef A. 1 suppose so.
y. Oo not you know so ? A. Well, yes.
y. Did you not support Mr. Smith because he was

the Custom House candidate.is not that so ? A. 1
scarcely can say tnat is quite correct; my Interviewswith General Aetclium were general.

Have you auy mends in tie custom Douse!
A. acquaintances.no particular friends.

Q. Any acquaintances, wiioee appointment you
solicited in any way 1 A. I suppose mere are some.

Q. How uiauy ? . oh, not many, sir.two or
three; 1 obtained their appointment through GeneralKetchum.

q. Do you still mean to say that you did not know
who General Keicnutn wished elected as npeaker!
A. 1 do not mean to say that.
Q. Do you know of any men being turned out of

the Custom House because they belonged to the
Conkltng wingr A. No, sir.

How many of the employes of the Custom
House were at Aibanv r A. I am not able to answer
that question.very lew of them; it would be verydifficult for me to sey.

Q. form some kind of en estimate. A. There
were not many that I knew.

Q. How many f A. I do not call to mind now.six
to eight; the hearsay of others, of course, makes It
a good deal more than than

House f A. I suppose twenty-five.

Charlton P. Lewis sworn.Have been a resident

ot New York city: am managing editor of the Kot tf
1ng Pott; as to the general order business, I nave
no knowledge except general rumor; as to mtsconductuuder this administration, 1 have no special
knowledge; I mean the administration of General
Grant; there are three branches of the Custom
House in which I have knowledge, amounting to
moral certainty, of gross and habitual misconduct
uuder this admimsi ration, but it would not be
received in a court of law; in the Surveyor'sDepartment the inspectors are in ine
habit of receiving bribes lor passing baggage;
a uumber of geutlemen have tolrt me so; in one
case 600 tons of baggage of passengers were
brought on a Cunard steamer, and a passenger told
me that n any passenger did not bribe me officer he
did not know It; in another caao some household
furniture was passed for * bribe of $4o; when 1 my-
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self passed baggage the Inspectors were utterly
sbamelesM in exacting bribes; l once came witlt
some invalid ladies. In 1807, and, at tne request of
the officer, made ont an invoice of Me oaggage;
the officer came au<i said:."The proper thing lor
yon to do is to let me pot In a blank entry;'1 I
allowed him to do so, and a few days after he
made a call npoti me at tne office, and gave me
to understand that be expected a present; every
paaseuger coming to ibis port knows this; the complaintsare now universal; another department is
the Appraisers1 Department; I have little informationthat is direct, but that little Is convincing; by
my side yesterday afternoon, in leaving here, two
yonng men, fellow passengers ou the car. and from
thoir conversation, also evidently Custom House offiicers, said this: the first said to the other, "You
know wtiut we tuean by sampltug cigars; that means
storting our pockets as full aa possible; that was
said In the bearing of the conductor; 1 have
put in various evidence or the enormous frauds
now practised in i ue appraiser's office, at the office
of judge Noali Davis, and tbe committee may refer
to it; in ibis department swindling is the rule and
honesty tbe exception; the third department I
suow uiiyining auout is <uai lur reiuuuiug uuuen;
I collected evidence on this point recently; Mr. Ken-
nedy told mo mat lie bad met a custom House
broker who said to tuui, "You imported a lot of
goo 1b a certain lime ago; you have put In no claim
on those goous for damages;" Mr. Kennedy aald,
"They were not dauumeu;" the broker answered,
"That's no matter; give the claim to me and l will
collect it lor vou aud we will divide the profits;"
tne goods were railroad iron, goods wblcb were Incapableof being injured; 1 saw Mr. Boutwell on
this subject, and lie told me that be nad examined
many cases or this kind and bad not round one
wtueu was not tainted witb iraud; With regard to
each one of tbeso departments I do not know that
there is more corruption now than formerly; tne
corruption is the necessary result oi the political
management of the Custom House.

