Karly on Monday.morming the officers connected
wilh my headyuarters and mysell, rogetber with
some of the ciigens, dio what we could Lo arrest
W10 progress of (e fire whoere it was working agaumnst
tha wind in the suuth Division of the city., On the
novih side, alwr the destruction of e waler works,
nothing could be cope to eneck the progress of tue
flames, amd but vne honse was left staualng be-
twoeen Lho lake and La Salle street as far north as
Fullerton avenua.

THE CONDITION OF THE CITY ON MONDAY EVENING
the Uih inst, was pilavle.  From (wo thousaud
to two thousand tve pundred ooeres of bulldings
lay smoubiering In thelr rains, and nearly. ooe
hundred thousand inbabitants were without fooa
or sheiter, the Fire Deparument exhausted from it8
incessunt Imbors, some of 18 cogines burned and
others disabled. Tue pollce force was also very
much exnuusted by labor and loss of sleep, many
o! the fmnules of 18 members burned oul and re-
quirimg tone services of their nutural protectors; the
gualignts were extinguistied in two-thrds of the
CILY, OWINg L0 the destrnction of the gus works, and
o rotal fmlure of Lhe water supplies existed, owin
Lo e buroing ol the water works bundings, whic
damuged Lhelr cugiues Lo such an exwent that they
were upserviceable. The cowditlon of the public
mind resembied thut of o paule-siricken army, the
wildest und moss poprobabie rumors of arson and
robbery prevaded, and the greatest appreliensions
were indulged in of another confagration, togeiher
with riotons demonsirations.

Later in tue uay, October 10, numbers of the leaas
mg cltizens catled upon we and urged me to ase
BUmo miitary control of the c¢ily, us they thought
tnat the condition of Afairs was soch Lhat nothing
but prompt action on my oouald save the bal-
ance of the clty, restore contidence and maintaln
order. Among others who came Lo se¢ me wus the
late Colonel Thomas W. Grosvenor, who very
!l.rnufl.! urged this course and siid that the people
would force me to assume coutrol of atfairs whether
1 desired to do go or not, Reahzing, however, that
His Honor «the Mnayor was dolng all that lay In s
power with the partially disorgahlzed and worn-
out force at hia disposal, I felt that my doty was Lo
08386 hum to the utmost, sod, furthermore, 1t was
my earncst desire that tbe civi authorilies should, {f
possible, bring the oity through {8 troubles, with
such skl as the army conld give. 1 accordingly re-
fused Lo take any asction looklog towards a mii-
tary control of the city.

During the nlght ciuzen patrols  prevatled
througnont the whiole aty, neighboriood organica-

tlons havimg been effected duaring the afternoon for
thiat vurpose. Lhe wind sull blew strongly from the
southwest and created constant ajarim amwong the
lanabitants of the south sud West Sules owlng 1o
ineiprent fices aod ralse alarms  of nre, but at the
same time fortunately drove the games fromn the
purning comnl heaps across the burned district,
