matter, and that, further, he showed himself conspicuouslyignorant or the nature or the steel ran
trade; 1 think t his because a comparison of our tuivoices or steel rails with those 01 importers of other
steel rails would have shown that they were ut least
as liigli or even huher; the finding out of the duty
on steel rails and dsn plates wonid have been very
eastly made had the proper inquiries been Instituted;the usual mode of procedure is wnen any-
thing of this kind occurs, that lniorinai charges are
made to the Collector and tne proofs are verliled bv
lum or bis deputy; tuea tne Collector sends a letter
to the District Attorney, asking for a warrant;
sucti a warrant, 111 our case, Mr. MurpUy and
his deputy assure us was never made;
by thus avoiding the customary channels of action
the surest available means were taken to get mattersinto sucli a position as to result in a compromise;rather than penult our nooks and papers to
be taken nwnv we allowed the examiners to examineInto the matter lu our oibce, giving them the
assistance ol our clerks and ouo ol our partners;
alter three weeks' examination we offered to take
the burden of prjof upon ourselves If they would
state tbelr charges; we endured tnelr presence lor
two weeks more, makiug In all flvo weeks, during
which our business was eo interrupted that n would
bo impossible to estimate the loss to us; independent
of the cos.s for counsel fees our pecuniary losses by
this practical suspension of our business lor five weeks
amouuied to a ver y great sum, and that we were
subjects 4 to a very much greater loss than the governmentcould have sustained even if Mr. lirowu's
view or onr business should prevail; it would have
been a inuoa inoro politic course (or us to have
paid $50,000 or $)00,oo0even and have avoided the
Injuries resulting (roin this proceeding; during ilus

Tyng
spoke especiailjr ot the wonderrul cures performed
by the surgeons (Dr. Taylor and Ur. Chrystlei ot the
Dispensary. Children In all conditions of deformity
from sptue and hip diseases have beeu cared entirelyfree of cost to the patient.

Mr. Roosevelt spoke ot the aims or the Dispensary,
the work It was doing and the necessity that exists
of a new building adequate to its needs. Tne officers
of the Institution desire to erect a building Hint shall
accommodate students who wish to study, the
methods practised oy Ur. Taylori and that it will
also furnish a temporary nome to persons
under treatment. seven thousand dollars
have been received for this object, but
no arrangements can be made till the
sunt is raised to fJO.OOu. The treatment Is tree and
money is only expended in paying the asststaut sttrgeous.Tne public are earnestly called upon to furnishmeans to carry on this most lmnortant charity.
The systom of treatment should be known and the
officers should i>o aided to carry on me work. When
the institution was <ipened it was said that tnore
was no need or a geueral hospital Tor this speciallyof diseases; but there is uced of hall a
dozen hospitals. A lama mimhsr or rim
children under treatment were present
yesterday, and after tlie aduresses tvero led to tlio
table* spread lor them with an the go >d tilings tliut
tne kind trustees had provided for their pleasure.Two large Christmas trees wore londod with useful
giris, and the eating and distribution ol presents
were something worth seeing.
During the year a very large number of caseshave been treated, with wonnerlul success. The

senior surgeon is Dr. Charles Fayette Taylor, to
whom Is one the honor of originating the peculiartreatment, which Is pursued with such results as to
mark It as oue of the triutupua or American surgery.
