A REMARKABLE VERDICT

The Jury Absent Three Hours Cautiously
Discussing What lo Do in the Case.

NO FELONY, BUT "DELIBERATE" SHOOTING

A Witness Who Did Not Appear and Has
Not Been Found by the Police.

STORES COTilITTED BY THE CORONER.

Twelve months ago EUvrard 8. stokes, now in
conflue ueni in the Tom us with a verdict made t>y a
coroner s Jury bunging over his head, was a free
man, living lu luxury and having all things at nla
oonimaud that wealth could purchase or procure.l.ast evening the combined deliberation of
twelve men changed the course of his luturo
life, alter a close consultation of three hours,
in the clerk's ofllce ol the Court of special Sessions,
which was used a9 a jury room for the time being.
The court rcom yesterday ulteruoon waa crowded
to excess by spectators who rnado m&uifest their
eagerness to get even the slightest glimpse ol tho
prisoner who stands under tuts dread accusation in
the sight of tho people or America. The rooms wlnoh
have been partitioned oir the court, and which hnvo
gn elevation of about ten feet, bod their rools
warming with people, who craned their necks,

their tninds tilled with a morbid cariosity to watch
wworv mnnnmnnt rtf thin Kswlv Tlinro urn a n orrnn rv

representation of the legal profession in the court
room, and all present, whether thoy were spec*
tutors, reporters, lawyers, Judges or police
officers, seemed Impressed with the solemnity
ot the occasion for which they hud assembled in the
court room. Judge Dowling came In and took a
seat during the proceedings at the desk at which
the clerk usually sits. John McKeon, William llart*
lett and Fraukllu Uurtlett sal within tlio bar enolosure,and when the accused came In ho was
escorted to his seat by the outers, and
walked forward to his place with a firm
atop and an assured bearing. He was dressed
as on the drat day, quite fashionably, wearing his
light gray IriaU irelze overcoat, and having a blue
necktie fastened at his throat, under his white collar.There were three la ties, who came Into court,
and were furnished seats ou the right of the dids
on which the magistrate usually sits. Tnose ladles
were supposed to be relatives of I'lslc by
many persons In the Court when the proceedings
opened, but alter a while It was ascertained
that they were friends of au officer of the Court,
who were merely present as spectators. It was believedtnat the threo ladles composed the female
members of the family or Mrs. Morse, whom Colonel
Plsk habitually visited at the Grand Central Hotel,
but this rumor was also ascertained to be false.
The first witness examined was Patrick llart,
one or the men employed at the Grand Central llotel.wuo had assisted Flsk to rise from the spot at
which he had boen shot down, bat who had
not witnessed the shooting of the deceased.
Hart sceius to be ono of those soir-opin.
lonated or stubborn witnesses who occasionallyturn up on a trial and are arraid thy
will be hanged or transported if they do not con.
tent hhnseU with answenug a question but once.
He could uot identity tue bullet which was found;
oould not tell whether It was round, conical or

quare; did not remember If U had any blood
stains upon It, and was evidently verv
much lrightcncd at the cross-questioning and
badgering that he received, tue jury hcip'.ug,
rather uiuntoutioually, to confuse htm by their long
ami HctcntlUc questions. Captain Hymns, 01 tne
FUiecuin precinct, wtio came ou the stand
immediately after Coroner Young had ordered
the police to hotd llart Tor impertinence,
testified to having seen tiie bullet, which was
Bhown to lum by coroner Young on the night 01
the slaving ol Fisk. Mr. Mauuseil U. Field ashed
Captain Uyruea some questions, which were an

weredto the satisfaction of the questioner, and
thou the police captain went down from
ine siand. l>r. Tripler, one of the house
Surgeons of the (fraud Central Hotel, was
examined and testiucd that lie had proned the
wounds of colonel Fl?k, and that the latter lud
utlercd pain uuder the operation; but staled, In

addition, that he did not tluuk. to the best of Ins
opinion, tuai Colonel risk could have lived
even had he not been probed to discoverthe ball. I)r. Marsh read the
medical testimony, In wlilcu tne post mortem
examination was described at length, mid
described the wounds In the Kugllsii language
afterward, at the request of tne prisoner s counsel,
the case was closed soon afier by Coroner Youuir,
and he was about to submit his testimony to the
lury when Mr. MoKcon inter'nosed, and demanded
lo know tvliy Hie person who had taken Colonel
Flsk's clothing oit his body alter the snooting had
not been produced, and put ou the staud to testify
whether a pistol was found on tils person or
not. The Coroner answered that he was willing to
examine any witnesses that were brought beiore
him, but that nc had uot seen any witness who had
taken Colonel Kisk's clothing irom Ills person.
Ftie point made by the prisoner's counsel,
however, created a prorouud Impression In
Court, and the general opinion seemed
to be that the police authorities, who have taken
bo many precautious to prevent riot which did 1101
come oir, hau been very negligent lit securing a witnesswho hau been present with Colonel Hsk at tne
moment or the shooting, ami who hail stripped
his clothing otT beforo putting hint in ben.
strange to say the person who did this last ortlce lor
Colonel Ki.sk was yesterday in Court, and yet it wa3
not known to the police tsat ho was present or that
he had taken on the diamonds which Ftek usually
wore and had given them to be pla ed in the hotel
Bate tor security.
At a quarter to live o'clock tne Jury retired to deliberateou a verdict, an l weie absent lor throe

hours.au unusual liuie for a Coroner's inquest.Many of iho spectators leit the court, ami it was
rumored that Hie jury were taking their suppersIn the jury room.a statement winch proved untrue
altogether. It Is suited tlial Mr. ,\l. 11. field, Henry
Clews and David Dows were uot satisfied, nud the
person who had relieved Cotohei 1'ws of ids garmentshad uot heen found and pluecd on tlie stand,
and the laci that this Jury, which h s not been
equalled by any other Jury sworn lor a good inauy
years in social position, wealth and luteingenco,were so divided by their great
responsibility that they had to remain out
inree long hours before they gave a verdict, whet
the shooting was patent to every tuau, Is m Itsel
evidence that tin y were uneasy at not having fottni
the missing witness, so that all persons might be
satisfied that Justice was done. 1 here was a long am
serious discussion lu the jury room, but all llnall;

Right to Interfere.The Subject Referredto the Police Counsel.
