LECTURES LAST NIGHT.
THE HARBOR TMPROVEMENTS

Lecture Before the Xavier Unlon by General
Jolin Newton, Unlted Sintes ArmYy.

General John Newton, United mtates Army, lec-
tured last evening before the members of the Xavier
Union, Ne. 50 West Fifteenth atreet, on the improve-
ment of the harbor approaches of New York, He

A stated meéeting of the Medico-Legal Soclety of
the clty of New Yorik was held last évening at the
College of Physlcinns and Surgeons, Al the last
meeting of the soclety a commitiee had been ap-
pulnied Lo prepare o report on the revision of exist-
ing lawe velative to the medical profession, and

Mr. Rogers, Preslaent of the soclety, briefly ex-
plained the reasons that necesaitated the proposed
action to improve aud regulate the practice o med-
lcine. He sald that 1t had long been apparent Lo
the membeva of the medical profession tnat some
ameudment was necessary In the statutes of the
Btate that reguiate and govern the incorporated
medlcal socletles, wnich are becoming so nu-
