Paris, Dec. 22, 1871.

Seeing what Is going on around us, one Is greatly
kiollned to ash as the Figaro in the corned*, " Qui
rst-ce r/ti'on trompe id ?"

'An male either do not know themselves what they
re about, or play most skilfully a comedy calculated

to deceive every oue. a few days ago they had a
lost unfriendly interview, of which you have had
iready a report, and during which M. Thiers
eemed almost to accuse the Duke or dishonesty.
In less than forty eight hours after that interview
the Princes took their seats In the Assembly, in tlie

Sbsenoe ol M. Thiers. A complete split seemed to
ave taken place between the former great sup-

porter o: the uricans dynasty ana me representativeof tbat bouse. But on Thursday (the 20t.Ii)
another interview took place at the Pre lectureor Versailles now tranforuiod into a President's
Douse. The Duke arrived in a modest brougham
at the back entrance of the Hue St. Pierre, was met
ay M. Barihelray St. Hllalre ana introduced to M.
^Thiers' Cabinet. The President received him most

ffectionately, talked for more than half an hour In
private, and on taking leave of too Puke in the
auierootn said, In presence of several persons,

"my CAUSER is finished.
It eeems to me as if 1 had already lived several centuriesand that the dust ol those ages Is lying upon
any heart; while you, my dear Prince, arc still In tho
pears of enthusiasm. You have still these centuries
to live." The Duke pressed warmiy the President's
hand and went out.

S*he Duke Is regarded as too vacillating In Ills actionsand too speedily passes from apparently great

Hxray ot Absolutism.The Prussian House of
Lords.tJerman Patience.Bismarck's ttis.

If it could be said that th^Prussian or German

people have ever had a will of their own.a propositionwo most thoroughly deny.at least that will
has been radically blotted out since the late war
against France. The lew liberals who braved the
intoxicating influence of self-giorlfylng and aggrandizing.aspirit which has been exuberantly grow,
lug iluce the formation or the realm.
ii ix l themselves deserted and sneered at
by their former colleagues. While a consiUutloualform of government in Prussia
was sintered to exist more nominally man otherwise,having never been bona jiCLe accepted by those
In authority, the last vestige of it seems to have disappeareduuaer the new condition of things. Tho
empire has been, as it wore, tho tomb of liberalism
among the representatives no less than among the
people. As in times ot yore the prophets were
despised and even stoned for daring to speak the
truth, so now any one who does not Join In crying
down the vanqulsued enemy or attempts to oppose
Iron rule and plead the cause of liberty is reckoned
well nigh as a traitor to his country. It is painful
to behold a nation voluntarily returning to
absolutism, which it bravely fought twenty years
ago, and which, though not successful in shaking
off, it curbed and compelled to assume the defensive,
We can readily imagine that German-Americans on

your side of the ooean, whenever Fatherland becomesthe topic of conversation, are prone to indulgein unlimited boasting. We can simply say to
litem:." Don't brag; rather be grateful lor being
wnere you are, enjoying the privilege of Belt-governmentand laws granting equal rights to all."

Tim rKlSS lAN HOUSB OF LOBDS.
We have recently alluded to the fact tnat the

Reichstag had become a pliant tool In the hands
of Bismarck and his Cabinet, and mentioned
its unceremonious dismissal after having voted
at his bidding. Precisely the same spectacle will bo
otrered by the Prussian Diet. It has just commenced
its session, the Lower llouse having elected as
President Rerr von Forchenbeck.tne same who led
the agitation for tho three years' extension of tho
military budget.and the Upper Rouse tho ultraconservativeCount Stoiberg-Wermgerode, one of
tnosc aristocrats aud implacable royalists, who look
upon ifismurcklan constitutionalism.heaven save
the mark l-us treachery of the blackest dye.
Allow us to give you a sample of tho reactionarydisposition prevailing in this Rouse
of Lords, the majority of which, under the
leadership of count Zur Lippo (ex-Mlulster of Justice)form a party opposing nismurck. One of their
oriraus, tlie Deutsche Wacht, published In Pomeranla,Bays:."Tno doopest Borrow and affliction of
the huinuu heart Is to he deceived in a man whom
we honor and respect, whom wo sincerely ana ferventlylove from the depth of our soul. .Such Is tno
fate brought upon not a few Prussian hearts within
this old province of Prussia.wo acknowledge it
with deepest pain.oy the courso of Prince Ulsmarck.That which the much venerated man laid
claim to and gloried in In lus recent remarks to
the llelchstag.viz., that alter each war lie had
become more constitutional.is, In our opinion, nothingto glory In. To chaLge and abanuon principlesfur which one lias fought many years wltli all
bis might, at the risk of llio and property, and to
go over to tne enemy's camp, is no object for selfglorltlcatiou.And what will be the consequences
of deserting the old, firm and well tried Christian
conservative principles of Prussian rule, the solid

IRELAND.

Extraordinary Quarrel Between the Lord
31tiyor and the Corporation of Dublin.

Dublin, Dec. 22, 1871.
A dispute or a very novel character has arisen

between the Chief Magistrate of tills ancient city
ana tne corporation of Dublin, it appears that the
present Chief Magistrate, who succeeded to the
Mayoralty in July lust upon the doalh of Mr. Bulfln,
expected that his brother Aldermen would do liltn
the honor of ro-electing htm to the same distinguishedotllce tor the year 1872. The Corporation,
however, to a man failed to recognize In the Lord
Mayor that peculiar htuess for the oitlco which, undoubtedly,tho Lord Mayor recognized in himself,
and without the slightest regard for his private
convictions on the subject, proceeded to elect his
successor. The little great man was highly Incensedat thus being passed over, and vowed to
have his revenge. Tho civic year Is always brought
to a close by a banquet on a great scale, to which
nil the local magnates of Dublin and several distinguishedpersonages from the country have tho
honor to be invited. The present Lord Mayor.who
Is very wealthy.proposed to end nis year of ofllco
by a dismay of Uospuaiity which would not no forgottenin the Irish metropolis lor a generation, it
would have taken place ere this only tor tho illness
of the l'rlnco of Wales. The Lord Lieutenant, the
Chief Secretary, tho Commander or the lorces, CardinalCullcn, the Lord Chauoellor, the Judges, and
all tho other great public odious and men in
Dublin wero invited; out cue member* or one
most distinguished body, wbo Had a peculiarright to be present, were not included in
tho list of invited guests. The members of the Corporation,to whom the Cord Mayor owes his position,
wore, strange to say, passed over, because they did
not think It their duty to place Alderuiuu Campbell
a second time in the civic chair. The Aldermen or
Dublin, as soon as they heard of this strange conducton the part of the Clilei Magistrate, were very
wroth indeed, aud made up tneir minds to have
their revenge. Last nlgnt they had their banquet,
whico may be regarded as a demonstration against
the Lord Mayor, wuo was present at Mr. Boilew's
reading at the Caloiy Theatre. This petty quarrel
lias occasioned great annoyance to many, nut Is a
source 01' much amusement to others. For tue
present It Is the talk of the town.

The Tl.-liborne Trial.l'Tirther Identification.
The PlaintiU'a Case Closed Until the 1Mb
of January.
