The fact that oillcers have so demeaned
themselves as to be open to suspicion, or to bring
scandal on the service, or tc dissatisfy the large
mercantile class, is cuougn to justify a change.

Every preparation is making for the canvass.

The administration programme for the approaching
campaign is already cleariy defined in many other
particulars, and among these is the project for an
early adjournment of Congress, in the beginning
a long 6cssiou was anticipated, but Senator Morton'sresolution, fixing Hie 23d of. May as the time,
indicated a different purpose. The naming oi June

^6 as the day for the assembling of the National
convention shows that the purpose has been adheredto, The only question now is whether
Congress can finish up the necessary legislation of
the session In season, and tho solution of this questiondepends to a great extent on the committee on

Appropriation**. Air. (.'arCehl baa iu charge the
Legialaiivc, Executive and Judicial bill, wblcli will
be reported some <iay tbls week. The amount la
#20,0(10,000, this being a lower appropriation titan
that or last year. All rarts or It are not co-ordinated
ah yet, but the bin will be perfeeled by Wednesday.
The Committee will meet every day this week, and
besides the bill already mentioned may also report
the Post Office and Indian bills. Mr. Sargcut, ot
California, has the latter iu charge and Mr.
Palmer, of Iow% the former. The estimates for j-tfie ftfet omce De^iftfuSnt are a little, but not
much, higher thai lasl year. Thg Fcnjlon bjllj
whichjs in charge ol Mr. Clark, of New York, will
'also be increased on account ol the pensions
allowed to soldfevs in the war 9f 181.} and t'n?
liberalizing or the pension laws generally. Mr.
fewunn, ol Maryland, lins ch irgc of the diplomatic
and consular appropriations; Mr. Niblack, of
Indiana, torts aud fortifications; Mr. Marshall,
of Illinois, West Point; Mr. Dickey, of
Pennsylvania, the War Department, and Mr. Hale,
of Maine, the Navy Department.
The appropriations lor tne army and navy, includingforts and fortifications, will nc based upon

a peace looting, and will i»n much the same as last
year; but in cuse of trty.blo with .Spain or any other
Power the necessity ol providing lor the emergency
will be met in me Dciicicncy bill. Mr. (larfleldhimself has charge or the Legislative,
Executive and Judicial < bill aud it is expectedto test the sense of the Douse

bill is well received, especially on tne republican
side, and the democrats do not show a purpose to
delay legislation by preventing a suspension of the
rules, it may be considered a good omeu.

would indicate a session carried far into the summer.All this the uumiiiisiration wishes to avoid,

OBITUARY.

Right Reverend Bishop IHrRIII, of Richmond,
Vu.

His Grace the Illirht Rcrercud John McGill,
Roman Catholic Bishop of Richmond, Vn., (lied In
that city yesterday morning at the hour of hair-past
nine o'clock. He expired at his residence in Grace
street.
Bishop McGiil was a distinguished American prelate,who administered the hierarchical and priestly

airuirs of a diocese which comprised all Western
Virginia and the valley formed by the Alleghany
and Blue Ridge Mountains, extending us fur as

Monroe county in West Virginia. Ho was carried
otT by cancer of the stomach, from which he
had been confined to his bed for the
past nine weeks. This well-known divine,
by the amiability of his romper and manner, won
the esteem of ail the other religious sects in Virginia
as well as that or ad tp.§ Rienibers of his own.

Bishop' McGill was Urn in °» Hl® 4t!l

of November, 1803. Vniio lie was yet very young
IU8 ^parents removed 10 Bardstown, Ky. In hjs
youtU he studied the profession of law, Vyhlch ho
afterwards practised lu New Orleans for about a
year, when "his inclinations leu him to
study for tho Church. With this view he
removed to Baltimore aud entered St. Mnry's
Seminary, where lie went through a lull theological
course. After he hail graduated with high honors
he returned to Bardstown, Ky., where lie was ordainedpriest by the Riglu Rev. Bishop David, June
13, 1830, and was at onco made assistant priest, or
curate, to the Bev. Mr. Spalding, then parish priest
at Louisville and now Archbishop of tnc diocese
of liaitiuioie. lather McUlll soon alter this,
owing to the labors of Ills mission and great

Europe with a view to reroVer Ills physical energy.
This was iu tlio year 18u7. Ue was eminently successful,returning with renewed vigor aud health
to the perroruiauce of his former duties. Ou
his arrival lu the . United States, in
addition to his ministerial duties, lie
edited a weekly Catholic journal, and was next
appointed pester to a ehurcn In Lexington, Ky.
white there he received, ou the lotn of Octooer, in
tne year i860, a Hull from llis Holmes Pope Plus
the Mnth, elevating him to the dignity or Utshop of
tho see of Richmond, lie was consecrated Bishop
at Hardstown by the most Rev. Dr. P. R. Kendrick,
Archbishop of St. Louis on the loth of Noveiutirr,

fie at once repaired to the scene of ms ucw
duties, and arrived in Richmond December a, i860.
Bishop MeOlli was the autnor of several litorarv

works of great merit. Among them may he mentionedills "History of Calvin" and "The True
Church." He also made several translations of
foreign literary works. In 1870 he aiteuded the
session of the Ecumenical Council lu Rome, returningfrom the lloly City in the early part of
ls71. Upon his arrival In New York he was
for a considerable period delayed here in consequenceof an attack ot the disease wulch has just
now brought liltn to the grave. Bishop Merlin's
labors in his diocese were rewarded with tho most
signal success. He established several new
ennrhes, both in the State of Virginia and of west
Virginia.

were kept tolling the solemn and sa l news ol the
death of tills eiuiueut cleric yesterday.

