equivalent to $40,000, and have been used in the
purchase of exchange on New York. Accompanyingthis note was a communication from the InternalRevenue collectors or Georgia asking for the
passage of a law preventing the circulation of this
species of wild-cat money. It is not certain that the
law of the United stales, which fixes a tax of ten
per cent on all currency Issued by State
banks, will be sufficient to suppress this
kind of currcnoy. as It Is intended to issue
four or Ave millions of the notes io
Georgia, It is supposed the company can pay the
tax of len per cent with profit to the concern,
Neither do the committee show whether the laws i

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currency as money. If tuere is such authority,

Russian diplomatic Intrigues to prevent the conclusionof the Treaty of Washington. The result of
these Inquiries has established, it Is claimed, not

The English diplomats are congratulating themselvesand their country on what Is regarded by
them as the virtual end of the much-talked-of cordialityof leeilng between the Great Republic and
the Bclavonlan empire.

The Syndicate transactions liavo been made a

matter ot close Investigation by the committee of
Ways and Means. The exact nature of the cod-
ciusions arrived at by tne committee has not
reached the public, bat the report will Boon
appear. The Hxrald Is enabled to anticipate tins
report In a general way. The resolution under
which tms inquiry was made was offered by Mr.
Cox, of New York. This resolution asked whether
the Kecretury had, In defiance or law, Increased the
public debt for a time to the extent of $100,000,000,
or to any amount, and whether he had expended
more than one-half of one per cent in commlHslonsand expenses of placing the said loan.
When the Committee of Ways and Means
assembled Mr. Cox, as the author of
the resolution, was requested to attend
for tne purpose of asking Mr. Boutwe'd certain questions.These Interrogatories were submitted In
writing by Mr. Cox. He asked the Secretary
whether, in the first place, he had made any increasein the public debt. Mr. llotuwell replied
that the debt had been increased to the extent of
$130,000,000. it was Impossible to place the loan
without tills temporary Increase of the debt. The
law as written was Impossible of execution, and
he coustrued it for ibe best interests 01 the country,
as he was bound by express enactment to construe
It so as to Insure the success of the loan, lie excusedhimself unqualifiedly lor this temporary in-
crease of the debt. Mr. Cox then assed whether
the secretary, by ills action, had not made a

precedent under which he could, ir he
pleased, increase the debt six hundred or
a thousand millions lor three months or
for any timd. The Secretary replied that, as
tie understood the law, it gave hlin this dlscretiou.
Mr. Cox then questioned the Secretary as to whether
he had increased the expenses of the Syndicate to
any sum above the one-half of one per cent allowed
by law. Tne Secretarv replied that although
$7,000,000 had been appropriated lor the pur*
pose of placing the whole $l,&oo,ooo,ooo, he
had a right, under the law, to use any
portion of the $7,000,00> for the expenses or
any portion of the whole loan, and that on this
point the law gave him a sound and liberal discretion.Mr. Cox then asked the Secretary whether or
not he had increased cue Interest of the public debt
iu any manner. The Secretary replied that there
was an increase for three months; that during this
time the Treasury really paid eleven per cent
upon the $iso,ooo.ooo. Mr. Cox then a«ked
how much the government had lost in this
increase. The Secretary replied that he did
lot see that the government hau lost anything, conuderlngthe ultimate gain to the people lu the
ultimate reduction of tne interest. Time upon the
1130,000,000 Interest was lost for tnrce months,
rhis gain remained to trie Syndicate. It was under
their option and control, and was in excess oi me
amount allowed to the Syndicate under the
aw as expenses. At least one or oue and
it hail of the whole amount had been
realized a.- a profit by the Syndicate. The
reason of the uncertainty as to the real amouut or
the gain was from the testimony of Jay Cooke, who
souid not undertake to say now mu h had been
gained In tlio negotiation.
The result of the inquiry, many members hold, is
hat Mr. Cox ih justified in ills resolution. Tne
fovernment has lost the Interest on 11:10,000,000 for
hree months. During that lime tne money was
n the hands of the Syndicate, under their
iption and absolute control, thoroughly
mt of the reach of the government, winch had no
lecurity lor the money whatever. The contract was
xtremely partial to the Syndicate, and as a bust*
less experiment assumed an unnecessary risk.
The Secretary, It Is understood, does not seek any
urther crc<lit In the mutter or funding the loan,
mtil the whole mutter I* unproved by Congress;
ior will he seek to place the remainder until tnia
tpproval is given, and an end all fori her syndicates.
