The first seotlon declaresall valuable mineral deposits to lands belonging to ths
United States, both surveyed and uniurveyed, free and open
to exploration, and tbe lands open to occupation snd purchase,under regulations prescribed by lew, and according to
tho local customs or rules of miners In the eevrrat
mining district*, so tar as the tame are appll-
cam* and not inconsistent with the law* or
lit* United States. The remaining thlrtee* section*
of the bill malce detailed provision* regulating the manner of
making and contesting claim* for mineral land*. The most
Important section seems to be the fourth, whleli provide*
that where a tunnel Is run for the development of a vein or
lode, or tor the discovery of mines, the owners of such tunnelshall have the right Of possession of all veins or loue* not
previously known to ei 1st discovered In such tuunel to lb*
extent of 600 feet on esoh side of the same.

Tebaceo Dealera Before the Ways and
Means Committee.Increaaed Facllitlea of
the Hooded Wnrobouae Nyitem and a UniformTax of Mlxteen Cents Advocated.

Washington, Jan. 23, 1872.
The Committee on Ware ana Means to-day continuedtoo hearing of the tobacoo dealers, twentyfiveor thirty of whom wero present. Mr. J. H.

Pleasants, of Baltimore, representing nine-tenths of
the receivers of tobacoo In that city, said a uniform
tax of sixteen cents was of Importance and would
yield as much as the present rates, with an Increasedmanufacture and consumption. If the presnnt.avatJim r»f hnnrlAfl ivarAhniKAd ttab tn hn nnn.

tinned they ought to be increased In the tobacco
districts. Be said that drawbacks snould be paid at
once on the withdrawal of tobacco lor transportationwithout waiting lor the ladtug certificate.
Mr. Cyrus Dosser, of Hew York, representing the

fine cut interest, said ho was not hero to oppose a
uniform sixteen cent tax; he opposed the tweutyfourcent tax: the poor man should not be required
to pay this tax on his smoking tobacco.
Mr. M. B. McDowell, of Philadelphia, advocated

the continuance of tho bonded warehouse system.
If It were extended West the dealers In that section
would sell more tooacoo. No one ever heard of the
government navlug lost anything by the system.
Mr. J. J. Bagiey, of Detroit, la the line cut interest,

said that after an experience of twenty-flve years
he had uever known a man to stop using tobaceo
on acconut of lis price. The consumption lncreuscs
lu a direct ratio with the Increase of population.
The men lu the tobacco trade are more prosperous
now thau ever; people's taxes have changed, and
cut tobacco was now extending all over ilie south,
aud as a consequence the plug Interest has been
hurt.
Mr. Isaac Epptnger, ot New York, was here to

represent, oy request, the Interests of the Pacific
coast. All they wanted was the continuance of tne
bonded warehouse system to accommodate their
trade and facilitate their exports, those to China
and Japan naving opened a market which Is now
on tne increase, 160,000 pounds of tobacco having
been exported thither last year.
Mr. w. M. Abbey, ol Philadelphia, said those

whom be represented were not only satisfied with
the bonded warehouse system, but desired It to be
extended to evory point. There were so many
guards that frauds were impossible.
Mr. E. 11. Eraser, of Virginia, in behalf ox the

plug manufacturers, thought they ouyrtic to be
placed oq an equal looting witli others. They
wanted a uniform rate of sixteen cents, as thirty-two
cents was Hard to carry. The tobacoo trudo was
almost paralyzed In Virginia owing to the uncertaintyof legislation. Mauv hands were Idle and
factories closed. A reduction in the tax to sixteen
oeuts would Increase tne consumption or plug tobacco.There was no reasoq why it should now pay
twice as nitlch As cht tobacco. * -'
Mr. Christian Siocper, or St. Louis, stated his objectionto the bonded warehouse system, and said

that tue tobacco dealers ought to bo placed on the
same equality as otner merchants. The cutters
were satisfied to leave the tax as it was, because in
five years they would ruu the plug men out of the
trade. Put the plug men ou the basis of Justice and
they would recover their trade.
Mr. O. W. Gall, or Baltimore, proceeded to show It

was sound policy for the goverument to remove all
embarrassments to the export trade.
To-morrow morning at ten o'clock the committee

will hear those wiui have not yet expressed their
views, and on tue Both Inst, will heur the representativesof the leather interest.

