THE CORONER'S INQUEST.
The mind, for the Indulgence of morbid conjecture

and multiplicity of possible and impossible theories,
ol the good ami bad people or Brooklyn found yes*
icrduy ample food to digest In the contemplation or
tho curious circumstances attendant upon the unravellingor tbe thread tn the chain of evidence
which, it is hoped, will ultimately lead to tho detectionof the murderer of Proiossor John B. Panormo
ami the verification of the truth 01 the oft-disputed
maxim, "Murder will out." The case was discussed
lu all its bearings upon every side, and, tn Tact, it
may be said that it was the all-engrossing topic of
conversauou. w nai couiu nave oecn me incentive?
Robbery, evidently. But was there no other cause
that might reasonably be assigned to the commissionor the terrible deed ? Certain It is that the nnlortunategentleman was minus his gold watch and
chain while on board the (ircenpoint and Myrtle
avenue car, as was shown by the statement of SamuelCalvin, the conductor. He states that the
wounded man said be had lost his watch on
the car. and that a passenger procured a match and
instituted a search for the missing timepiece. Of
course It was not lound thete. Dr. ConkUn, a well
known medical gentleman, who was a passenger
on the car at the time Panormo entered, stated
to the Coronor yesterday that the Injured man,
when questioned by blm as to how he came by his
injuries, replied Hiat he hud been assaulted ou the
street. At the station house In Washington street,
which is only half a block from the point where deceasedalighted, he stated that he had been assaulted
ou the car, struck on the lieud and

KOUKED BY A FELLOW PASREKGEK
who sat beside him, but whom he did not know.
The conductor, on the other hand, states that the
wounded man got on the car at Cumberland sireet
aoout ten minutes past ten; that he paid his fare
naturally enough ana asked to be let down at the
corner of Pineapple street. At the time he got on
he was bleeding abont the face, to which he neld
a handkerchief; his eye was badly swollen
and his black silk hat was all broken In
on the top. He did not tell the conductor that he
had been assaulted. It Is strange that the unfortunateman should nave told the Btory of the assault
upon the car, which could have existed alone in his
imagination. But this may doubtless be accounted
lor by tbe baif-deinented condition wnich was producedby the elTcct of the fearlul injury resulting
Irom the blow, causing concussion ot the brain. It
was, then, a mere creation or the suddenly-diseased
mind that conjured the Idea of assault and robbery
at the hands or a leliow passenger. This theory is
verified more strongly by the statement of a druggist,a Mr. A. J. Marvin, doing business on tbe cornerol Park avenue and Oxford street, who called
on tbe Chiei or Ponce yesterday morning and,
stated that it about ten o'clock on Tuesday
night last a nan came into his store, leading another,who was bleeding irom a wuund In tbe head,
and asked him to dress tbe wounds of the injured
man. The drngg»st declined, saying that the injurieswere of a very serious nature, aud surgical
attendance was necessary, in his judgment. He
therefore advised the Samaritan to conduct his

patient to a surgeon or phy.-ician without any delay.The man who had charge ot the wo uuded
man said he had found him

lying in A pool of elooi)
on Park avenue. The two men then left the drug
tore. Subsequently he learned that a policeman
had said that the man who wns bleeding had taken
passage on a Myrtle avenue car. 'ibis wus all the
druggist knew of the affair, aud, scemg the
account or the murder In the Uekalu,
be naturally presumed that tbe victim was
Identical with the man who nad b en led into his
place on Tuesday nighr, It being in proximity to
No. 41 Cumberland street, where Professor
Panormo nau played the "Faust March," his last
earthly musical notes.

and saw tnat he had been learrully beaten; his hair
was saturated with blood, while that fluid was
streaming down from a gash m the temple.

