Tne inquest Was commenced yesterduy morning
at eleven o'clock, before Uoroner Jones and & jury,
tn the Coromer’s office In the County Court House,
The room WwWas crowided by Interested spectalors,
Previous 10 the opening of the progeedings Coroner
Jones siated to o reporter of the AgrRALD tha there
wWas 8 rumor afloat to the effect that rhere existed
previous 1o the fragedy an il feshing beltween Mr,
Panormo aud another party, which might be shown

upoi the Inguest,

On omnlnﬁ the proceedings the Uoroner remarked
to the jury thai, generully speaking,

THF PEESS HAD WEEN OORREOT

in the published statements conoerming the tragedy,
bt he trusted, however, that the jury would noy
blassed by anything which ihey ht read 1o re-
gurg thereto, The deceased, he sa10, Was 4 man
small tn stature and not plysically strong, and he
would  say that a more viclent blow than
that which bad been dealt the murdered man
he had never before seen in all W8 official career,
In fact, he dul not think 1t possjble for any human
being to bave n=ad sueh lorce in & vlow sl another,
It bad been suggested, the Coroper added, that the
deceased mignt have fallen and fhereoy received
s mjuries, but ne would show tuat s theory
wias incorrect.

PRUFESSOR PANORMO AT HIS BOARDING HOUSE,

and an amiable man, and ope who rarely mingied
with the other boarders ln the hoose, She never
knew nim Lo quarrel with any oue, and was alweys
on the best ol terms with one In the house.
He was in the babit of teliing her of his financial

condition, and she kKnew all his  business,
Professor Panorio Was nvet a man of
very great  financlal means, She did

not know how much mopey he was worth, but sne

ATEEPLE-CHASING IN ENGLAND,

Considering the antquity of the Britlsh fay
racing, 1L seems strange that the first steeple-chnse
o kngland ghould have taken place so recently as
the year 1702 It was run in Lewcestershive—eighs
miles from Barkly Holt to the Uoplow sod back,
catch weight, gentlemen riders, and tue winoer was
Mr. Charies Meynell, son of the great F. M. II. The
course could not bave been very strictly defnea,
wien Mr. Needham, of llungerston, sung out to
Lora Focester, “It wlll save yoa 100 yards, If
youw'll come through my gerden and jump the gute
into the roml" In the early days of steeple
chasiug, while thers were no artificial sluughter

traps, there was Do compromise. It
real business, that Wiltsiire steeple-chise
1833 between Lord Ducie  ann Jem ML the
Yale of White orse  huuisman, with the
plain-spoken conditions tnat ls was w be “lyur miles
straight anead, neither to ride more than & hundred
yards along u road, every guie 0 be locked aoa no
fences cui.” In those early days St. Alugns was &
real slecple-ghasing centre, under the auspices of
[ommy Culeman, whose idea of aslecple-clase wid
two miles out and Lwo oulea in. and “'keepiog the
line quite dark," With Tommy thers was no going
over e ground the night before o see what It was
like.
