I propo.se in tills letter to give the readers ol tlie

llKRALnan account of the visit of General Sherman
and his party to the Escurtul, having had the honor
of accompanying him by Ins kind invitation. In
addition to Gunerul Sherman, Lieutenant Grant and
Colonel Audenrcid, our party included Mr. and

lady. Light o'clock on Tuesday morning, the eth, '

found us snugly ensconced *iu a compartment of ^a first class carriage at the Northern Railway
depot. It was a bright, Joyous morning, and though Jthe sun had uot yet begun to shine, yet wc felt pergoadedhe was going to honor our visit to what the
Spaniards call the octava maraeilla, or

' ei0uti1 wonder ok the wolll.d.
The Spanish railroad cars arc constructed on the

English principle, divided into compartments with
Bide doors. When travelling In a party, as we were,
'I must contess a great liking to this system. The
trains go slowly in Spain. Ours took i wo hours and
a half to do the twenty miles between Madrid and
the Escurl&l. There is nothing Interesting on the
line to boguile the monotony of tills suatl's pace.
We stopped four t imes bororc reaching our destina-
tlon, viz., at tbc depots of Poztielo, Las Rosas, Tor-
relodones and VUlalba, all of them petty and inBlgnlflcuut"pueblos." Ylll&ioa is the depot you
Btop at if you arc going to La Oranja; but we were
.'bound to the Escurlal. About half-past ten we
reached the latter depot and left the tra'n. Thfcre
are two vuiagcs bearing this name,
escorial de ada iii and escorial. de arriba,

or, in plain Saxon, Lower au I Upper Escurlal.
The railroad separates the two. or rather it blocks
ofT the small collection of huts and a church called
Lower Escurlal from the approach to the Upner
Escnrial, the latter being some two intles up hill
from the depot. A ding.i. primitive omnibus, evidentlyone of the first of these u-n fm vehicles ever
constructed, conveyed us up the lull, as it contained
only tight fitting room inside for six, and we wero
seven, Lieutenant Grant ureverted to "take his watch
on deck." Ue greatly astonished the beggars who
Burrouudod us by planting himsell squ it. on the top.
Instead of taking hts seat alongside the driver; and
he equally astonished a crowd ol more beggars wuo
greeted oar arrival up the mil by jumping down at
one agile bound, instead ol the grave and dignified
manner In which the Spaniard ever tc-ccuds and
descends.

to rid yourself of theni you m«tantly found tne
osssers-by first aghast and then auicry, uoi at the
beggar, lull at you. The result was you always
came off second boat. After ibe revolution the evti
continued. Poor Prim was !t terrible victim. I
Dave otteu walked witb nim, during the tlrst months
of the revolutiou, the short distance between
ibe Puerto del hoi and his house, and
be woe a terrible object of attack. Mis
look was stern, yet toer nnnded It not. otteu and
often he declared be would give nothing, out ere he
bad reached his home he would have parted with
every cent in lus pocket. One day, however, Prim
got more annoyed than usual. Ibe result was a conferencewith Rivers, the then Alcalde or Madrid,
and a resolution to rid the capital of the nuisance
altogether. »lx innes out or the city was an old
palace called £l Paruo, once a favorite retreat of
the Emperor Charles V., but now deserted and
lonely. An edict of tho provisional governmentwas tasued giving me beggars three days'
notice to "clear out." At the end of (hat time
all found were to be arrested by the police. Those
who belonged to Madrid were to. be removedto K! i'ardo. and there cared for.

"ochavtto," as they call it.mat is to say, a "dear
little ochavo !" Their perseverance is astound lug.
If their countrymen only displayed equal perse-
verance in the ordiuaty athnrs or lile Spain
would bo a different country. Tne importunitythese beggars display Is something
BwfuL The Irish are nothing to them. At the
Escurlul they swarmed They attacked us on all
aides, as the mosquitoes do "away down South."
Colonel Audenretd thought the best way to get rbl
of them at llrst was to yield to titer demands aud
give them money. No greater mistake could possiblyhave been made. The news spread like wildlirc
throughout the whole beginng community, and at
every step we took we were besieged by the whiningimportunities of ragged men, ragged women
and ragged children, with babies ail ibiruin. They
tracked us every where.to the hute; where we
breakfasted aud dined; tliey escorted us to the
door ol the great temple .tself; they met
us as we emerged; they accompanied us
to the Palace of the Principe; they waited
for us till we came out; they led the
way for us to the depot as we prepared to
depart, tney even took kind farewell of us on the
platform. After wc had done sight-seeing and returnedto our hotel a fresh crowd of little raga-
mufltns gathered around the floor, liy this time
our charitable funds an I our tempers were alike
exhausted. We refused lUem anything. They
pleaded, tney urged. Oue of ilie boldest followed
us luto ttie dining-room of me hotel. She was a

