the police force from 149 members to 170. A substationwas ordered to be provided for In the buildingpurchased lor an armory. For the latter there
was appropriated $86,000. A resolution was iDiro-
duceil, but laid over, providing for an Increase of
city officials" salaries, involving an increased annual
outlay oi 122,000. To people wdo have had hair-
breadth escapes, and tnuiu people generally,
It is Interesting to know that a resolution was mtro-
duceil and adopted requesting the Assemblymen
from Newark and the Common Council Legislative
Committee to use their best endeavors to have a
law passed compelling the Morns and Essex KaliroadCompany to construct bridges over Broad,
Piane and Spring streets, in Newark, for the use or
their trains which now cross the streets named
hourly, imperilling the lives or men, women
and children. It Is to be regretted that
the resolution did not Include the Newark and New
Kork Railroad under the same requirements. A
more dangerous crossing there is not in the city
than the one at Mulberry street. This can be added
