Belgian authorities, ne uB.sui'ed me itiat lie bud no
douot wbatever or Belgium contributing its best
baud. "In fact," said Mr. Jones, laughingly, "I
told the Minister of War that ir he did not send bis
best band i would demand my passports and quit
tbe country. Depend upon it boigium will lie represented."From that assurance 1 assume tbat
tne Guides Band will be tbe oue despatched here.

UKUMANY KltlRNIILY.
My first visit, on reaching Benin, was paid to Mr.

A
lew days subsequently he informed me thai he had
spoken witn that great soldier Von Moltke, who
gave the idea nls hearty endorsement. Mr.
Bancroft felt quite pleased at Imparting to
me ihta information and took immediate
steps to place tue matter in proper tram, he
having received suggestions from Von Moltke us to
the necessary proceedings to take, lie desired me
to draw up a memorial to tne tiinperor, inasmuch
as alter tue matter had been passed upon by tne
war authorities, it would be uecessary to receive
the endorsement of his imperial Mujesty. Colonel
Bliss, the secretary ot Legation, and Mr.
Kreismann, our Consul at Berlin, aid me
great service in forwarding tne project, and took
great interest in my success, the Bandmaster
General of the Army, Uerr Welprtcbt, gave me
several interviews, it being absolutely necessary
mat lie should be consulted. He gave my request
his hearty commendation, ami proposed to write an
International pot pourrt on German and American
themes. He furthermore gave nis odlclai sanction
that a hand ot tbe Prussian service should ne given
me. aud also ntnted at tue probability 01 Ins accompanyingit, should his heultn permit.

AUSTRIA NOT A11VKRSK.
1 tnen went to Vienna, wuere 1 met our Minister,

Mr. Jonti Jay, wbo authorized his Secretary or Legation.Mr. Jobn F. Delapiauc, not only to commend
the matter to the Austrian authuriiies, out to accompanyme in person uud give inc an otllciui introductionto iimm. We called upon Baron
senwariz, the general manager of the great AustrianBkhibitiou Of Hie Industry of all
Nations, which is to be holden in Vienna
in 1873. At his suggestion we waited on
tno Minister oi War. General Baron Kuhu,
and tlia' dignitary entirely approved of tne undertaking,whicu u struck uim would prove lu its consummationone ot tno uapplust events tne world
would ever be called upon to cclebruie. lie wus by
no means ignorant of the tlrst Juoiieo.a fact which
adorned me the greatest surprise as well as
pleasure, and Inquired il the coining Jubilee wus,
in its characteristics, to be similar to that under<taking, wlicrciu cannon were used as au uc-
companinieut to the music; and he appeared to
be much gratiUol in knowing that Implements of
war could lie so happily used in swelling the chorus
of universal peace, ami that he wouui much like lo
be a participator in such a grand festival, lie recommended,m accordance with loans, tnal, as in
the case of Prussia, a memorial should be drawn
up to tne Kwperor, aud which ho would have presentedat Uio proper time. This memorial was
drawn up and entrusted to the care oi our Lega-
lion, and Mr. Deiaplanc Informed mo that in due
course of time it would reach the Emperor, withoutdoubt ne luvorably received uud acted upon,
and a baud despatched to Boston in season to take
part in Hie Jubilee.
