of whom about eighty were Americans, comprising
a largo proportion or ladles, fourteen of whom had
)«nt returned from a pilgrimage in Palestine under
the guidance of Mrs. stone. There were thirty
or lortv English ladles and gentlemen, comprising
Mr James Anderson, who is just now taking an influentialpart in ihc discussions of the International
Telegraphic Conference. The other visitors Were of
different nationalities. The Pope blessed the Assemblyen masse, staling that he implored the benedictionof Cod Almighty upon* a/1 present, as the

Tbo Ureal Demonstration In Favor of Dr.
aomlnntiounl Bdncatloo In Ireland.Cardinalt'ullrn and Archbishop McClotkey.The
Mixed System in tbe United MiIm.

Dublin, Jan. 19,187-2.
The great demonstration In lavor of denominationaleducation was held on the I7tli instant, under

tbe presidency of Cnrdlnal Cullen, in tho cathedral,
Marlborough street The meeting, which was to
have taken place on tne 12th ul the last month, was

postponed until Wednesday In consequence of the
illness of the Prince of Wales. A requisition, signed
by over thirty thousand or the Catholics or the archdioceseor Dublin, was presented to the Cardinal,
calling upon His Eminence to convene a public
meeting (or the purpose of advocating that system
of education watch Is most suited to the catholic
religion. The Cardinal, I need hardly Bay. was only
too glad to be thus applied to, as tne educationquestion, In the opinion or His Eminence,
is the most important question or the day. Tne
meeting, notwithstanding the assertion to the contraryor a lew or the conservative Journals, was a

large one, being composed olall classes or Catholics
from tne Peer uown to the humblest artisan. Tnere
were two memtiers or the House ot Lords, ten
members ot tne House or commons, four baronets,
twelve deputy lieutenants, scores 01 magistrates, or
merchants, ot lawyers, or physicians, 01 great traders,ot men or wealth and Intelligence. One portionot the Cathedral was specially set apart tor the
ladles, who crowded in great numbers, notwithstandingthe Inclemency or the weaiher; so that
considering that those present resided either
wholly, or tor some part of their time, lu the dioceseor Dublin, the meeting must be pronounced a

success. Had It been a meeting or the Catholics ot
Ireland not a church or ball in Dnblin would have
been large enough to contain them; ror, education,
ami not home rule, u the auestlon which engages
the attention ol the educated class or Catholics in
this couu tiy.

the public schools."

CARDINAL OULLBN ENDORSES TIIB AMERICAN PRELATES.
The Cardinal heartily endorses the opinion of

these American prelates, and lias labored Dard
to inculcate me same views upon the minds of
English statesmen; but most or them have turned a
dcuf ear to his admonitions, aud, for a variety of
reasons, the question has been left untoucneu to
the present day. Nothing bas been omitted by him,
or by those who think as tio does on this subject,
tnat could contribute towards the removal ot the
educational grievances >t the irlsn Catholics; and
they win not rest so long as these grievances are
suffered to exist. Every argument showing the injusticeand the evils or the present system Is carefullyand repeatedly brought forward, and utteruucesof public men regarding this question ure
read with an interest by tne cathodes thai is little
suspected by their Protestant or Presbyterian countrymen.

TUB PRESBYTERIANS DKHIRINO REFORM.
The l'resbyteitans, the Cardinal says, are more

active than all others In tuts agitation, vet their
number in the diocese of Dublin amounts to only
8,358, while the catholics are 442,315, aud he thinks
Hgexiremely arrog.ibt tor such a small body to presume10 dictate to the great mass of the Irish peoplethe character of the education most suited to
tuelr requirements.

HIE EARL OP OKANARD SPEAKS.
The Right Honorable the Eari of Crauard followed

the most reverend chad man, and his opinions, like
those of all neophytes, were somewhat strict and
dogmatic. Lord Southwell's views were more tolerantand practical. His lordship ventured upon
some very sensible critiques wltb regard to statementsmace by the Times, Saturday Renew and
other great organs or opinion, which, he said, were
not borue out by facts which came under his own
observation.

TUB BEST SPEECH
of the twenty-fonr delivered at the meeting, to mv
mind, was that of Denis canifield Heron, the memberor Tipperurv county. The honorable gentlomanpointed out that all the great schools or Great
ilrltain and Ireland were virtuuliy denominational,
and It was only when tlio Catholics required this
system that It was relused.

AT THE CONCLUSION OF THE XBKTINO
an address was unanimously adopted for presentationto llie Prime Minister, of which the following
extract appears to be the most important:.
Whllo Trimly College ha* been endowed wltb 2U0.0U0 acres,

ana ha* baa conferred upon It other public advantages and
emoluments, and while the Queen's Colleges ami Queen'sUniversity enjoy an income from ibe State or g29,600 a year,tbe Catholic* ot Ireland, who conscientiously object to those
Institutions on religious grounds, receive no aid whatever In
tbe matter of higher education, and beuoe are not In this rosuecton an equality with their Protestant fellow-countrymen.
Ibis hardship becomes aggravated by the fact that, owing to
the coniiscatl n* and penal laws of past times, the Catholics
are, of all sections of the population, tbe least able to supportthe educational establishments out of their own resources.

OTHER DEMONSTRATIONS.
The above ilumouatrarion has not been the first of

its kind. nor will it be tne lust. Galwuy, Wexford
aud Koss iiuve already declared their views tu iavor
oi denominational education, aud meetings lor a
similar purpose will be held beiore long ia every
diocese lu Ireland.

Mr. McCornucx, Delegate in Congress from

Arizona, recently delivered to Secretary Fish a
letter irom Governor Safford, of that Territory,
detailing numerous outrages committed on the
border by marauding parties Irom Sonora, Mexico.
In several Instances entire families of settlers bave
been murdered. The Governor, with a party of
armed men, lately pursued some or tnesc bands,
who, however, escaped capture and found refuge lu
-Sonora. Kei caied appeals have been made to the
Governor of Sonora for the punishment
or the parties audty of committing these
cr.mes within the Arizona linos. Our
extradition treaty with Mexico docs not
provide lor the surrender ot citizens of one country
who commit offences in the other. The peeple of
Arizona, therefore, uuless some slops be tuk.cn by
Mexico to stop these raids, will take tne remedy Into
their own hands. The uuvcrnor 01 Arizona advises
the Department of State that he cannot bo respousiolelor the consequences, and asks for lustrum
tious.

In reply Mr. Fish, In a letter to Mr. McOormlck,
says that ue will forward Governor Safford's letter
to our Minister to Mrxico. in order that he may call
the attention of the .Mexican government to Us com
tents; the Secretary tutima es, however, that in the
present disordered cundt'iou of that couutry the
Mexican government cannot extend its power to
the remote irontiers.