When tbe man, in 1*61. aaked lor a present did

you give it to him? A. Yea, sir; 1 mentioned it to
several people, not with tbe Idea of attacking any
particular Inspector, but the aystom; 1 think Mr.
Wakoman called on mo about it, and bo assured me

Q. How do you account for abuses M notorious

escaping the notice of the heads of departments.bow is it that that wuicb is kuown to everybody
else Fhould fait to oe knowu to tbe_offlcer whose
chum auiy iv is to nna it out? a. wen, 1 can nee
liow it it is that panhongers may know all about it
and ho circulate the knowledge among the general
public, and yet uo complaint tie made to the Surveyor,

Q. some three days ago yon did make a eomIplaint; were not the remedies plain and apparent?
A. On the contrary; Secretary Boutwell told me
tnat it was a very dtilloult thing to do; to devise a
remedy is well wormy or the bust attention of the
noblo uilnds now assembled here.
Here the Senators en 7ua. se acknowledged the

compliment by a bend of the head, while the crowd
01 spectators and the reporters Indulged in a
general titter.

y. You know, however, of no attempt ngvtng
been made altei that complaint to remedy the evill
A. No, sir.

y. Tlieu you have no knowledge other than news
paper Information» A. No, sir; and mat 1 suppose
is hardly that which will satisfy this committee.

Q. lhpp you do not look upon newspaper lnlor!ination as knowledge ? A. Well, yes, sir; and or a
highly Important Kind,

y. Have you, as the recorder of datly events, been
able to hnd a single case in which one ot these rnul'Utudlnous frauds in tne Appiaiser's olllcc has been
punished? A. on the contrary, l have not only
not known such a case, but 1 have known of the
most si range and unaccountable omissions to puntlsh even proved cases.

y. Would not these frauds be checked more
efficiently ny one conviction than by ten thousand
settlements ? A. Well, no, sir; an officer so punishedwould ouly be looked upon as an unlucky
rnau.

y. Then crime detected would be looked upon
simply as a mlstortunur A. 1 thing mat among
Custom llouso officers, from generation to generation,there Is a very low staudarci of morals, aud
crime would certainly be so regarded among them.

y. Do you kuow whether Custom llouso officers
have influenced too last Kepubllcan Convoutlou and
the lust election for Speaker In the Legislature? A.
1 nave do reason to doubt it; I do not know it my.
sell.

Q. How about political assessments? A. I have
bearil of ttiem constantly.

g. Aiul of officers oeuik" discharged If they refusedto pay them? A. Only by dismissal froui tbelr
place.

g. Does this system extend to other branches of the
federal service ? A. lu tho Internal Revenue service,
yes; 1 do not know whether that is or not me case
in the Custom House.

g. Do you know whether men can hold tbelr
places here It tuey diifcr 111 political stripe lrom tuat

] 01 tho authorities a. That Is notorious; 1 huvo
never heard It douuted: not only that, but a man
will be removed if the mends who had him ap|pointed are ludependont la their criticisms; 1 know
vases of that kind.

g. Their tenure of office, then, la dependent npon
submission to the political ctuitions «i their supe1riors? A. Yes. sir; i>ui ray evldeuce on this point is
worth little; 1 am but an echo or universal rumor,

g. You think, then, that political appoiulmeuts
aro prejudicial to me pnblic service? A. Yes, sir; I
think that permanence ol service and adequate
salary are absolutely necessary to secure a reloriu
ol the 1rands 1 have amuled to.

g. Do you know auy tiling ol the profits made by
tho special agents ol the lrcasury who make these
seizures? A. A special agent sometimes goes to the
irauduieut merchant and lets tmn know that he is
aware ot the couiemplatcd swindle and otiers to
share the proms; 1 state this simply us a matter of
commou bohei.

y. Does tills arise from the power 01 these detec.tives to muse seizures without making any preliminaryexamination? A. Tuitt Is ouo 01 ihetr rucilliit'Hlor corruption; but 1 have heard oi cases in
which money is made by threats 01 seizure ouly; I
huve heard of honest merchants who have been
victimized In this way.
The committee then adjourned till this morning.

MISSIONARY ME&TiNG.
Nfw« from the West.