Duke de l'erslgny, French hlnttnmnn, .Milliliterand Former Ambassador of Frauoe.
Jean Gilbert Victor de ITalin, Duko do Perslgny,

a Trench statesman. Minister and Ambassador of
the empire, under Napoleon III., to the Court of
Great Britain, died in Nice, ltaiy, on Friday, the
12th iustant.
Duke de i'ersigny, or Count de Perslgny, under

winch latter title no was more familiarly known
to the world, was born on the 11th of
January, In the vear iso8. He had consequently
completed the sixty-fourth year of his age toe day
previous to his demise. He was through the
greater portion or tils lite the presiding spirit of the
councils of Louis Napoleon.
There Is no exact record ot M. do Persignv's birth

in existence, not oven, we believe, in France, particularlyat the present moment, lie was of hum*
bie origin unquestionably, aud in early life was
clerk to a public notary at stra-burg.the Mare
" "ere ae first suew and cultivated me acquaint,
stice ot Napoleon. Tne lannlv name is Ftalln andalthough tmsuiutag the aristocratic preUx of -de" tolus surname, there is a question whether he rcall?wascntiiled to this distinction oi uooility.oreventothe name itself ol Perslgny. lu the year 1881-32, whenthe thione oi Louis Philippe was vet unsteady, theUoiiapurust party iu France turned an expectant

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arrested. They were tried by the Court or reers,and wiilic ttie principal was banished to America,
tlie others sneered certain terms of imprisonment.M. Oe I'erslguy followed the fortunes or Louts Napoleon,ifud on tpelatier's return from tno United
States, and during his subsequent sojourn In London,became his confidential adviser and private
secretary. Years passed on, and Louis Nai oleon
was almost forgotten by tue world. Ue and uls
friend De Persignr were only heard of as
visitors at the houses of tue second-rate English
nobility. Occasionally a political letter appeared
as emanating irom Louis Napoleon, and countersignedby "l'lallu de l'ersigny," but people believed
that the Strasburg lallure had completely damped
the courage and destroyed the anticipations entertainedby the "nephew of the Napoleon" that he
would rc-estaiuisn the empire in France. Not so,
however. There was always one at hand to cheer
tire spirits aud rouse the drooping energies of the
exile. Tms was l'ersigny. No occasion was lost
by mm for encouraging the belief that some day.
sooner or later, the star of tlie Uonapartes would
culminate to its former grandeur and the imperial
sceptre of France pass into the hands ol him who so
lately wore tue purple.TlilS »nt. and i-adiIv mnnlfnr nf t ntrta Murmlnnn

was u man with a will and resolve as dogged,
K not. more so, Mian bis own; with a
soul equally ambitious and aspirlug as that which
raised his master 10 the throne or France. M. do
Persigny entered heart ami hand into tue Boulogne
expedition. Ho it was who arranged Its preliminariesann mado the moa oi the scanty funds
which were then at tlie disposal of him whose
pecuniary resources were during after years almost
illimitable.
The expedition sailed from the Thames In the

Edinburg steamer, landed at lioulognc, attempted
to storm a guard-house, lulled, retreated to the
seaside, when Loins Napoleon and the majorityof his loilowers were captured. Napoleon
was sentenced to imprisonment for lite In the
fortress of Hum; the latter to lesser penalties.
VV lien iiuesUoned by the Court of roars, M. I'ersigny
boldly declared "he had iired at the soldiers lor
the purpose of taking their lives, and Justified himselfby arguing that those who opposed Louis Napoleonwere traitors to France."
When Louis Napoleon escaped from Ham he returnedto England, where the laithlul Persigny

awaited him, ami continued his bosom lrlend and
adviser until the momont arrived when the lortuues
of the House or Bonaparte were onco more In the
ascendant. The revolution ol 1348 cauie; tho
throne of Louh Philippe wus swept away by iho
hurricane of democracy, and the republic rose upon
Its asiies.
During tho period Louis Napoleon was President

of the republic M. do Perslgnv successively held
the appointments of Ainoassadorto Uerlln and Ministerof the Interior of France. Under the empire Uo
became Minister ol Foreign Allalrs, and, on being
succeeded in thai post by M. Walewsxt returned as
Ambassador from Ftanco to England.to the
country wherein so iiiiiny years of gloomy and appareniiynopeiess eule had been passed by himself
and his royal master.
He was subseiiueutly loaded with honors by