The great Story oil farm case, after over two

weens' trial In the United mate* Circuit Court, beforejudgeMcKennan, was concluded to-day,
Richey A Co. conditionally bought the story farm,

on Oil Creek, in April, i860, and were to wind up
the bargain In April, 1801. Nobody Knew of the
existence of other than sand wells on the ground at
that time; those failed rapidly. On April l, 1361, the
bargain for the land was consummated at a less figurethan specified in the original agreement, Ktctiey
A Co., aaylng tney would lose SJ.uoo already paid
rather than pay more than $20,ooo for the property.
It was worth only $6,ooo for farming purposes at
thai time. There were seven wells on the land, but
none were pumping. Twomontns a'terwards tno
Sterner well, tne hrst flowing well In the oil region,
flowing 600 barrels a day, was struok there, and the
territory baeame immensely produottve. Six yearn
after story thought he had been defrauded, and
brought this suit.
The charge of Judge MoKennan was direct for

defendant, as was also the weight of evidence; but
the Jury found for plaintiff in tne sum of $8l,o»6.
Judge Mo&enoan Indignantly set aside the verdict,
on the gronnd that It was against law and evidence,
and awarded a new trial. An attempt was made
by tho plaintiff to impeach the Integrity of 0. K.
Taylor, of Franklin, Story's lormer attorney; put

The Loadon Frew on the Awaaiinstion.The
Spirit »f Whioh Fisk Wat the Incarnate Bepreientauve-IliaLife a 8candal.The Creatureof Surrounding Circumstances.

The London limes of the 9ih says:.
* The death of Jmues Fisk by the

hand of a man whose eniuity lie had gained in ono
of the scandalous intrigues lor which he was notoriousis aol in itself surprising. The escape of
McFar auil last year, when charged wiiutiie inorder
of Richardson, lias uaturaily confirmed ilio lalih of
the lawless class in New York lu the morality 01 mo
vmitetta, auu stokos, the murderer of Colonel Risk,
had probably worked himself into the bolter that lie
had wrongs which called lor vengeance. We know.
Indeed, that he and toe woman whose cause he was
supporting against the daring ciilet of the Rite King
had tnretteuod him with revelallous which, in the
present temper of the people, might have brought
upon htm the fate of his allies or Tammany Hall,
and tnat Risk had met Hie pcrd by obtaining au injunctionfrom one of his judioial hirelings to pre-
vent these revel at. lis, aud by Indicting stokes (or
couspiraoy. But It is not on the grim ending of
Flak's career so much aa on Its incidents or daring
conflict with the law and magnilicent squandering
of the frulta or victory that wo are concerned to
dwell. * * * 01 late, however, Flak must have
felt the edlflcc or ills autocracy.for ne hud
completely asserted his supremacy over his
colloagoo Gould.crumbling under his feet.
The courts in which he sought refuge
whenever he was threatened seemed to be no
longer sale against.the intrusions of justice,

But It was not In a steady, plodding way
that James FIsk wanted to getou. ills (atner was
a pedlcr, who travelled with goods in tho Valley or *

the Connecticut; but when tne son took to
the busluoss he started an lnuueuse, gorgeously
paluted wagon, whicn alarmed the conservativeinstincts of ilie old man. Tho wagon,
however, brought custom to Its proprietor, and his
outarpnse soon gavo him an opening In Boston,
wuero during tho war he made a torlune. But huvlugmade his monev. ho was Inmatient to mnitimv
it or get riu ot it; and a natural attraction drew
htin to Wail street, There it was that no inet
Drew ana Oould, and entered upon the ambitious
pa'n which led httn, through so much mire, to sucn
an eminence 01 successful, vainglorious, epicurean
lniainy. Even in Mew York, in ths atmosphere ot
Wail street itself, he might have used his unnoubted
abilities, his versatility of resource, his com*
mand of expedients and combinations to amass
wealth by means not dishonorable. Hut the
lamt of venality that lias hitherto lulccted
ail the public life ot the Empire City does
not permit men who make the pursuit of weulth
the ilr.it object of their lives to be honest. They
know they can purchase power and enjoyment and
riches by bribery, and they do nor. hesitate to seize
the chance. Uuttl the tone or public sctiriineiit in
Mew York Is rawed to a higher level such men as
Jcmes Fiak, tne monstrosities of speculative uioueymaklng,will always be possible; ami wnue they aro
possible, not only will the commercial capital of
the l/ulon he discredited by such an apotheosis of
sucoesslul iraud as the career of the Erie chief has
exhibited, but publio liberty will sometimes be
gravely imperilled by the concern ration of power

Tlio pistol of the assassin only Kilioil James l''ist;the spirit of which he was tho incarnate representativeis still living and strong in New York.