THE SCENE OF THE MURDER J

MR. A. J. MARVIN
made the lollowtng statement to Chief Campbell
yesterday:.i reside at tho corner or Park avenue
and uxlord street. At a little before ten
a man came up leading this mau, who
was covered with blood, and wanted me to
prescribe lor him. 1 keep a drug store. Tho man
told me that he found Mr. i'auormo on the outer
sole of the street He was lying on the sidewalk
when ne tlrst saw him, but then got up anu was
staggering toward a fence. There was a large pool
of blood on the ground. 1 saw the wouuus ot the
deceased were ol such a serious uuturc that 1 told
him to go for an oitlcer who should take Panormo
home. The man then went out and leu l'auormo
sitting on the curbstoue, and the man who brought
deceased in went to tho corner ot Park avenue to
try aud hud a policeman; but not seeing one
there he went down a block further ou Park avenue
and louud one (Olhcer Wooisakc, ot the Fourth),
who had just come from the directiou of Myrtle
avenue, aud who told tuis man, "Why, the mau
just described to me has got on a Myrtle avenue car
aud Is gone home." Upon this the man returned to
tue place where he had IcU Panormo sitting, but he
was gone.

THE POST-MORTEM EXAMINATION
was made on tue body of the vicum of the mysteriousmurder yesterday afternoon, by Drs.
fchepard and Snively, in the front room of Mrs.
Snow's dwelling, corner of Pineapple and Fulton
streets. Upon the scalp being removed from the
upper portion ol the sauii a compound comminuted
ir.u'inre of the Iroutat narietal and teuiuoi at bones
was louiiil, aud also tiic upper jaw boue was irac- '

tured. A scalp woun 1 of some tnree or lour incnes 1
id ienwrtn was discovered upon Hie top of tnc head.
Tne leit portion 01 tne skud was completely
smashed lu, from tne jaw straight up to the sine ol
i i.o head, indicating that a rcariully poweriul blow
must have oeeu dealt, lor the bone ,»f tne skull was
literally broken in pieces. The doctors are of the
opinion thai it must have beeu dealt with some

i hi and ions iron Instrument. The direction of '

one wound shows that the blow was ttiveu from
behind, and tue oihcr was evidently struck wuen
the viciini was dowu, the dlreciiou or the weapou
being plainly visible from the sauil, just over tne
tell car, to the jaw bono, at the cud of the n >se. Oil
tue leit side is a distinct hollow where the bludgeon
of the murderer had broken the bones all along.

The question as to the condition and general managemento( savings banks has, owing to unfortunate
circumstances, become verr prominent, and there
seems to prevail an earnest desire on the part of the
publio to thoroughly comprehend the situation'as It
stands. That a feeling of insecurity has o( late prevailedamong ihc poorer classes or depositors has
had ample demonstration. Whether the system ol
doing business Is well understood there appears to
be considerable doubt. The laot is that a great deal
of Ignorance prevails as to the mode of operation;
and since a few institutions have thrown up the
sponge, so to speak, confused ideas naturally take
possession of those whose sudden roverses have
naturally Induced loellngs of excitement. But in
order to know the real state of aimirs it Is necessary
to consider the lairs which govern the Institutions
In question. A representative of the Hkkai.ii
visited yesterday many or what are termed the old
savings banks, whoso charters were passed, in some
instances, over twenty years ago. From conversationswith several ol the officers it would appear
that the

STRINGENT LAWS ORIGINALLY UNACTED
for their guidance are strictly aduered to, and
hence ihelr security aud comparative prosperity.
The case of Conk.Un, of the Market Savings Bank,
lurulsheJ the text lor some Inquiries, and In reply
to the question as to whether the Investment ol
money was placed In the hands or an Individual,
and whether by any dexterity he could mislead the
trustees, it wus stated generally that no money
could be Invested except by the affirmative
vote or at least seven or tli6 trustees out or a quorum
ot ten, while some or the banks have rules that no

money can be invested where securities are below
par without a two-tlilrd vote. The old banks were
restricted rrom doing a discount business, which
competent judges consider uusarc for savings

, banks; but recent Legislatures have been much
more liberal in grauting charters to the new institutions.Discounting, however, seems to be outside
their province, as not a little risk was involved by
that method or procedure. Although many or the