slip-shod dirty looking girl or some ten or eleven
summers. Oi course we looked daggers at iter.
The waiter resented her attempt lo poach on Ills
vineyard bv summary ejection. As she was put
out of tne door l overheard ncr exclaim, "What a
shame I hav'a't we been waiting for the
gentlemen ever since this morning!" General
Khermau seemed to tne to escape much of
their importunities. 1 cau only account for it by
their being made aware, through that unlucky act
of generosity oi Colonel Audeurcid, at the depot,
that the gallant Colonel was the treasurer of the
party. This system of begging is nownere so auuoyingas lu Spain, and it has us origin not so
much in real distress as in superstition. To give so
much a day to.me poor is a duty of religion, and,
the duty performed, (he Spanish conscience Is clear,
llencc It is mat you win seethe portico and steps
of every church crowded with beggars. No do icemanor guardia civil ever minks of sending them
away. You will notice the pious ladies, who have
been to mass or to confession, always give money
to those cringing mendicants on their way
out. The ceremony witliln wou'.d not be completeIf the donation without were withheld.in Madrid the beggars were a fcariul
uulsance at the time or the revolution, tjueen Isabellawas. ludecd, a nursing mother and her governmenta nursing lather to them. Get Into an
altercation with one or iheui, ana no policeman
would take your part. Jf yon spoke roughly you
were answered with redoubled imporiuuity. If

THK FOUNDER OF TIIK KSCURIAL.
1 am not going to attempt a description of tin

Escurlal. That would be quite out of place in
ucwspapcr. The only time Philip II. ever wore bt
armor was at the siege of St. (jucntln, In Plcardy
In France. The violation by Henry III. or Frauci
of the truco of Vancelles was the cause of tn
war. Philip assembled a powerful army li
the Netherlands, which, strange to say, h
placed under the command of an at
cesior of the present Ring Auiadcus.viz
Emanuel 1'UiUbcrt, Uukc of Pavoy. The Prluco <

Asturlas, Amadeus' eldest boy, and heir to th
Spanish Crown, u called after this great warrio
Mannel FUlberto. To the army Philip had raise<
his wile, tpieen .Mai v, added 8,0o0 English, undt
the Earl of Pembroke. Tiie great battle was fougt
on St. Lawrence's Day, and the superstitious Philn
who was more of a monk titan a soldier, vowe
that ir he won It he would erect a temple to S
Lawrence, or san Lorenzo, which should eclipse a
other temples In the world. While Philip crosse
himself und nraved. his brave ireneralx.th

Duke or .Savoy uinl Count d'Egmont.fougui
una urn r u day of terrible carnage wo
tbe battle tor their lord and master. Who
all was over the Duke of Savoy approached III
Majesty and kuelt to kiss his hands. Philip di
the ouly grateful thing be ever did in his inc. II
raised hint in his arms and said, "It becomes m
rather to kiss your hands, which have gained m
such a glorious victory!" On his return to Madri
Philip set about the fulfilment of his vow. It b<
came the hobby of his life.the one thing of whic
lie thought. The selection of a suitable slto puzzle
bun much, no wished It far away from the nois
ami bustle of tbe capital, for lie was exclusive l
Ills selfishness. At last, after two years' deilbers

Ills Rumored Resignation.

Tlie rumblings that precede a political storm were
heard with considerable distinctness around the