Tho second of the scriee of public missionary
meetings, under ihe auspices or the New }ork
Anxilliary Association ol the Oeueral Board, was
held last evening in the Church or the iloly saviour,
in East Twenty-drill street, near Madison avenue.
After the missionary service, Bishop Potteh made a
lew remarks, and introduced
Bishop Kanda 1.1, of Colorado, who spoke of the

great need of missionary work, and the needs
of tho West. There are three Territories under
tho charge of the Bishop. Colorado alone la
two thousand square miles larger than all
New England and Onto added. He found when he
went there au intelligent community, ready to ac|
cept the Protestant Episcopal Church. He preached
sometimes in a dance hall, sometimes In a grocery
store or in a log school nouse.

The Panic at the Third Arenne Sarlnys
Bank.A Clamorous CrowdYesterday.DisorderlyDemonstrations.

The Institution Still Paying.

What Hr Says.
as was predicted in the Hkbald two days ago,

the "backbone" ot the run on the Third Avenue
Havings Bank "has hot yet been broken," and the
number demanding admission yesterday was rally
double that or the previous day, or about fourteen
hundred. Before the flickerma gas lights were turned
offyesterday morning by the mysterious lamplighter,
who usually treads the silent streets when eager depositorsare in that happy state of slumber that no
ghosts of broken or breaking banks disturb
them, fully two hundred early risers were in rront
of the bank on the corner. They were reinforoed
momentarily by others; and as the fleeting hours
passed the gathering Increased very visibly. At
ten o'clock there were fully fourteen hnndred per-
sous present, lining the sidewalk from Twenty-111th
street to the corner of Twenty-sixth. The personnel01 the lines was an Interesting study,
and tlie comments of the depositors were
highly amusing. In the lines were many
of our best trades people; old men
Just toppling into the grave; beggars, led by chil-
dren; soldiers on wooden legs .and cratches, and
women witn tender infants in their arms. When
the doors were opened, at ten A. M., the lines
were unlinated, as if moved by electrical Influences,
and for twenty minutes mere was a swaying to
and lro and a Borawble for positions. The police,
under the guidance of Sergeant uroo, tried to act
Impartially in giving each man and woman his and
her proper place, but, when the lines were lormed
within the banking office, many or those who
were first without found themselves among the last
within.or at the fag end or the line. About two
hundred were admitted, when by some stupid blunderin a misconception or orders the rront door was
oloeed as tight as a drum, and those without drew
down their lips and cursed their luok in being late.
The cry weut up, "We're sold outi" "The bauk's
closed." "Didn't I tell yez so?" when Mr. Owen,
one of the trustees, discovered for the nrst time that
the doors were closed. Turning to one of the employeshe exolaiined indignantly

Clerk's office, and In the afternoon there was
a committee meeting, bnt the proceedings thereof
did not transpire. Ex-Aldermen Coman and
PlnnkHt were In attendance on the Committee on
Protests, but the committee did not organize, and
thereiore the ex-Aldermen had no opportunity of
Leing heard. The Mayor was at nis office during
the greater part or tne day transacting the usual
routine business and recelrlng the visits ol city
officials and friends.
At the Comptroller's office there was more even

than the nsual activity. The Comptroller and
Doputy comptroller had been absent at Albany
durlug the greater part of the week, and the nuinherof hungry seekers for the settlement of unpaid
claims nad accumulated. To one and all the same
answer was returned.namely, that as soou as the
Legislature had legalized these payments the
money would De promptly forthcoming. The
"Comptrollers bill," as the measure Introduced
to the Senate oy Senator Benedict is known by, was
the topic of conversation among the frequenters of
the Hall. The universal and nearly uuaunnous
opinion was that it wonld not get through the
Legislature in its present shape. Nobody doubted
the safety ot placing such large powers in
the hands of the present comptroller. To
pass, however, a law that gave such
enormous power to one man would ho establishing
a precedent that it would be very difficult to lose
the eifect of In future leglslailon. Mr. Creon states
that it Is onlv for a specified time that such powers
are given him, and that the law would bear upon
its face a temporary character. All or which Is very
true, but does not soothe the popular (car, or the
nnwilliugness to see any man, however noble,'clothed with so much power.