Napoleon, but was accused.justly or unjustly cannotbe said.of giaduttlly weaning Ills mind Irom
the imperial cause of iJonuparte when he saw that
lis chances of dyuiistic stability and the Transmissionol tlicsccpirc were seriously imperilled by the
surroundings or the revolutionary movement.
Huke do Persigny was a soldier and writer,

as well as a politician and statesman. He
served or held commission In the French
army from the year 1826 to 1832. He published
ins "Memolres sur l'Utllite des Pyramldes d'Egypt"In 1R44. Ho mined f.nuiu Niinnlnnn in Pnrlu in thn

Miontli of March, 164s; served as Minister of the Interioriroin t tie inontn of January, 185*2, to tne
month of June, 1864; was French Ambassador lu
England May, 186.5, to the month ol March, 1868;held the same high position again from May, 1869,
to November, i860; was appointed Minister
of the Interior November 28, isoO, and
resigned the portfolio, in consequence of his
stringent arbitrary measures relative to the censorshipof the French oress, on the 23d of June, lsG3.
Napoleon created him Duke de Persigny, on the

13th of September In the year 1803, and the Puke
snared the glories, fortunes, extravagancies and
dissipations ol the empire almost to the dav of lis
fall. Porslgny was uu able dlplomaltsL naturally
shrewd, suspicious ami cautious, and of a cool, observantnature. He was well read and exceedinglyfond ol study, and when any Statu dltllculty ol more
than ordinary perplexity came up at court he was
invariably summoned to the Tullerles. and his counseland advice sought by the ruling powers, on uud
"behind" the throne.

Iior'ri of tne people and in poverty, rerstgny aid
not lore the multitude nor bioe witn the democracy. *
A writer speaking ol his state policy at one momentof Ins public career said:."It is important
to remember mat this contidaut of Napoleon undertooka journey to Brussels, for the sake of urging
upon Leopold certaia measures for the repulse or
rigorous treatment of refugees, and for the coercionoi the press. No one has been astonished,although many have been grieved at the tame complianceol the lletgian government with the dictatesof the Tullerles. lhe expulsion of M. enroot,of Alexandre Thomas, and several other estimable
men, and tne violence allowed towards the exiles
liberated from Ham within the Belgian territory,
arc sufllcient evidence that the independence of
Belgium Is gone. M. de Persigny, it Is thaugnt, will
soon succeed to the Mlutstry or Foreign Affairs of
France."

The Enrl of Iienmnre.
The venerable Earl of Kenmare, of the British

peerage, has just died In Ireland, In Ills eighty-third
year. The late peer, Thomas Browue, was third
Earl and Viscount Keumaro and Baron castlerosse,
in the peerage of Ireland, and first Baron 0j»he Enlbvj Kinodom. TJio of tUe waH
an Klllfii ii uniCta! brought into Ireland as Auditor

General, utter tlie reign of James IT., whose son
obtained his tirst step oil the ladder of rank for servicesas Surveyor of Forfeited Lands. '1 he earldom
was a I'nlon honor, the price of the support of that
measure. The Karl was a soldier and saw a good
deal of active service in the Peninsula, obtaining
the war medal and clasps lor Kolica, Ciudud KikP
rigo, hadaios and Salamanca. lie Is succeeded la
his title and estates by Ids eldest sou, Valentine,
Viscount castlerosse, now member of I'uiliametit
for the county or Kerry, a seat lor wiucli becomes
vacant by his cicvatioa to tnc pee rage.

Dr. William I). Hall, of Richmond, whose death on

the 10th lust, was.brlcily noticed in the Hkkalp, was
a native of chestcrrtelil county, and one of its best
known citizens. He graduated in Philadelphia,
and soon acquired a large practice, and was for
many years a surgeon ut the White Sulphur
Springs. At tho breaking out of tne war he was
captain of the Chestcrtteld cavalry, and as such enteredthe Conicdcrate service. He was soon after,
lor meritorious service, assigned to the Thirteenth
regiment, with the rank or colonel, and
bore a conspicus part in ihe service until
the cose of the war. He was appointed
Fish Commissioner by Governor Walker, under the
act of ihe General Assembly creating that office,
ami had already pcriortmal good service tn this new
sphere. l)r. Hall married, cany lu ltlc, a daughter
or Mr. Colin Mcltae, and sister to ex-Senator Meltae,
of Chesterfield.

Erocli Carter, of N>wbiirr, 01, Y.
Enoch Carter, a prominent, induenual and much

respected citizen of N'cwburg, N. i., died in that
town yesterday (lauuary 14) afternoon. Mr. Carterwas a democratic politician, who exerted a
widely extended influence lu the political coudltlon
of Die .state, lie was hixu-oiio years of ago. Air.
Carter had bceu confined to his bed by illness
during the past three weeks. Ills remains will be
interred next Tuesday.