The man may have been better than his reparation.It may be said ol him that his vices were all

gross and sinkiug ones, without any alloy of meannessor pettiness. lie was roughly generous and
rauniUcent wltn the resources or otner people of
whioh he possessed himself. He was no nypocrlie,and deceived nobody as to his character. Ills
villany and his vice were on a grand scale, and
plainly set out. No ouo can say that he believed
James Flak, jr., to be an honest man, and, believing
that, has suffered. Oblivion.we cannot say <
peace.to him He will be remembered, as wo <

bave said, for a long tune, but it will uot be on his '

own account, but lor the illustration bis careeraffords or republican simplicity and virtue. There
have been men quite as vicious and quite as regardlessof public opinion as James Fisk In the Old
World t there are probably several sq<;q men fciltl
living In England, Fiance and Germany; but there
Is 119 cohntry lu Europe in which a man could flaunt
"nil profligacy and proclaim his utter contempt for
the ordinary decencies of society In the way James
Fislc, Jr., did In New York and In the various summerresorts In which the plutocracy or the United
Slates assemble. The sayiims and doings ol this
man, whoso character and whose antecedents were
thoroughly well known, tilled columns or American
newspapers. His wealth had been obtained by rob-
bery; it was spent in shameless dissipation. Yet
New York ratner chuckled over Ills excesses and
followed greedily the newspaper reports of
them. Tho Journals read by the "solid men"
and ny ibe virtuous women of New York
contained almost every day some notices of the proceedings01 tuls mau, whose very life In New York
was a sin and a scandal. The sin was nothing very
new; New York has long been notorious for Its profligacy.The vigorous descriptions or some of the
better or more decent phases of Its dissipation,
given in "Manhattan's" remarkable book, fall snort
of the facts. Bat until James Fisk, Jr., appeared
upon the scene vice bad not been presented to
New Y'ork as a development of liberty, wmch
some might decline to adopt lor themselves, but
which nobody could object to in persons outside his
or her own family, and tne newspapers iiad not
made themselves the sympathetic chroniclers of the
complaisances of swindlers for harlots. Whether
Fisk debauched New York in this regard, or New
York was ready to acclaim Fisk, are questions It is
not worth while discussing. The man has gone to
his last account, and those who (Irmly believe that
he was a thief and a blackleg will regret bis un-
timely end. For the offences for which he really
was responsible he suffered no punishment, lie
died by the hands of a man who soeras to have been
one of Ills fellows la profligacy, ana It Is not Improbablemat his death will bear an eveu stronger testl-
mouy to tbe demonlizatiou Of New York tban bis .

oi tlie oillcers ami the long list of responsible names
under tiie head of directors, end believing las f
always did) that there was a State law requiringsavings banks to deposit with the Comptroller ot
the State a stipulated amount of money lor the
security of the depositors, so that a depositor
couid not possibly bo defrauded out ol any
Shis hard-earned money, deposits his money and

uefrauded. Now, I contend that savings
banks wtio get their money this way
aud then fall and cheat their depositors,
get their money under false pretences, and should
t e punished to the full extent of the law. If this la
uot swindling under lalse pretences 1 should liko to
know wnat is t The bank promises to pay me principaland interest ir 1 loan my money to them, and
now 1 can't get cither. 1 had this money saved up
(With some mote, which 1 will draw out of the banks
wnich nave it on deposit) to build me a house in the
spring: but now I wul have to lose my money and
give up my long-cherisited hope of havlug a home
ot my own until 1 can save the money over again
which i have lost. Is this a "free country r" Does
us laws protecwtUe poor man from the Intrgue of
the capitalist and moneyed institutions? This is
simply "a put up job" to swindle the people. I
can't see how a savings bank can fall unless the
managers are asses or scoundrelB.