In
his annual report on savings banks for last year
the Superintendent, among other things, sets lorth
that, as it is Impracticable to apply to savings
banks the requirements as to security of Invested
capital and stock deposits in the dank Department
which are applied to banks of discount and circulation,and in a degree to other financial institutions,
the duty of the State becomes the more Imperative
to provide with jealous care such safeguards lor the
protection of depositors as are practicable. Again
the Indiscriminate multiplying of a certain class of
savings banks, such as characterized the legislation
or the last lew years, is considered most

impolitic and hazardous.
The Superintendent went on to show that the

competition for business to which that policy inevitablytends lesulia in diminished security to depositors,growing out of the greater risks incurred In
doubtlul Investments In order to meet the higher
rates of iuterest promised menu The old charters
limit the investments of the savings banks to which
they were granted, and distinctly dehne the characterof the bonds in i^iilch these banks are to invest,
l'hey are restricted lrom Investing at a higher figure
than ninety per cent of the cash value of such bonds,

of the institution assuming the conduct ol
Its affairs, and the laxity on tbe part
of Its proper guardians, engendered by this relation
only lutensiQes the evil." Now, it appears that
Legislatures of the past two or three years have
been very liberal In their provisions, and some, but
not all, of the newer bauks are allowed privileges
distinctly prohibited to the older institutions, iiut
the recent developments will doubtless causo

a wholesome reform,
and It Is expected that the present Legltslature will
be more stringent than its immediate predecessors.
The older bauks generally are in favor of careful
legislation. In making Inquiries yesterday it ao-

pears that many ol' the banks have become so
cautious that they nave had their mortgage pro.
perty examined by a special committee, and In
cases where the property has decreased In value
loans have been called in. A leeling of annoy,
aucc is experienced in the older institutions
at the recent lallures, as they have tended
to create uneasiness umong depositors generally,
although there Is no foundation lor the slightest

amount ol its Indebtedness, and stockholders will
receive eighty cents on the dollar. The prompt actinnnf the comiuitlee aDDointed to watch the
affairs or the bank on oehalf of tiie depositorslias contributed in a great degree to bring
about the satlsiactory slate of things at present,
witen the bank suspended payment, souie lour or
five weeks ago, ibere was very little ctiauce of a
speedy settlement, as the assets and Uaoilittes of
ttie bauk seoined to be hopelessly complicated; and
It is very oheertug to tue depositors wuen they tlud
that there is now a tair chance or full payment of
their claims. M«. Theodore M. Davis, the receiver,
says tnat the full amount 01 all claims will probably
be paid three mouths from date, when tne securities
will bave becu realized, tlutte a large number or
depositors attended at the bauk yesterday to receivetheir uiouey, but there was not anything
like a rush or a panic. A single policemanwas on duty, and his efforts were
amply sufficient to preserve order. Each depositor
on entering presented tils bank book at the desk,
and If his claim was found to be valid a printed
form was filled in, v, 1th nis name and the amount
of his deposit. He then took nis place iu the line,
and when his turn came, on handing In nis paper
tne thirty per cent was promptly paid by the cashier.
The total amouut 10 be paid on the first dividend at
thirty per cent will amount to $ss5,ooo, and ot this
more than half was accounted for yesterday.

The Atalanta Boat Club Challenge the London

Rowing Club.Probable Acceptance and
Prospect of the Most IXQitingof Recent Contest*.

At a special meeting of the Atalanta Boat Club, of
New York, held at their boat house, at the foot of
Christopher street. North River, last evening, it waa
resolved unauimousiy to invite the Loudon Rowing
Club to compete in a four-oared shell race during
the coming summer in English waters, ror which
purpose the Aialautas will leave here lu April, so as
to be in Great Britain early in the season.They will send a telegram to-aay apprisingtne London Rowing Club ol their
ucilou last evening, ana the next steamer
will carry out the Atalanta's lorinal challenge,which will doubtless be accepted with
alacrity. This race will certainly create a greater
excitement and furore in the boating circles of the
Old and New World than any slmuar contest ever
rowed, the Harvard and Oxford match not excepted.The latter event was in reality but for the
college championship of the two countries, as Harvardhad won only the championship of American
colleges, never having at that time met a representativeamateur crew outside of tuu colleges. And
Oxford and Cambridge cau claim a similar status
ouly in English waters, as It Is a well known and
undisputed lact that the Loudon Rowing Club comprisesthe champion amateur oarsmen ol Euglaud.
It may oo considered presumptuous by those who
have a historical fniiu and bedel lu the invincibility
ol Britain's oarsmen ior even so good a ctub as the
Ataianias.the oldest aud probably ilie best lu this
country.10 desire to measure oarsmanship with an
organization ranking, by common repute, as the
nrst in tne world.