language yesterday in the corridors of the Comptroller'sofllce. The creditors wUo were demonstrativealter tills fashion were delegates from the
Croton Water police, all of whom hail iiecu discharged.They had not received anv pay
since last September, anil tuey had fondly
hoped that the passing of ilie Audit bill would
enable thein to receive their back pay very shortly
after the bill became law. The delcgaiiou was desirousof seeing the Comptroller, but he declined
the interview, and sent Mr. Starrs to try to do the
dlillcalt work of pacifylug them. The men refused
to be comforted; they domunded to see Mr. Green;
they autd they wished to have a clear, definite
answer Irom the Comptroller himself as to when
they were to be paid. They oeueved that
there was no desire to pay them. The omy
object that the Governor, they alleged, had in
sigulug the bill was that men like themselves
might obtain pecuniary relter. Their patience was
exhausted. Tliey had leit starving rumllies at home;their children hail no shoes to their feet, and their
credit at their grocer's and butcher s was quite ex,hausted. The "pipe" men could frighten the comptrollerinto puving them and they might as well
take a coercive course as patiently wait without
getting anything for it. Arter veiitiug a good deal
more of their dlscontentudness to all who would
listen to them. Mr. Starrs succeeded in nenifunir
ilieui by telling them that he believed taat theywould be paid next week. Iu a conversation
that a Hkkam> reporter had yesterday with
Ootnuils.sioner Van Nort, the Commissioner said
that the Audit bill uave the Jtuard suiUcteut power
to pav every honest claim against the cltv.

Comptroller, however, seemed, lor some inscrutable
reason, to have a doubt ubout this, and the Commissionerwas ol opinion that there would he
considerable delay in paying these claims. In
support ot this tne Commissioner said that he
knew that the Comptroller had sent to Albany a
bill to amend llio Audit bill. This and wen sent
by Mr. Crccu, on his individual responsibility, and
it the bill was enteriaincd by tho Legislature tne
result must be that these claims must remain unsatisfiedtor some tune to come. Commissioner Van
Nort said that as a member or tho board ol Audit
he was anxious tliat the board should act under tiie
present bill and pay every honest claim. He contendedthat there was no reasonable ground lor consiruing any ol the clauses ol tho second section as
placing any disability upon the board, In effecting a
sei Moment and payment of these claims. Any endeavorto throw anr impediments in the way of a
speedy payment was to unnecessarily prolong the
sufferings of those who had already waned tar too
long lor the p .yment ot their just debts.

The Question Raised as to the Right of
Judge llaruurd to Cirant the lujuurtion.

Alter repeated postponements the matter of the
temporary Injunction against tue Tammany Society,
granted by Judge Baruard upon the application of
Jonn Scott, reached yesterday the stage of a preliminaryhearing before Judge Barrett, at Supreme
Court Chambers. The nature of this injunction is

lie read an atlldavit to this eilcct or Mr. DouglassTaylor, and urged that the fact tnus beiug set lortu
that Judge Barnard was a corporator rendered
wholly void the lujunctlou, and tuut any argumentIn the matter was useless.
Mr. Devlin protested against any snoh conclusions.Tho Tammany Society, or Society of the.

utuuiuumu unii'i, lis corporate line, ue lirgi'<i was
a charitable society, ami that for this reason the
obicollon raised against Judge Barnard was invalid,
lie enlarged at considerable length on this point.The Judge asked lor the reading ot the injunction,which Mr. Devlin read, and then proceeded to show
that Judge, Barnard had no pecuniary interest in
the Tammany Society.
A reading or the charter was next called for bythe Judge, when both counsel ottered to read two

different charters, each claiming that his was the
original simon pure.
The Judge stated that It was clear In his own

mlud that if Judge Barnard was an incorporator he
was incompetent to grant the mjunctiou.
Mr. Devlin said ue would get a certificate from

Judge Barnard on the subject, and asked till next
Monday to produce the certificate.
Mr. Vandorpool replied that he had notified the

An attachmentbad been issued by Justice Volhardt
against the canal boat Covcl and a functionary
named Philip Brandtmcrer was demued to watch

Philip had kept his vigils several days, but uitlmaiciywas outwitted by Francis ScbsOler, the captain.The latter invited the official to a neighboringshop to partaKc of laaer beer, and meanwhile the
Covel cut loose from her moorings and wafted from
the Jersey shore. When the bibulous officer returnedwith the hospitable captain he grew lurious
and throttled him. rue Captain remonstrated, but
Urandtmeyer drew forth a pistol and felled lum to
the ground three times, threatening to blow off bts
bead. Uc rudely dragged hliu to tne station honse,
where both were detained. Yesterday the case
came before Justice Whitney, who dismissed the
complaint against the Captain and issued a warrant
for tne detention of Brandtraeyer, on a charge or
drunkenness and assault and battery. The accused
was informed that the Captain had a right to throw
him overboard, and was hold to ball to answer.

THE SPIRITUALISTIC CASE.

Sproul, who was accused of Btcaltng a gold watch
and chain from a Mrs. Futlor a short time since,
the facts of which have already appeared in the
IIbrald, was finally disposed of by Justice Fowler,
at the Jefferson Market Police Court, yesterday.
